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Trading Members are aware that BSE has been upgrading its infrastructure from time to time to provide enhanced services to its members. In line with this commitment, BSE has now decided to upgrade the VSAT setup to Broadband VSAT setup.
VSATs installed at trading member premises comprise of three major components. Outdoor Antenna (ODU), Indoor electronics (IDU) and facility cable connecting ODU with IDU (called IFL cable).

Under the VSAT Broadband project, existing IDU’s and IFL cables will be replaced while ODU will be reused.

Corresponding changes will be made at BSE end to support Broadband VSATs.

 Advantages of migration to VSAT Broadband

      Better response time for applications. Now members will be able to simultaneously run BOLT and CDSIL / Dload applications without degradation in response time. Setup will also be immune to satellite interference problems.

      More Security. Latest industry standard security features are incorporated in the Broadband VSATs.
        Elegance in design: - The Broadband Indoor Unit is Sleek. Simple LED status indicators display health of VSAT modules. New VSAT takes lesser time to establish connectivity after power-on.  External DC adaptor (similar to laptops) helps protect VSAT against voltage fluctuations. New VSATs will have smaller Antenna size without affecting functionality.
        Economical operation – Broadband VSATs utilize satellite bandwidth more efficiently. This helps us reduce cost of operation. This cost benefit is now being passed on to users.

Migration of existing deployed VSATs to Broadband VSAT will be carried out in a phased manner and we expect cooperation of all trading members for timely completion of the project.

If a remote VSAT is not migrated for reasons attributable to local site conditions, support can be withdrawn temporarily for logistics reasons.

Costing of VSATs under Broadband regime: -

All capital and revenue investments towards VSATs and central infrastructure will be made by BSE. Costs involved per VSAT will be recovered through monthly clearinghouse charging mechanism under head VSAT charges.

Since the entire old infrastructure is being phased out, it is possible to rationalize monthly charges and with effect from April 1, 2006 all existing VSATs will be charged @Rs. 4000/- p.m. / VSAT, irrespective of existing prevalent scheme.

Additional points: -

        For VSAT under NRD scheme the VSAT indoor unit would be provided to the members for a lease period of 5 years.  Applicable surrender charges from the date of installation (April 1, 2006 for existing VSATs) will be as follows: -

         For existing CDSIL / RSE / Safe custody VSATs, monthly charging mechanism will remain unchanged.

        Members who have applied for fresh VSAT from areas where Road Permit is applicable may please note that if the Road Permit has not yet been submitted, they have to discard supporting documents already made available and collect fresh set of supporting documents from BSE. With immediate effect, only Broadband VSATs will be shipped against Road Permit cases.

        All the above charges will be reviewed after six months to take into account increase in VSAT base and Disaster Recovery Setup cost, if applicable.
