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Market Participants are aware that BSE has been upgrading its infrastructure from time to time to provide enhanced services. BSE has also strived to bring down operating costs to market participants. In line with this commitment, BSE has now decided to upgrade the local leased line infrastructure to 2Mbps.

Currently, Market Participants are served within Mumbai through leased lines of varying capacities: 64Kbps, 128Kbps, & 2Mbps. These lines were introduced under Network revamp project in year 1999.

Circuit rentals for these links are based on speed of operation and distance from BSE. These are recovered as per actuals yearly in advance. In addition, BSE recovers the support charges as monthly WAN charge of Rs. 1100/-.

Under the leased line upgrade project, all local 64Kbps and 128Kbps lines will be upgraded to 2Mbps. Further, irrespective of location of market participant office within Mumbai, there will be a single consolidated yearly charge. This consolidated charge will comprise of BSE WAN Changes, Circuit Rentals and costs towards provision of disaster recovery.

Consolidated charge for any 2Mbps circuits within Mumbai limits will be Rs. 48,000/- + taxes. For 2Mbps circuits falling within 5Kms from BSE i.e. MTNL’s Fountain, Cooperage and City Exchange area, the yearly charges will be Rs. 40,000/- + taxes.

Upgrade of existing lines will not attract one-time charges. However, for new lines, one-time installation charges will be Rs. 4000/- + taxes.

These charges will be effective from April 1, 2009. Individual lines will get upgraded starting from December 2008 till March 2009.

Advantages of migration of all circuits to 2Mbps: 

· Better response time for applications. Since year 1999, markets have changed drastically. In addition to Cash Segment, now we have Derivatives and Currency Futures, Book Building, Reverse Book Building segment also. In addition, settlement cycle is T+1 requiring simultaneous operations of trading and post trading activities. Compliance requirements demand updating of client codes etc. on daily basis. With the proposed upgrade, market participants will be able to simultaneously run all trading, settlement and depository applications simultaneously without any degradation in network performance. Downloads will be permitted during trading hours also.

        Full Market Picture: Market view of all scrips will be on auto refresh. Currently this facility is available for top 80 scrips only in cash segment. With the proposed link upgrade, all scrips will be on auto refresh.

        Built-In Disaster Recovery: - This will allow lines to switchover to disaster recovery site in event of BSE building being non-available due to natural / man made disasters.

        Economical operation – We have negotiated with all technology partners to provide quality link at most affordable prices. In some cases, savings to participant will be twice as compared to the proposed yearly rentals. In today’s environment, this will help participants to maintain viability of small branches.

        Existing benefits to continue: Existing benefits like centralized fault and configuration management, managed leased lines, Rugged ‘A’- end termination devices, zero Capex to participants will continue.

        Higher redundancy at participant’s office: Participants generally invest in two lines for carrier redundancy. In new setup, two edge routers with auto failover will be provided to confirm to high availability requirements. However, the existing practice of ISDN backup will be discontinued.
