






To: All Market Participants using BSE VSAT Network

Sub: Provision of MPLS services to market participants to replace VSATs

In order to provide highest quality telecom services to members at lowest cost, Members are informed that the VSAT based services will be compulsorily replaced with 2Mbps MPLS links. This will ensure that market participants get better latency network with dedicated bandwidth.  The VSAT network will be dismantled w.e.f. June 30, 2017.

Following are salient points of this migration: -
1. MPLS offers round trip latency of less than 100 milliseconds anywhere in India as opposed to VSAT round-trip latency of 670 – 1400 milliseconds.
2. MPLS circuits will offer 2Mbps dedicated bandwidth as against asymmetric shared bandwidth in VSATs. 
3. Individual mails will be sent out to all VSAT market participants from our logistics team. This will include a Migration Application Form; VSAT site code; assigned telecom operator for the site and other relevant details. Scanned copy of duly filled up and signed form has to be sent to bsenetwork.logistics@bseindia.com. Originals in paper form to be couriered to Santosh Shikhare, BSE Ltd, 22nd Floor, P.J. Towers, Dalal Street, Fort, Mumbai 400001. Market participants may note that the VSAT services will be stopped by June 30, 2017.
4. Upon receipt of the Migration Application Form, the MPLS router and Modem despatch details will be intimated and coordination for individual link will commence.
5. Yearly tariff for new 2Mbps MPLS links anywhere in the country will henceforth be Rs. 66,000/- plus applicable taxes, from the date of installation. There could be a minor change in tariff from July onwards pursuant to the introduction of GST. 
6. Existing MPLS users are proposed to be migrated to this new MPLS tariff mechanism w.e.f. July 1, 2017 taking into consideration GST related inputs if any. Any differential in costs already recovered will be adjusted in the next billing cycle.
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]MPLS links carry a lock-in period of 1 year from date of commissioning. If a link is discontinued within a year, full year’s charges are applicable. There will be a lock-in period of one year from the date of rate revision of existing links.  
8. As a special case, for users migrating from VSAT to MPLS, billing of MPLS will be done @Rs. 5,500/- plus taxes per month from date of commissioning till March 31, 2018. Such members will be shifted to the yearly billing cycle w.e.f. Apr 1, 2018. However total liability towards MPLS circuit will remain as Rs. 66,000/- plus taxes due to one year lock-in.
9. Where VSATS are replaced with MPLS, BSE authorised vendor will dismantle the VSAT and BSE authorised Hughes engineers will collect the RF Head, LNA and IDU from the site in accordance with Notice No. 20160705-2 dated 05 Jul 2016. 
10. The VSATs will be withdrawn after successful operation of MPLS link at respective sites. 

Market participants are requested to extend their cooperation to telecom operators and - 
1. Permit telecom operator engineers to carry out detailed site survey at their existing VSAT sites.
2. Fill and send the VSAT to MPLS Migration Application Form to BSE by Apr 22, 2017.
3. Cooperate with respective telecom operator for successful completion of MPLS link commissioning.
4. Cooperate with Hughes officials to take back VSAT related electronics as detailed in sr. 9 above.
