NOTICE is hereby given that the Thirtieth Annual General Meeting of the Members of BDH Industries Limited will be

ORDINARY BUSINESS:

1. To receive, consider and adopt the Audited Financial Statements for the financial year ended on 31st March,
2020 together with the Reports of the Board of Directors and Auditors thereon.

2. To declare dividend on Equity Shares for the year ended 31st March, 2020.

3. To appoint a director in place of Ms. Karthika Nair (DIN 00019695), who retires by rotation and being eligible,
offers herself for re-appointment.

SPECIAL BUSINESS:

4. To ratify the remuneration of the Cost Auditors for the financial year 2020-21 and in this regard to pass the
following resolution as an Ordinary Resolution :

“RESOLVED THAT pursuant to the provisions of Section 148 (3) and such other applicable provisions, if any, of the
Companies Act, 2013 read with Companies (Audit and Auditors) Rules 2014 (including any statutory modification(s)
and re-enactment(s) thereof for the time being in force), the remuneration of ` 60,000/- (Rupees Sixty Thousand Only)
plus applicable taxes, fixed by the Board for M/s. Krishna S. & Associates, Cost Accountants (Firm Registration No.
100939) appointed as the Cost Auditors to conduct the audit of the cost records of the Company for the financial year
ending 31st March 2021, be and is hereby ratified.”

NOTES :

1. In view of the continuing Covid-19 pandemic, the Ministry of Corporate Affairs (“MCA”) has vide its circular dated
May 5, 2020 read with circulars dated April 8, 2020 and April 13, 2020 (collectively referred to as MCA
Circulars”) permitted the holding of the Annual General Meeting (AGM) through Video Conferencing (VC) / Other
Audio Video Means (OAVM) without the physical presence of the Members at a common venue. In compliance
with the provisions of the Companies Act 2013, SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements)
Regulations 2015 and MCA Circulars, the 30thAnnual General Meeting of the Company is being conducted
through VC / OAVM.

2. Since this AGM is being held pursuant to the MCA Circulars through VC / OAVM, physical attendance of
Members has been dispensed with. Accordingly, the facility for appointment of proxies by the Members will not
be available for the AGM and hence the Proxy Form and Attendance Slip are not annexed to this Notice.

3. Corporate Members are requested to send a scanned copy of duly certified board resolution authorizing their
representative to attend the 30th Annual General Meeting through VC / OVAM on its behalf and to vote through
remote e-voting at scrutinizer@bdhind.com with a copy marked to evoting@nsdl.co.in at least 48 hours before
the commencement of the 30th Annual General Meeting.

4. The Register of Members and Share Transfer Books of the Company will remain closed from Friday, 21st August
2020 to Thursday, 27th August 2020 (both days inclusive).

5. The dividend, if declared at the 30th AGM, will be paid to those members whose names appear in the Register of
Members on Thursday, 27th August 2020 and to those beneficial owners whose names are provided by National
Securities Depository Limited (NSDL) and Central Depository (India) Limited (CDSL) as at the close of business
hours on Thursday 20th August 2020 subject to deduction of tax at source as applicable.

6. Ms. Karthika Nair, (DIN – 00019695) Director retires by rotation at the ensuing Annual General Meeting and
being eligible offers herself for re-appointment. Her qualifications are M.Sc and MMS (Marketing) from University
of Mumbai. She has been director of the Company since 1999. She is not a Director of any other Company. She
is daughter of Ms. Jayashree Nair. The details of the membership of committees of the Board and shareholding
are mentioned in Corporate Governance Report.
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7. The Explanatory Statement pursuant to Section 102 of the Companies Act 2013 setting out material facts relating
to the business stated under Item no. 4 is annexed hereto.

8. Members are requested to:-

(a) intimate to the Company / their Depository Participant (“DP”), changes, if any, in their registered postal
address at an early date;

(b) quote their Name and Folio No. and/or DP Identity and Client Identity number in the correspondence with
the Company;

(c) in case of non-receipt / non-encashment of dividend warrants, members are requested to correspond with
the Registrar of the Company – TSR Darashaw Consultants Private Limited.

(d) The Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) on 10th May, 2012 notified the IEPF (Uploading of Information
regarding unpaid and unclaimed amounts lying with companies) Rules, 2012 (IEPF Rules) which is applicable
to the Company. The objective of the IEPF Rules is to help the shareholders ascertain status of the
unclaimed amounts. In terms of the said IEPF Rules, the Company has uploaded the information of the
unclaimed dividends in respect of the dividend for the financial year 2012-13 till the dividend for the
financial year 2018-19, on the website of the Company viz.www.bdhind.com.

(e) Members holding shares in dematerialized form are requested to register / update and intimate all changes
pertaining to their bank details such as bank account number, name of the bank and branch details, MICR
code and IFSC code, mandates, nominations, power of attorney, change of address, change of name,
email address, contact numbers, etc, to their depository participant (DP). Changes intimated to the DP will
then be automatically reflected in the Company’s records which will help the Company and Company’s
Registrar and Transfer Agents – TSR Darashaw Consultants Private Limited to provide efficient and better
services. Members holding shares in physical form are requested to intimate such changes to TSR
Darashaw Consultants Private Limited. The Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI) has mandated
the submission of Permanent Account Number (PAN) by every participant in securities market. Members
holding shares in electronic form are therefore requested to submit PAN to their depository participants
with whom they are maintaining their demat accounts. Members holding shares in physical form can submit
their PAN and Bank details to TSR Darashaw Consultants Private Limited for updating the same against
their folio.

(f) SEBI has notified that securities of listed companies can be transferred only in dematerialized form. In
order to avail the benefits of dematerialization, members are advised to dematerialize shares held by them
in physical form.

(g) The Company has transferred the unclaimed dividend for the financial year 2010-11 and 2011-12 to the
Investor Education and Protection Fund (IEPF) established by the Central Government. Pursuant to section
124(6) of the Companies Act 2013 and the Investor Education and Protection Fund Authority (Accounting,
Audit, Transfer and Refund) Rules, 2016, as amended, the Company has transferred all shares in respect
of which dividend has not been encashed by the shareholders for seven consecutive years in the name of
Investor Education and Protection Fund (IEPF). Members may note that the shares and unclaimed dividend
transferred to IEPF Authority can be claimed by filing online application in prescribed form no. IEPF 5
available on www.iepf.gov.in and sending physical copy of same, duly signed to the Company alongwith
requisite documents.

1st April
2020 and the Company is required to deduct tax at source from the dividend (if declared at 30th AGM)
payable to shareholders at prescribed rate. The shareholders who have not yet registered their PAN

6. Upon confirmation, the message "Vote cast successfully" will be displayed.

7. You can also take the printout of the votes cast by you by clicking on the print option on the confirmation
page.

8. Once you confirm your vote on the resolution, you will not be allowed to modify your vote.

REVIEW OF OPERATIONS :

During the year 2019-20 Company achieved Sales (Net) of ` 5947.73 Lakhs as compared to ` 5169.12 Lakhs in the
previous year registering growth of 15% over previous year. The Operating Profit of the Company i.e. Profit before
Interest and Depreciation has increased from ` 788.89 lakhs in previous year to ` 977.16 lakhs in 2019-20. The
Company earned Net Profit after Tax of  ` 594.24 lakhs during the year as against ` 482.99 lakhs as in previous
year, a growth of 23% over previous year.

However impact assessment of COVID 19 pandemic is a
continuing process given the uncertainties associated with its nature, spread & duration resulting into prolonged
lockdown situation, restrictions in mobility, Government actions, impact on financial markets and overall economy.

The total cash outflow on account of
dividend payment will be ` 143.93 lakhs

(i) holds or has held the position of a key managerial personnel or is or has been employee of the Company
or its holding, subsidiary or associate Company in any of the three financial years immediately preceding
the financial year in which he is proposed to be appointed;

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(A) a firm of auditors or Company secretaries in practice or cost auditors of the Company or its holding,

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS REPORT

Industry Structure and Developments - As a result of COVID 19 pandemic, the global economy is projected by
IMF to contract by 3% in 2020, much worse than during 2008-09 financial crisis. In a baseline scenario which
assumes that the pandemic fades in the second half of 2020 and containment efforts can be gradually unwound -
the global economy is projected to grow by 5.8% in 2021 as economic activity normalises, helped by policy support.
India is expected to register 1.9% growth in 2020 and 7.4% in 2021.Effective policies are essential to forestall the
possibility of worse outcomes. Necessary measures to reduce contagion and protect lives are important investments
for long term human and economic health. The Pharmaceutical industry is one of the world's fastest growing
industries and among the biggest contributors to the world economy. Its role has become far more critical amidst
the fight against COVID 19 pandemic.In order to contain the spread of pandemic in the country, the Governmentof
India continued its investment in Ayushman Bharat Scheme for free testing and treatment of COVID 19 patients at
hospitals empanelled under Pradhan Mantri Jan ArogyaYojana for more than 50 crore citizens. The Government
continues to revise the National List of Essential Medicines (NLEM) for better management of medicines, better
quality of medical care and cost effective use of healthcare resources. Additionally new regulations like the Personal
Data Protection Bill 2019 and E-Pharmacy Rules are expected to be introduced inthe current financial year.

Outlook - Indian Pharmaceutical Industry is 3rd largest by volume and 14th largest by value in the world. The year
ahead brings challenges with pandemic of COVID 19 looming globally. It has disrupted supply chains and international
trade with more than 100 countries closing borders and restricting movement of people due to lockdown. The
pharmaceutical business is directly confronted to work on regulatory challenges, reduce dependency on one region
or country for input raw materials, de-risk the product by developing capabilities to manufacture the product at
different locations, strengthen response on costs and adapt to the operational challenges to manage the volatility in
the external environment amidst of COVID 19 pandemic. Pharmaceutical companies around the globe are working
with governments to address the COVID 19 outbreak. The Indian Pharmaceutical industry has exhibited a strong
growth trajectory over the years and has registered a prominent and rapidly growing presence in global pharmaceutical
arena. This is attributed to the world class capabilities in the formulation development and vision of the industry to
establish India's footprint in international markets. It has contributed significantly to global healthcare by ensuring
quality, accessible and affordable medicines around the globe. India continues to be the largest provider of vaccines
and generic drugs in the global market. Increasing per capita income, growing penetration of health insurance,
government thrust on improving penetration of modern medicines into rural areas and accelerating access of
pharmaceutical products to the poor and low-income sections of population, increased incidence of chronic ailments
due to changing lifestyle, longer life expectancy and improvement in healthcare awareness are the growth enablers
for the Indian pharmaceutical industry. The country also has a huge pool of scientists and engineers having
capability to steer pharmaceutical industry forward to much greater degree. The cost efficiency also continues to
create opportunities for Indian pharmaceutical companies in emerging global economies. With the varied range of
medicines available for exports, largest number of approved manufacturing facilities, improvement in medical
infrastructure and jump inpenetration of health insurance in the country, the long term outlook for Indian pharmaceutical
industry remains largely positive subject to prevailing uncertainty in terms of spread of COVID 19 pandemic in India.

Opportunities, Risks and Concerns - The COVID 19 pandemic is re-defining the conventional way of business by
exposing the sectoral vulnerabilities and forcing the policy makers to take corrective measures that will benefit the
industry in longterm. The Government's recent decision on promotion of domestic manufacturing of critical API's
and Key Starting Materials (KSM) bodes well for India and thereby reduce its dependency on other countries. The
government is also promoting wide use and distribution of generic drugs through various initiatives. Indian
pharmaceutical companies are focusing on global generic and API business, R&D activities, contract research and
manufacturing alliances. Increasing use of pharmaceutical generics in developed markets to reduce healthcare cost
will provide attractive growth opportunities to Indian manufacturers. The emergence of new viruses and drug
resistant infections, specialty medicines, biological agents, immune therapies etc. has spurred research and development
activities recently providing the industry with more products in their drug pipeline with revenue and growth streams.
The race is on to find a vaccine to stop the spread of COVID 19 virus with countries around the world researching
different vaccine technologies that might halt the pandemic. Indian pharmaceutical market is considered to be highly
fragmented and consolidation has become an important feature of this industry. The Indian pharmaceutical industry
is strengthened by low cost of manufacturing and high process knowledge skills to grab larger share of global
pharmaceutical market. India is fast emerging as a preferred pharmaceuticals manufacturing location.Increasing
use of pharmaceutical generics in developed markets to reduce healthcare cost will also provide attractive growth
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opportunities to Indian generic formulations manufacturers. The year ahead is challenging due to the prevalent
COVID 19 situation with high level of uncertainty on the duration and spread of the outbreak, related Government
advisories and overall impact on the economy. During the year, there was no change in the nature of Company's
business.

Financial Performance and Operations Review - During the financial year under report the Company registered a
total income of ` 6027.29 lakhs as against ` 5257.67 Lakhs registering a growth by 15% over the previous year.
Export Sales in the financial year 2019-20 are ` 3167.07 lakhs as compared to ` 2882.17 lakhs in the financial year
2018-19. The Company achieved Domestic Sales of ` 2860.22 lakhs as compared to ` 2375.50 lakhs in financial
year 2018-19. The operations have resulted in a net profit of ` 594.24 lakhs during the year under report as against
` 482.98 lakhs registering a growth of 23% over the previous financial year.

AS”) prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”), the Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards) Rules, 2015 as amended and other relevant provisions of the Act.

The financial statements have been prepared on historical cost basis, except for the following :

i) certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at fair value; and

ii) defined benefit plans - plan assets measured at fair value

Accounting policies have been consistently applied except where a newly issued accounting standard is
initially adopted or a revision to an existing accounting standard requires a change in the accounting policy
hitherto in use.

b) Use of Judgments, Estimates and Assumption

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires
management to make estimates and assumptions. These estimates, judgements and assumptions affect
the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the disclosures of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of financial statements and reported amounts of revenues and
expenses during the period. Accounting estimates could change from period to period. Actual results could
differ from those estimates. Appropriate changes in estimates are made as management becomes aware
of circumstances surrounding the estimates. Changes in estimates are reflected in the financial statement
in the period in which changes are made and if material, their effects are disclosed in the notes to the
financial statements.

The financial statements require management to make judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities, and the accompanying disclosures, and
the disclosures of contingent liabilities. Uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could result in
outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying amount of assets or liabilities affected in future
periods .

i) Taxes

Deferred tax assets are recognised for unused tax losses to the extent that it is probable that taxable
profit will be available against which the losses can be utilised. Significant management judgment is
required to determine the amount of deferred tax assets that can be recognised, based upon the likely
timing and the level of future taxable profits together with future tax planning strategies.

ii) Defined benefit plans (Gratuity benefits)

The cost of the defined benefit plans, compensated absences and the present value of the defined
benefit obligations are based on actuarial valuation using the projected unit credit method. An actuarial
valuation involves making various assumptions that may differ from actual developments in the future.
These interalia include the determination of the discount rate, future salary increases and mortality
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rates. Due to the complexities involved in the valuation and its long-term nature, a defined benefit
obligation is highly sensitive to changes in these assumptions. All assumptions are reviewed at each
reporting date.

iii) Useful lives of Property, Plant and Equipment

The company reviews the useful life of property, plant and equipment at the end of each reporting
period. This reassessment may result in change in depreciation expense in future periods.

iv) Impairment of Property, Plant and Equipment

For property, plant and equipment, an assessment is made at each reporting date to determine
whether there is an indication that the carrying amount may not be recoverable or previously recognised
impairment losses no longer exist or have decreased. If such indication exists, the Company estimates
the asset’s or CGU’s recoverable amount. A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed only if
there has been a change in the assumptions used to determine the asset’s recoverable amount since
the last impairment loss was recognised.

v) Inventories

The Company estimates the net realisable value (NRV) of its inventories by taking into account
estimated selling price, estimated cost of completion, estimated costs necessary to make the sale,
obsolescence considering the past trend. Inventories are written down to NRV where such NRV is
lower than their cost.

vi) Recognition and measurement of other Provisions

The recognition and measurement of other provisions is based on the assessment of the probability of an
outflow of resources, and on past experience and circumstances known at the closing date. The actual
outflow of resources at a future date may therefore, vary from the amount included in other provisions.

C) SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

I) Current and non-current classification

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realisation in
cash and cash equivalents. The Company has identified twelve months as its operating cycle.

The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/non-current classification.

An asset is current when :-

- It is expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle, or

- It is held primarily for the purpose of trading, or

- It is expected to be realised within twelve months after the reporting period, or

- It is cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at
least twelve months after the reporting period.All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is current when :

- It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle, or

- It is held primarily for the purpose of trading, or

- It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

- There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after the
reporting period. The Company classifies all other liabilities as non-current. Deferred tax assets and
liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

II) Property, Plant and Equipment

i) Freehold land is carried at historical cost. All other items of Property, Plant and Equipment are stated
at historical cost less depreciation. Cost of acquisition comprises its purchase price including import
duties and other non-refundable taxes or levies and any directly attributable cost of bringing the asset
to its working condition for its intended use; any trade discount and rebates are deducted in arriving at
the purchase price.

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ii) Capital Work In Progress represents expenditure incurred on capital assets that are under construction
or are pending capitalisation and includes project expenses pending allocation. Project expenses
pending allocation are apportioned to the Property, Plant and Equipment of the project proportionately
on capitalisation.

iii) Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to
the Company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of any component
accounted for as a separate asset is derecognised when replaced. All other repairs and maintenance
are charged to profit or loss during the reporting period in which they are incurred.

iv) The residual useful life of Property, Plant & Equipment is reviewed at each balance sheet date and
adjusted if required in the depreciation rates.

v) Depreciation on all assets of the Company is charged on Straight Line Method over the useful life of
the assets mentioned in Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013.

vi) No Depreciation is provided on followings :

i) Windmills for Renewable Energy

The above asset is yet to be put to use for commercial purposes.

III) IMPAIRMENT LOSS

On an annual basis the Company makes an assessment of any indicator that may lead to impairment of
assets. An asset is treated as impaired when the carrying cost of asset exceeds its recoverable value. The
recoverable amount is higher of an asset’s net selling price and value in use. Value is the present value of
estimated future cash flows expected to arise from the continuing use of an asset and from its disposal at
the end of its useful life.

IV) INVENTORIES

i) RAW MATERIAL

Raw Materials are valued at lower of cost or net realizable value. Cost is determined on First In First
Out basis.

I) PACKING MATERIALS

Packing Materials are valued at lower of cost or net realizable value. Cost is determined on First In
First Out basis.

iii) WORK IN PROCESS

Work in Process are valued at cost. The cost of Stock-in-process comprises of cost of purchases,
cost of conversion and other cost incurred in bringing the inventories to it’s present location and
condition.

iv) FINISHED GOODS

Finished Goods are valued at lower of cost or net realizable value. The cost of Finished Goods
comprises of cost of purchases, cost of conversion and other cost incurred in bringing the inventories
to it’s present location and condition. Net realisable value is the estimate of the selling price in ordinary
course of business as applicable.

V) EMPLOYEE BENEFITS

i) Short Term Employee Benefits

All employee benefits payable wholly within twelve months of rendering the services are classified as
short term employee benefits. Benefits such as salaries, wages, bonus, short term compensated
absences, ex-gratia, leave encashment and leave travel allowance is recognised in the period in
which the employees renders related services.

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ii) Long Term Employee Benefits

1 Defined Contribution Plan

The Company’s contribution to Provident Fund Scheme, Employee’s State Insurance Scheme
are considered as defined contribution plans and are recognised as an expense to the statement
of profit and loss, based on the amount of contribution required to be made and when services
are rendered by employees.

2 Defined Benefit Plan

The Company provides for gratuity, a defined benefit retirement plan (‘the Gratuity Plan’) covering
eligible employees. The Gratuity Plan provides a lumpsum payment to vested employees at
retirement, death, or termination of employment, of an amount based on the respective employee’s
salary and the tenure of employment with the Company.

Liabilities with regard to Gratuity Plan are determined by actuarial valuation, performed at each
balance sheet date using the Projected Unit Credit Method.

The Company contributes ascertained liabilities to the BDH Industries Limited Employees’ Group
Gratuity Cash Accumulation Scheme (the Trust). Trustees administer contributions made to the
Trust and contributions are invested in a scheme with Life Insurance Corporation of India as
permitted by laws of India.

Remeasurements, comprising of actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the asset ceiling,
excluding amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability and the return on
plan assets (excluding amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability), are
recognised immediately in the balance sheet with a corresponding debit or credit to retained
earnings through OCI in the period in which they occur. Remeasurements are not reclassified to
profit or loss in subsequent periods.

The retirement benefit obligations recognised in the balance sheet represents the present value
of the defined benefit obligations reduced by the fair value of scheme assets. Any asset resulting
from this calculation is limited to the present value of available refunds and reductions in future
contributions to the scheme. The company recognizes the net obligation of a defined benefit plan
in its balance sheet as an asset or liability. Actuarial gains and losses are recognised in full in the
other comprehensive income for the period in which they occur. The effect of any plan amendments
are recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

3 Compensated absences

The Company has a policy on compensated absences which are both accumulating and non-
accumulating in nature. The expected cost of accumulating compensated absences is determined
by actuarial valuation performed by an independent actuary at each balance sheet date using
Projected Unit Credit method on the additional amount expected to be paid/availed as a result of
the unused entitlement that has accumulated at the balance sheet date. Expense on non-
accumulating compensated absences is recognized in the period in which the absences occur.

4 Short-term employee benefits

All employee benefits payable wholly within twelve months of rendering the service are classified
as short-term employee benefits. Benefits such as salaries, wages etc. and the expected cost of
ex-gratia, bonus and performance incentive are recognised in the period in which the employee
renders the related service. A liability is recognised for the amount expected to be paid when
there is a present legal or constructive obligation to pay this amount as a result of past service
provided by the employee and the obligation can be estimated reliably.

VI) FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTIONS

The functional currency of the Company is the Indian rupee. These financial statements are presented in
Indian rupees.

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Transactions denominated in foreign currency are recorded at the exchange rate on the date of transaction.
The exchange gain/loss on settlement/negotiation during year is recognised in the Statement of Profit and
Loss. Foreign currency monetary transactions remaining unsettled at the end of the year are converted at
year-end rates. The resultant gain or loss is accounted for in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

VII) REVENUE RECOGNITION

i) The Company derives revenues primarily from sale of products and services.

ii) Revenue from sale of product is recognized on transfer of all significant risk and rewards of ownership
of the products on to the customers, which is generally after dispatch of goods and the Company
presents revenues net of indirect taxes in its statement of profit and loss.

iii) Revenue from service is recognised as and when services are rendered and related costs are
incurred.

iv) Interest income is recognised on time proportion method basis taking into account the amounts
outstanding and the rate applicable.

v) In case of export benefits which are in the nature of neutralisation of duties and taxes are grouped
under material costs. All other export incentives are grouped under other operating revenue.

VIII) RESEARCH & DEVELOPMENT

Revenue expenditure on research and development is charged to Statement of Profit and Loss in the year
in which it is incurred. Capital expenditure on research and development is considered as an addition to
property, plant and equipment.

IX) TAXATION

i) CURRENT TAX

The income tax expense or credit for the period is the tax payable on the current period’s taxable
income based on the applicable income tax rate for each jurisdiction adjusted by changes in deferred
tax assets and liabilities attributable to temporary differences and to unused tax losses. The current
income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at the
end of the reporting period in the countries where the company and its subsidiaries and associates
operate and generate taxable income. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in tax
returns with respect to situations in which applicable tax regulation is subject to interpretation. It
establishes provisions where appropriate on the basis of amounts expected to be paid to the tax
authorities.

ii) DEFERRED TAX

Deferred income tax is provided in full, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising
between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the standalone financial
statements. Deferred income tax is determined using tax rates (and laws) that have been enacted or
substantially enacted by the end of the reporting period and are expected to apply when the related
deferred income tax asset is realised or the deferred income tax liability is settled. Deferred tax assets
are recognised for all deductible temporary differences and unused tax losses only if it is probable that
future taxable amounts will be available to utilise those temporary differences and losses. Current and
deferred tax is recognised in profit or loss, except to the extent that it relates to items recognised in
other comprehensive income or directly in equity. In this case, the tax is also recognised in other
comprehensive income or directly in equity, respectively.

For items recognised in OCI or equity, deferred / current tax is also recognised in OCI or equity.

X) CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

Cash and Cash Equivalents includes Cash in hand, deposits with bank and interest accrued thereon.

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XI) PROVISIONS, CONTINGENT LIABILITIES AND CONTINGENT ASSETS

Provision

A Provision is recognised if, as a result of a past event, the Company has a present legal or constructive
obligation that can be estimated reliably, and it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be
required to settle the obligation.

Contingent liabilities

A disclosure for a contingent liability is made when there is a possible obligation or a present obligation that
may, but probably will not, require an outflow of resources. Where there is a possible obligation or a
present obligation in respect of which the likelihood of outflow of resources is remote, no provision or
disclosure is made.

Contingent assets

Contingent assets are not recognised in the financial statements. However, contingent assets are assessed
continually and if it is virtually certain that an inflow of economic benefits will arise, the asset and related
income are recognised in the period in which the change occurs.

XII) EARNING PER SHARE

Earnings per share is calculated by dividing the net profit or loss before OCI for the year by the weighted
average number of equity shares outstanding during the period. For the purpose of calculating diluted
earnings per share, the net profit or loss before OCI for the period attributable to equity shareholders and
the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all
dilutive potential equity shares.

XIII) DIVIDEND

Dividend distribution (including Dividend Distribution Tax thereon) to the Company’s equity holders is
recognized as a liability in the Company’s annual accounts in the year in which the dividends are approved
by the Company’s equity holders.

The Government of India enforced lockdown in March-2020 to contain the spread of Covid-19 pandemic in the
country. As the Company is manufacturing 'Pharmaceuticals Formulations' covered under essential services,
the operations of the company were exempted from lockdown declared by both Central and State Governments.
The Company continued (barring few days) with manufacturing operations with challenges such as shortage of
manpower, availability of materials and disruptions in the logistics and supply chain. The Company has considered
the possible effects that may result due to the lockdown announced consequent to outbreak of Covid-19 on the
carrying amounts of property, plant and equipment, inventories, receivables and other current assets. Based on
internal and external sources of information and economic forecasts, the Company expects the carrying amount
of these assets will be recovered and will continue to have sufficient liquidity to fund its business operations and
expansions.
