Accrual system of accounting is followed to
record income and expenditure, excepting in
the areas herein specifically mentioned.

statements of subsidiaries
are included in the consolidated financial
statements. The consolidated financial
statements are drawn up by using uniform
accounting policies for like transactions
and other events and are presented to the
extent possible, in the same manner as the
company'’s individual financial statements. Inter
company receivables and liabilities, income
and expenses are eliminated. The difference
between the cost of investments in subsidiaries
over the book value of the subsidiaries on
the date of acquisition are recognised in the
consolidated financial statements as goodwill
where the difference is positive and as capital
reserve where the difference is negative.
