MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION & ANALYSIS REPORT
Theinformation, as required under SEBI(Listing Obligations & Disclosures Requirements) Regulations, 2015is as under:-
a) INDUSTRYSTRUCTURE AND DEVELOPMENTS

The global economy is currently facing headwinds due to slowdown in demand, rising interest rates, spillovers from the
Russia-Ukraine conflict, and uncertainties in the financial system. Price pressures continue to remain elevated compared to
their respective central bank targets, pushing the major Central banks ta stay on the path of monetary policy tightening.
Also,therecentstreak of bank collapses has rattled the global financial system adding te economic uncertainties.

The ongoing Russia- Ukraine conflict presents the most challenging variable. Serious attempts to de-escalate have not yet
beenseen, and offensives and counter-offensives still persistwhich could have severe economicand strategic disruptions.

The unevendistribution of rainfall coupled with the increasing probability of EI Nino can have a material impact on monsoon
in India which further impact the rural consumer demand and also lead to rise food inflation. However, India's
macroeconomic scenario appears to be on a comfortable pedestal and despite the slowdown in the global ecoanomy and
uncertainties inthe financial system, the India economy has remained resilient and will continue to grow ata steady pace.

b) OPPORTUNITIES & THREATS

The world's fifth largest economy is positioned to be among the fastest growing major economies despite multiple global
headwinds. The growth momentum is building up with the strengthening of domestic demand conditions, policies
favouring domestic manufacturing, strong publicinvestment in infrastructure and smooth funding of the financing needs of
business and households. Domestic demand revival, increasing capacity utilization in the manufacturing sector and easing
input cost pressures are positives for the corporate sector. High-frequency economic indicators like GST collections, E-way
bills, services PMI, retail creditgrowth pointto healthy consumption demand.

The infrastructure sector witnessed improvement in the credit ratio driven by a higher number of upgradesinthe power and
transport infrastructure segments. Commissioning of road and solar projects and improvementin collection efficiency in the
power sector, robust toll revenue performance and refinancing at better interest rates were the prominent drivers which are
beneficial for our Real Estate business.
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However, the escalating geopolitical tensions raise serious concerns globally and the bank failures in the United States and
Europe rise uncertainty about the global economic outlook. The businesses have to cope-up with the unprecedented
sequence of events rapidly. The margins have beenimpacted due to volatile international market.

As the Company deals in international trade, it is exposed to foreign currency risks, but the risk is minimized to the great
extent by natural hedging. The company also has an in-house treasury with well-defined hedging policy through which
company monitors its currency exposure on continuous basis and employs various hedging tools like forward cover, aptions
ete.

The company does have a comprehensive risk management system in place which includes internal controls which are
commensurate to the size and nature of the inherent risks of company's businesses. These Risk Management systems and
processes enable the company inidentifying and managingthe risks appropriately.

c) SEGMENT-WISE PERFORMANCE
In trading division company’s emphasis is on consolidation and diversification instead of expansion. The revenue of the
Trading division during the year under review hasbeen Rs. 31034 Lacs as compared to Rs. 110170 Lacs during the previous
year and that of the Real Estate etc., has been Rs. 840 Lacs as compared to Rs. 1264 Lacs during the previous year. The profit
before tax and interest from both the aforesaid division is at Rs. 805 Lacs and Rs -31 Lacs respectively as compared to
previous yearfigures of Rs. 2359 Lacs & Rs.914 Lacs respectively.

d) OUTLOOK:
The outlaok for Indian macroeconomic and corporate performance remains positive, with stronger GDP growth and a
notable moderation in inflation. This puts us in a favorable position compared to many struggling global economies facing
low economic growth and high inflation. There was a broad-based improvement in growth across sectors. Services sector
sustained momentum owing to growing travel demand as reflected in strong passenger traffic (both railways and airports)
and PMI-Services data.

The period of crisis and uncertainty in the markets is expected to take its own time and largely depends upon the various
international factors to subside in due course, upon which your company will be able to tide over properly and shall also
embark upon othertrade prospectsincluding diversification.

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NOTES TO STANDALONE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
Note: 1 OVERVIEW AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
COMPANY OVERVIEW:

Kothari Products Limited (the Company’) is a public limited Company domiciled in India and incorporated on September 17,
1983 under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956 having its registered office at 24/19 Pan Parag House, The Mall, Kanpur,
Uttar Pradesh. The Company s listed on BSE Limited and National Stock Exchange of India Limited.

The Companyisengaged inthe business of Real Estate and International Trade.
SIGNIFICANTACCOUNTING POLICIES:
STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE

This note provides a list of the significant accounting policies adopted inthe preparation of these Indian Accounting Standards
(Ind-AS) financial statements. These policies have been consistently applied to all the years except where newly issued
accounting standard isinitially adopted.

Accordingly, the Company has prepared these Standalone Financial Statements which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31
March, 2023, the Statement of Profit and Loss for the year ended 31 March 2023, the Statement of Cash Flows for the year ended
31 March 2023 and the Statement of Changes in Equity for the year ended as on that date, and accounting policies and other
explanatory information{together hereinafter referredto as 'Standalone Financial Statemenis’ or 'financial statements’).

AUTHORISATION OF STANDALONE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS:
These standalone financial statements are approved forissue by the Board of Directors an 23 May 2023.
1. BASIS OF PREPARATION OF FINANCIALSTATEMENTS:

A. Statementof Compliance

1. The Financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS)
notified under the section 133 of the Companies Act 2013 (the Act) read with Companies (Indian Accounting Standards)
Rule2015(asamended fromtime to time) and other relevant provisions ofthe Act.

2. Historical Cost Convention
The Financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, exceptforthe following assets and liabilities:
i) CertainFinancial assets and liabilitiesthatis measured atfairvalue
i) Defined benefit plans-plan assets measured at fairvalue
B. Currentvs.Non-Current classification:
The Company presents assets and liabilitiesinthe balance sheet based on current/non- current classification.
{a) Anassetistreated ascurrentwhenitis:
- Expectedtobe realized orintendedto be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle
- Held primarilyfor purpose of trading
- Expectedtobe realized withintwelve months afterthe reporting period.

- thecash orcash equivalent unlessrestricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least twelve
months afterthe reporting period.

All other assets are classified as non-current.
{b) Aliability is current when:
- Itisexpectedto besettled in normal operating cycle
- ltisheld primarilyfor purpose of trading
- Itisdueto besettled withintwelve months afterthe reporting period, or

- There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after the
reporting period.

All otherliabilities are classfied as non-current.
Deferredtax assets and deferredtaxliabilities are classified as non- currenton net basis.

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realization in cash and cash
equivalents. The Company has identified twelve months asits general operating cycle.

The Standalone Financial Statements have been presented in Indian Rupees (INR), which is the Company's functional
currency.Allfinancialinformation presented in INR has been rounded off to the nearest Lac unless otherwise stated.
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C. UseOfEstimates:

The preparation of Financial statements in conformity with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) in India requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and the
disclosures of contingent liabilities on the date of Financial statements and reported amounts of income and expenses
during the period. Differences between actual results and estimates are recognised in the year in which the results are
known or materialise.

This note provides an overview of the areas where there is a higher degree of judgment or complexity. Detailed
information about each of these estimates and judgments is included in relevant notes together with information about
the basis of calculation.

The areas involving critical estimates or judgmentsinclude:
FairValue of unlisted equity securities
Defined Benefit Obligation
Measurementof contingentliabilities
Currenttax expense and currenttax payable
Deferred tax assets for carried forward tax losses
2. PROPERTY, PLANT AND EQUIPMENT({PPE)

(i) Property, plantand equipment are stated at cost, net of accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses,
if any.

(i) The initial cost of an asset comprises its purchase price (including import duties and non-refundable taxes, if any), any
costs directly attributable to bringing the asset into the location and condition necessaryforitto be capable of operating
in the manner intended by the management, borrowing cost for qualifying assets (i.e. assets that necessarily take a
substantial period oftime to getreadyfortheirintended use).

(ii) Subsequent expenditure is capitalized only if it is probable that the future economic benefits associated with the
expenditure will flow to the Company.

(iv) An item of Property, plant and equipment and any significant part initially recognised separately as part of Property,
plantand equipmentis de-recognised upon disposal; or when no future economic benfilts are expected from its use or
disposal. Any gain orloss arising an de-recognition of the assetsisincludedin the Statement of Profit and Loss.

(v) The residual values, useful lives and methods of depreciation of property, plant and equipment are reviewed at each
Financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

(vi) Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is provided on straight-line method using the useful lives of the assets
estimated by the management and in the manner prescribed in Schedule Il to the Companies Act 2013. The asset wise
details of useful lives consideredfor purposes of calculating depreciation are asunder:

Office Building -30years Vehicles -8years
Furniture -10vyears Computers -byears
Office equipment -5years Computer Software -2 years

(vii) An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset's carrying amount is
greaterthan its estimated recoverable amount.

3. INTANGIBLEASSETS

Intangible assets with finite useful lives that are acquired separately are carried at cost less accumulated amortization and
accumulated impairment losses. Amortization is recognized on a straight-line basis over their estimated useful lives. The
estimated useful life and amortization method are reviewed at the end of each reporting year, with the effect of any changes
in estimate being accounted for on a prospective basis. Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives that are acquired
separately are carried at cost less accumulated impairmentlosses.

4. IMPAIRMENT

At the end of each reporting year, the Company reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible assets to
determine whetherthere is anyindication that those assets have suffered animpairment loss. If any such indication exists, the
recoverable amount of the assetis estimated in orderts determine the extent of the impairment loss (if any).

Recoverable amountis the higher of fairvalue less costs to sell and value in use. In assessing value in use, the estimated future
cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the
time value of money andthe risks specificto the assetfor which the estimates of future cash flows have not been adjusted.
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Goodwill and intangible assets that do not have definite useful life are not amortised and are tested at least annually for
impairment. If events or changes in circumstances indicate that they might be impaired, they are tested for impairment once
again.

5. INVESTMENTPROPERTY

Investment Property is property (land or a building - or part of a building - or both) held either to earn rental income or for capital
appreciation or both, but not for sale in the ordinary course of business, used in production or supply of goods or services or for
administrative purposes. Investment Properties are stated at cost, net of accumulated depreciation and accumulated
impairment losses, ifany.

Any gain or loss on disposal of investment property calculated as the difference between the net proceeds from disposal and
carrying amountofthe Investment Property shall be recognized in Statement of Profit and Loss.

Depreciation on Investment Property is provided on straight-line method using the useful lives of the assets estimated by
management and in the manner prescribed in Schedule Il of the Companies Act 2013. The useful life considered in respect of
Building is 60 years and amortization of long term leasehold property classified as Investment Property is based on the balance
leaseterm.

6. LEASEACCOUNTING:
LEASE CONTRACTS WHERETHE COMPANY IS ALESSEE

(i) Allthelease agreements ofthe Company, wherethe Companyisa Lessee areinthe nature of shortterm leases or are low
value leases and are in respect of premises used as staff residences, business premises or Godowns.

(i) The company has therefore elected to avail the exemption from paras 22-49 of Ind-AS 116 and accounted for the lease
payments as per para 6 of the said Ind-AS. Accordingly the entire lease payments associated with these leases have
been recognised as an expense on a straight-line basis overthe leaseterm or another systematic basis.

LEASE CONTRACTS WHERE THE COMPANY ISALESSOR
(i) Allleaseagreementswherethe Companyis alessorare inthe nature of ‘operating leases’.

(i) All the lease income from operating leases are recognized in the statement of Profit and loss account on a systematic
basis.

(iii) The costs, including depreciation, incurred in earning the lease income have been recognized as expenses under the
respective expense heads inthe Statement of Profit and Loss.

7. INVENTORIES:
Stock in Trade- Traded Goods
StackinTrade consists of goodstraded bythe company.

(i) Basis of Valuation: Inventories are stated at lower of cost and net realizable value. The comparison of cast and net
realizable valueis made on an item-to-item basis.

(i) Method ofValuation- Cost of inventories comprises of expenditure incurred inthe normal course of businessin bringing
inventories to their present location including appropriate overheads apportioned on a reasonable and consistent
basis.

Stock in Trade- Real Estate

It comprises cost of land, rates & taxes, overheads and expenses incidental to the land development, if any undertaken by
the Company.

8. INVESTMENTS IN SUBSIDIARIES AND ASSOCIATES:

ASubsidiary is an entity that is controlled by another entity. Aninvestor controls an investee if and only if the investor has the
following; (i) Power overthe investes, (i) exposure, or rights, to variable returns from its invalvement with the investee and (iii)
the ability to use its power overthe investee to affect the amount of the investor's returns.

An Associate is an entity over which the Company has significantinfluence. Significantinfluence is the powerto participate in
the financial and operating policy decisions of the investee, butis not control arjoint control overthose policies.

The Company’sinvestments inits Subsidiaries and Associate are accounted at cost.
9. TRANSACTIONS INFOREIGN CURRENCY:
a) Functional and presentation currency

The Company’s financial statements are prepared inINR, which is also the Company's functional and presentation currency.
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b) Transactionsandbalances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates at the dates of the
transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of such transactions and from the
translation of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies at year end exchange rates are generally
recognised inthe Statement of Profitand Loss.

In case of advance payment for purchase of assets/goods/services and advance receipt against sales of products/
services, all such purchase/salestransaction are recorded at the rate at which such advances are paid/received.

Foreign exchange differences regarded as an adjustment to borrowing costs are presented in the Statement of Profit
and Loss, within finance costs. All other foreign exchange gains and losses are presented in the Statement of Profit and
Loss on a netbasiswithin other gains/(losses).

Non-monetary items:

Non-monetary itemsthat are measured in terms of historical costin aforeign currency are translated using the exchange
rates atthe dates of the initial transactions.

10. REVENUERECOGNITION:

11.

The Company derives revenues primarily from sale of products and services. Revenue from sale of goods is recagnised net
of returns and discounts.

Revenue is recognised upon transfer of control of promised products or services to customers in an amount that reflects the
considerationthe Company expectto receive in exchangeforthose products or services.

To recognise revenues, the Company applies the following five stepapproach:

1) Identifythe contract with a customer;

2) Identifythe performance obligations inthe contract;

3) Determinethetransaction price;

4) Allocate thetransaction pricetothe performance obligations inthe contract; and
5) Recognizerevenueswhen aperformance obligationissatisfied.

Based on above principle :-

® Revenuefrom sale of goods is recognised on transfer of all significant risks and rewards of ownership to the buyer. The
amount recognised as sale s exclusive of GSTand are netof returns.

¢ Dividendzincomeisrecognised whenthe rightto receive paymentis established.

* Interest Income is recognized on time proportion basis taking into account the amount outstanding and the applicable
interestrates andis disclosed in “otherincome”

e Rental income arising from operating leases on investment properties is accounted for on a straight-line basis overthe
lease termsand isincluded in other aperatingincome inthe statement of profitorloss dueto its o perating nature.

EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT BENEFITS:
Short term employee benefits

All employee benefits payable/available within twelve manths of rendering the services are classified as short term
employee benefits. Benefits such as salaries, wages and bonus, etc., are recognized in the Statement of profitand Lossinthe
period inwhichthe employee rendersthe related service.

Providentfund

Eligible employees receive benefits from a provident fund, which is a defined contribution plan. Both the employees and the
Company make monthly contributions to the provident fund plan equal to a specified percentage of the covered
employees’ salary. The Company contributes a part of the contributions to the Government administered Provident/Pension
Fund.The Company has no obligation, otherthan the contribution payable to the provident fund. The Company recognizes
contribution payable through the providentfund scheme asan expense, when an employee renders related services.

Other long term employee benefits

The company has subscribed to a Group Gratuity Accumulation Policy from the Life Insurance Corporation of India, which is a
defined benefit plan. The liabilities with respect to Gratuity Plan are determined by actuarial valuation by LIC. The annual
premium, as determined, based on such valuation, is paid and charged to the Statement of Profit & Loss Account. The fund
value of the accumulated contribution by the Company, which represents the ‘Plan Assets' is Rs.96.46 Lacs which the
adequately coversthe estimated Gratuity Liability

FINANCIALINSTRUMENTS:

Financial assetsand financial liabilities are recognised when a Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the
instruments.

Initial Recognition and Measurement - Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

Financial assets andfinancial liabilities are initially measured atfair value. Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the
acquisition or issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value
through profit or loss and ancillary costs related to borrowings) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the financial
assets or financial liabilities, as appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of
financial assets orfinancial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are recognised immediately in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

Classification and SubsequentMeasurement: Financial Assets

The Company classifies financial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value through Other
Comprehensive Income (“FVTOCI") arfairvalue through profitorloss ("FVTPL") on the basis of following:

- theentity's business modelfor managing the financial assets and

- thecontractual cash flow characteristics of the financial asset.

Amortised Cost

Afinancial assetisclassified and measured atamortised cost if both of the following conditions are met:

- the financial asset is held within a business model whase objective is to hold financial assets in order to collect
contractual cash flows: and

- the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of
principal and intereston the principal amount outstanding.

FVTOCI
Afinancial assetis classified and measured at FVTOCI if both of the following conditions are met:

- thefinancial assetis held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows
and selling financial assets; and

- the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of
principal and intereston the principal amount outstanding.

FVTPL

Afinancial asset is classified and measured at FVTPL unless it is measured at amortised cost or at FVTOCI. All recognised
financial assets are subsequently measured in their entirety at either amortised cost or fair value, depending on the
classification of thefinancial assets.

Impairment of financial assets

The Company assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated with its assets carried at amortised
cost. The impairmentmethodology applied depends onwhetherthere has been asignificantincrease in credit risk.

For trade receivables only, the Company applies the simplified approach permitted by Ind AS 109 Financial Instruments,
which requires expected lifetime losses to be recognised from initial recognition of the receivables.

Classification and Subsequentmeasurement:

Financial Liabilities The Company's financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including
bank overdrafts,financial guarantee contracts and derivative financial instruments.

Financial Liabilities at FVTPL

Financial liabilities are classified as at FVTPL when the financial liability is held for trading or are designated upon initial
recognitionas FVTPL.

Gains orlosses onfinancial liabilities heldfortrading are recognised inthe Statement of Profitand Loss.
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Other Financial Liabilities

Otherfinancial liabilities (including borrowings and trade and other payables) are subsequently measured at amortised cost
usingthe effective interest method.

The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of a financial liability and of allocating interest
expense overthe relevant period. The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments
(including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral part of the effective interest rate, transaction costs and
other premiums or discounts) through the expected life of the financial liability, or (where appropriate) a shorter period, to
the netcarryingamountoninitial recognition.

Derecognition of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

The Company de-recagnises a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expire, or
ittransfersthe rightsto receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which substantially all of the risks and rewards of
ownership of the financial asset are transferred or in which the Company neither transfers nor retains substantially all of the
risks and rewards of ownership and does not retain control of the financial asset. If the Company enters into transactions
whereby ittransfers assets recognised on its balance sheet, but retains either all or substantially all of the risks and rewards of
thetransferred assets, the transferred assets are not derecognised.

Afinancial liability is derecognised whenthe obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expires.
Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the Balance Sheet where there is a legally
enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or realise the asset and
settle the liability simultaneously. The legally enforceable right must not be contingent on future events and must be
enforceable in the normal course of business and in the event of default, insclvency or bankruptey of the Company or the
counter party.

TAXES ONINCOME:
CurrentTax

Tax on income for the current period is determined on the basis of estimated taxable income and tax credits computed in
accordance with the provisions of the relevanttax laws and based onthe expected cutcome of assessments / appeals.

Current income tax relating to items recognised directly in equity is recognised in equity and not in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable tax
regulations are subjectto interpretation and establishes provisionswhere appropriate.

Deferred tax

Deferredtax is provided using the Balance Sheet approach ontemporary differences at the reporting date between the tax
basesof assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts forfinancial reporting purposes atthe reporting date.

Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, the carry forward of unused tax credits and any
unused tax losses. Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available
against which the deductible tempaorary differences, carry forward of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be
utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent thatitis no longer
probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be utilised.
Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and are recognised to the extent that it has become
probable thatfuture taxable profits will allowthe deferred tax assetto be recovered.

Note: 1 OVERVIEW AND SIGNIFICANTACCOUNTING POLICIES
COMPANY OVERVIEW:

Kothari Products Limited ('the Company’) is a public limited Company domiciled in India and incorporated on 17 September,
1983 under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956 having its registered office at 24/19 Pan Parag House, The Mall, Kanpur,
Uttar Pradesh.The Companyis listed on BSE Limited and National Stock Exchange of India Limited.

The Groupis engagedinthe business of Real Estate and International Trade.
SIGNIFICANTACCOUNTINGPOLICIES

This note provides a list of the significant accounting palicies adopted inthe preparation of these Indian Accounting Standards
(Ind-AS) financial statements. These policies have been consistently applied to all the years except where newly issued
accounting standard isinitially adopted.

Accordingly, the Group has prepared these Consolidated Financial Statements which comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31
March, 2023, the Statement of Profit and Loss for the year ended 31 March 2023, the Statement of Cash Flows for the year ended
31 March 2023 and the Statement of Changes in Equity for the year ended as on that date, and accounting policies and other
explanatory information(together hereinafter referred to as ‘Consolidated Financial Statements’ or ‘financial statements’).

AUTHORISATION OF CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS:
These consclidatedfinancial statements are approved forissue by the Board of Directors on 23 May 2023.
1. BASIS OF PREPARATICN OF FINANCIALSTATEMENTS:

A. Statementof Compliance

1. The Financial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind
AS) notified under the section 133 of the Companies Act 2013 (the Act) read with Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards)Rule 2015 (as amended fromtime to time)and other relevant provisions of the Act.

2. Historical Cost Convention
The Financial statements have been prepared on a historical cost basis, except for the following assets and
liabilities:
i) CertainFinancial assets and liabilities thatis measured atfairvalue
ii) Defined benefitplans-plan assets measured atfairvalue
B. Currentvs. Non-Current classification:
The Group presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheetbased on current/non- current classification.
{a) Anassetistreated ascurrentwhenitis:
- Expectedtoberealized orintendedto be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle
- Held primarilyfor purpose of trading
- Expectedtobe realized withintwelve months afterthe reporting period.

- thecash orcash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least twelve
months afterthe reporting period.

All other assets are classified as non-current.
{b) Aliability is currentwhen:
- ltisexpectedto besettled in normal operating cycle
- Itisheld primarilyfor purpose of trading
- ltisdueto be settled within twelve months afterthe reparting period, or

- There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after the
reporting period.

All otherliabkilities are classified as non-current.
Deferredtax assets and deferredtaxliabilities are classified as non- currenton net basis.

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realization in cash and cash
equivalents. The Group has identified twelve months as its general operating eycle.
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The Consolidated Financial Statements have been presented in Indian Rupees (INR), which is the Group's functional
currency.Allfinancial information presented in INR has been rounded off to the nearest lac unless otherwise stated.

C. UseOfEstimates:

The preparation of Financial statements in conformity with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) in India requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and the
disclosures of contingent liabilities on the date of Financial statements and reported amounts of income and expenses
during the period. Differences between actual results and estimates are recognised in the year in which the results are
known or materialise.

This note provides an overview of the areas where there is a higher degree of judgment or complexity. Detailed
information about each of these estimates and judgments is included in relevant notes together with information about
the basis of calculation.

2. PROPERTY,PLANTAND EQUIPMENT(PPE)

(i) Property, plantand equipment are stated at cost, net of accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses,
if any.

(i) Theinitial cost of an asset comprises its purchase price (including import duties and non-refundable taxes, if any), any
costs directly attributable to bringing the asset into the location and condition necessaryforitto be capable of operating
in the manner intended by the management, borrowing cost for qualifying assets (i.e. assets that necessarily take a
substantial period of time to getready fortheirintended use).

(ii) Subsequent expenditure is capitalized only if it is probable that the future economic benefits associated with the
expenditure will flowto the Group.

(iv) An item of Property, plant and equipment and any significant part initially recognised separately as part of Property,
plantand equipment is de-recognised upon disposal; or when nofuture economic benfiets are expected from its use or
dispasal. Any gain orloss arising on de-recognition of the assets isincluded in the Statement of Profit and Loss.

(v) The residual values, useful lives and methods of depreciation of property, plant and equipment are reviewed at each
Financial yearend and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

(vi) Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is provided on straight-line method using the useful lives of the assets
estimated by the management and in the manner prescribed in Schedule Il to the Companies Act 2013. The asset wise
details of useful lives consideredfor purposes of calculating depreciation are asunder:

Office Building - 30years Vehicles - 8years
Furniture - 10years Computers - byears
Office equipment - 5Syears Computer Software - 2years

(vii) An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset's carrying amount is
greaterthan its estimated recoverable amount.

3. INTANGIBLEASSETS

Intangible assets with finite useful lives that are acquired separately are carried at cost less accumulated amortization and
accumulated impairment losses. Amortization is recognized on a straight-line basis over their estimated useful lives. The
estimated useful life and amortization method are reviewed at the end of each reporting year, with the effect of any changes
in estimate being accounted for on a prospective basis. Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives that are acquired
separatelyare carried atcostless accumulated impairmentlosses.

4. IMPAIRMENT
Atthe end of each reporting year, the Group reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible assets to determine

whether there is any indication that those assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such indication exists, the

recoverable amount ofthe assetis estimated in order to determine the extent of the impairment loss (if any).
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Recoverable amountisthe higher of fair value less coststo selland valuein use. In assessing value in use, the estimated future
cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the
timevalue of money and the risks specificto the assetfor whichthe estimates of future cashflows have not been adjusted.

Goodwill and intangible assets that do not have definite useful life are not amortised and are tested at least annually for
impairment. If events or changes in circumstances indicate thatthey might be impaired, they are tested forimpairment once
again.

INVESTMENTPROPERTY

Investment Property is property (land or a building - or part of a building - or both) held either to earn rental income or for
capital appreciation or both, but not for sale in the ordinary course of business, used in production or supply of goods or

services or for administrative purposes. Investment Properties are stated at cost, net of accumulated depreciation and
accumulated impairment losses, if any.

Any gain or loss on disposal of investment property calculated as the difference between the net proceeds from disposal
and carrying amount of the Investment Property shall be recognized in Statement of Profitand Loss.

Depreciation on Investment Property is provided on straight-line method using the useful lives of the assets estimated by
managementand inthe manner prescribed in Schedule Il of the Companies Act 2013. The useful life considered in respect
of Building is 60 years and amortization of long term leasehold property classified as Investment Property is based on the
balance lease term.

LEASEACCOUNTING:
LEASE CONTRACTS WHERE THE GROUP IS ALESSEE

(i) Allthe lease agreements of the Group, where the Group is a Lessee are inthe nature of shortterm leases or are low value
leases and areinrespectof premises used as staff residences, business premises or Godowns.

(i) The Group has therefore elected to avail the exemption from paras 22-49 of Ind-AS 116 and accounted for the lease
payments as per para 6 of the said Ind-AS. Accordingly the entire lease payments associated with these leases have
been recognised as an expense on astraight-line basis overthe leaseterm oranothersystematic basis.

LEASE CONTRACTS WHERETHE GROUP ISALESSOR
(i) Allleaseagreementswherethe Groupisalessorareinthe nature of ‘operating leases’.

(i) Allthe lease income from operating leases are recognized in the statement of Profit and loss account on a systematic
basis.

(iii) The costs, including depreciation, incurred in earning the lease income have been recognized as expenses under the
respective expense heads inthe Statement of Profit and Loss.

INVENTORIES:

StockinTrade

StockinTrade consists of goodstraded bythe Group.

(i) Basis of Valuation: Inventories are stated at lower of cost and net realizable value. The comparison of cost and net
realizable valueis made onanitem-to-item basis.

(i) Method ofValuation- Cost of inventories comprises of expenditure incurred in the normal course of businessin bringing
inventories to their present location including appropriate overheads apportioned on a reasonable and consistent
basis.

Stock in Trade- Real Estate

It comprises cost of land, rates & taxes, overheads and expenses incidental to the land development , if any undertaken by
the Group.

PRINCIPLES OF CONSOLIDATION AND EQUITY ACCOUNTING:

a) Subsidiaries
Subsidiaries are all entities over which the Group has control. The Group controls an entity when the Group is exposed
to, or has rights to, variable returns from its involvement with the entity and has the ability to affect those returns through

its powerto direct the relevant activities of the entity. Subsidiaries are fully consolidated from the date on which control is
transferredtothe Group.They are deconsolidated fromthe datethat control ceases.

The Group combines the financial statements of the parentand its subsidiaries line by line adding together like items of

assets, liabilities, equity, income and expenses. Intergroup transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions
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between Group companies are eliminated. Unrealised losses are also eliminated unless the transaction provides
evidence of animpairmentofthe transferred asset.

Non-controlling interests inthe results and equity of subsidiaries are shown separately in the consclidated Statement of
Profit and Loss, consolidated Statement of Changes in Equity and Balance Sheet respectively. Profit or loss and each
component of other camprehensive income are attributed to the owners of the Company and to the non-controlling
interests. Total comprehensive income of subsidiaries is attributed to the owners of the Company and to the non-
controlling interests even ifthis results in the non-controlling interests having a deficit balance.

b) Associates

Associates are all entities over which the Group has significant influence but neot control or joint control. This is
generallythe case where the Group holds between 20% and 50% of the voting rights. Investments in Associates are
accountedforusing the equity method of accounting (see (c) below), afterinitially being recognised at cost.

¢) Equity method

Under the equity method of accounting, the investments are initially recognised at cost and adjusted thereafter to
recognise the Group's share of the post-acquisition profits or losses of the investee in profit and loss, and the
Group's share of Other Comprehensive Income of the investee in Other Comprehensive Income. Dividends
received or receivable from Associates and Joint Ventures are recognised as a reduction in the carrying amount of
theinvestment.

When the Group's share of losses in an equity-accounted investment equals or exceeds its interest in the entity,
including any other unsecured long-term receivables, the Group does not recognise further losses, unless it has
incurred obligations ormade payments on behalf of the other entity.

Unrealised gains on transactions between the Group and its Associates and Joint Ventures are eliminated to the
extent of the Group'sinterestin these entities. Unrealised losses are also eliminated unless the transaction provides
evidence of an impairment of the asset transferred. Accounting policies of equity accounted investees have been
changedwhere necessaryto ensure consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

The carrying amount of equity accounted investments are tested for impairment in accordance with the policy
describedinNote 4 above.

9. TRANSACTICNS IN FOREIGN CURRENCY:

Functional and presentation currency
The Group'sfinancial statements are prepared in ¥, whichisalso the Group'sfunctional and presentation currency.
Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange rates at the dates of the
transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting fram the settlement of such transactions and from the
translation of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies at year end exchange rates are generally
recognised inthe Statement of Profitand Loss.

In case of advance payment for purchase of assets/goods/services and advance receipt against sales of products/
services, all such purchase/sales transaction are recorded atthe rate at which such advances are paid/received.

Foreign exchange differences regarded as an adjustment to borrowing costs are presented in the Statement of Profit
and Loss, within finance costs. All other foreign exchange gains and losses are presented in the Statement of Profit and
Loss on a net basis within other gains / (losses).

Non-monetary items:

Non-monetary items that are measured interms of historical costin aforeign currency are translated using the exchange
rates atthe dates of theinitial transactions.

10. REVENUE RECOGNITION:

The Group derives revenues primarily from sale of products and services. Revenue from sale of goods is recognised net of
returns and discounts.

Revenue is recognised upon transfer of control of promised products or servicesto customers in an amount that reflects the

considerationthe Group expectto receive in exchangeforthose products orservices.

To recognise revenues, the Group applies thefollowingfive step approach:

1)
2)

Identify the contract with a customer;

Identify the performance obligationsin the cantract; 110
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3) Determinethe transaction price;

4) Allocate thetransaction price to the performance obligations inthe contract; and
5) Recognize revenueswhen a performance obligation is satisfied.

Based on above principle :-

¢ Revenue from sale of goods is recognised on transfer of all significant risks and rewards of ownership to the buyer. The
amount recognised assaleis exclusive of GSTand are netof returns.

¢ Dividendincomeisrecognised whentherighttoreceive paymentis established.

® Interest Income is recognized on time proportion basis taking into account the amount outstanding and the applicable

interestrates andis disclosedin "otherincome”.

® Rental income arising from operating leases on investment properties is accounted for on a straight-line basis over the
leaseterms and isincludedin other operating income in the statement of profit orloss due toits operating nature.

EMPLOYEE RETIREMENTBENEFITS:
Shortterm employee benefits

All employee benefits payable/available within twelve manths of rendering the services are classified as short term
employee benefits. Benefits such as salaries, wages and bonus, etc., are recognized in the Statement of profitand Loss in the
period inwhichthe employee rendersthe related service.

Provident fund

Eligible employees receive benefits from a provident fund, which is a defined contribution plan. Both the employees and the
Group make monthly contributions to the provident fund plan equal to a specified percentage of the covered employees’
salary. The Group contributes a part of the contributions to the Government administered Provident/Pension Fund. The
Group has no obligation, other than the contribution payable to the provident fund. The Group recognizes contribution
payablethroughthe providentfund scheme as anexpense, when an employee renders related services.

Other long term employee benefits

The Group has subscribed to a Group Gratuity Accumulation Policy from the Life Insurance Corporation of India, which is a
defined benefit plan. The liabilities with respect to Gratuity Plan are determined by actuarial valuation by LIC. The annual
premium, as determined, based on such valuation, is paid and charged to the Statement of Profit & Loss Account. The fund
value ofthe accumulated contribution by the Group, which representsthe ‘'Plan Assets’ is Rs.96.46 Lacs which the adequately
coversthe estimated Gratuity Liability

The valuation method used by the LIC is Projected Unit credit method. Other acturial assumpticns for the policy are as
under:-

2. Withdrawal Rate: 1%to 3% depending onage
3. DiscountRate: 7%p.a.

4. SalaryEscalation: 8%
FINANCIALINSTRUMENTS:

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when a Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the
instruments.

Initial Recognition and Measurement - Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

Financial assets and financial liabilities are initially measured atfair value. Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the
acquisition or issue of financial assets and financial liabilities (other than financial assets and financial liabilities at fair value
through profit or loss and ancillary costs related to borrowings) are added to or deducted from the fair value of the financial
assets orfinancial liabilities, as appropriate, on initial recognition. Transaction costs directly attributable to the acquisition of
financial assets or financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss are recognised immediately in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

Classification and Subsequent Measurement: Financial Assets

The Group classifies financial assets as subsequently measured at amertised cost, fair value through Other Comprehensive
Income ("FVTOCI") orfairvaluethrough profitorloss ("FVTPL") on the basis of following:

- theentity's business modelfor managing thefinancial assets and
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- thecontractual cash flow characteristics of the financial asset.
Amortised Cost
Afinancial assetis classified and measured atamortised cost if both of the following conditions are met:

- the financial asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold financial assets in order to collect
contractual cash flows: and

- thecontractualterms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal
and interest onthe principal amount outstanding.

FVTOCI
Afinancial assetis classified and measured at FVTOCI if both of the following conditions are met:

- thefinancial assetis held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows
and selling financial assets; and

- the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of
principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

FVTPL

Afinancial asset is classified and measured at FVTPL unless it is measured at amortised cost or at FVTOCI. All recognised
financial assets are subsequently measured in their entirety at either amortised cost or fair value, depending on the
classification of thefinancial assets.

Impairment of financial assets

The Group assesses on a forward looking basis the expected credit losses associated with its assets carried at amortised cost.
Theimpairment methodology applied depends on whetherthere has been a significantincrease in credit risk.

Fortrade receivables only, the Group applies the simplified approach permitted by Ind AS 109 Financial Instruments, which
requires expected lifetime lossesto be recognised from initial recognition of the receivables.

Classification and Subsequent measurement: Financial Liabilities

The Group's financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including bank overdrafts, financial
guarantee contracts and derivative financial instruments.

Financial Liabilities at FVTPL

Financial liabilities are classified as at FVTPL when the financial liability is held for trading or are designated upon initial
recognitionas FVTPL.

Gains orlosses onfinancial liabilities heldfortrading are recognised inthe Statement of Profitand Loss.
Other Financial Liabilities

Otherfinancial liabilities (including borrowings and trade and other payables) are subsequently measured atamortised cost
using the effective interest method.

The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of a financial liability and of allocating interest
expense over the relevant period. The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash payments
(including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral part of the effective interest rate, transaction costs and
other premiums or discounts) through the expected life of the financial liability, or (where appropriate) a shorter period, to
the netcarrying amounton initial recognition.

Derecognition of Financial Assets and Financial Liabilities

The Group de-recognises a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expire, or it
transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which substantially all of the risks and rewards of
ownership of the financial assetare transferred orin which the Group neither transfers nor retains substantially all of the risks
and rewards of ownership and does not retain contral of the financial asset. If the Group enters into transactions whereby it
transfers assets recognised on its balance sheet, but retains either all or substantially all of the risks and rewards of the
transferred assets, the transferred assets are notderecognised.

Afinancial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expires.
Offsetting financial instruments

Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the Balance Sheet where there is a legally
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enforceable right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or realise the asset and
settle the liability simultaneously. The legally enforceable right must not be contingent on future events and must be
enforceable in the normal course of business and in the event of default, insolvency or bankruptey of the Group or the
counter party.

TAXES ONINCOME:
CurrentTax

Tax on income for the current period is determined on the basis of estimated taxable income and tax credits computed in
accordance with the provisions of the relevanttax laws and based on the expected cutcome of assessments / appeals.

Currentincome tax relating to items recognised directly in equity is recognised in equity and not in the Statement of Profit
and Loss.

Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable tax
regulations are subjectto interpretation and establishes provisions where appropriate.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is provided using the Balance Sheet approach ontemporary differences at the reporting date between the tax
basesof assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts forfinancial reporting purposes atthe reporting date.

Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, the carry forward of unused tax credits and any
unused tax losses. Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit will be available
against which the deductible tempaorary differences, carry forward of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be
utilised.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extentthatitis no longer
probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be utilised.
Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed at each reporting date and are recognised to the extent that it has become
probable that future taxable profits will allow the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when the asset is
realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the
reporting date.

Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside the Statement of Profit and Loss is recognised outside the Statement of
Profit Corporate overview statutery reports Financial Statements and Loss. Deferred tax items are recognised in correlation
tothe underlying transaction either in Other Comprehensive Income or directly in equity.

The break-up of the major components of the deferred tax assets and liabilities as at Balance Sheet date has been arrived at
after setting off deferred tax assets and liabilities where the Group have a legally enforceable right to set-off assets against
liabilities and where such assets and liabilities relate to taxes on income levied by the same governing taxation laws.

MAT Credits are inthe form of unused tax credits that are carried forward by the Group for a specified period of time, hence it
is grouped with Deferred Tax Asset.

14. PROVISIONS & CONTINGENT LIABILITIES AND CONTINGENTASSETS:

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events, itis probable
that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and the amount can be
reliably estimated. Provisions are not recognised farfuture operating losses, if any.

Provisions are measured at the present value of management’s best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the present
obligation atthe end of the reporting period. The discount rate used to determine the present value is a current pre-tax rate. The
increase inthe provision dueto the passage of time isrecognised as interest expense.

Contingentliabilities are disclosed inthe case of :

a presentobligation arising from the past events, when itis not probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle
the obligation;

a presentobligation arising fromthe past events, when no reliable estimate is possible;

a possible obligation arising from past events, unlessthe probability of outflow of resources isremate.

ContingentAssets is disclosed when inflow of economic benefits is probable.

EARNING PER SHARE:
Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders
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(after deducting preference dividends, if any, and attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity shares
outstanding duringthe period.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity
shareholders is adjusted for after income tax effect of interest and other financing costs associated with dilutive potential
equity shares and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all
dilutive potential equity shares.

DIVIDEND:

Dividend is recognised as liability in the period in which it is declared by the Group, usually when approved by the
sharehaldersina general meeting, or paid.

The Group recognizes a liability to make payment of dividend to owners of equity when the distribution is authorized and is
nolongeratthe discretion ofthe Group and is declared by the shareholders. Acorresponding amountis recagnised directly
inequity.

The annual dividend proposed, if any, bythe Directors forms partof the Directors’ Report

BORROWING COSTS:

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of an asset that necessarily takes a
substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use or sale are capitalised as part of the cost of the asset. All other
borrowing costs are expensed in the period in which they occur. Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that an
entity incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds. Borrowing cost also includes exchange differences to the extent
regarded as an adjustmentto the borrowing costs.

CASHAND CASHEQUIVALENTS

Cash and cash equivalents in the balance sheet comprise cash at banks and on hand and short- term deposits with an
original maturity of three months or less, which are subjectto insignificant risk of changesin value.

Forthe purpose of statement of cash flow, cash and cash equivalents consist of cash, short-term deposits as defined above,
bank overdrafts and short-term highly liquid investments that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which
are subjecttoinsignificantrisk of changesinvalue as theyare considered as anintegral part ofthe Group's management.

SHARE CAPITAL

Ordinary shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issuance of new ordinary shares and
share options and buyback of ordinary shares are recognized as a deduction from equity, net of any tax effects.

Financial Risk Management

The Group financial risk management is an integral part of how to plan and execute its business strategies. The Group financial
risk management policy is set by the Managing Board.
