The trading in the shares of the Company on BSE has been suspended and depositories have been directed to freeze the 

entire shareholding of the promoter and promoter group of the company. 

No transfer! pledge of shares in the Suspended Company of Promoters & Promoter group and Directors will takes place 

until 3 months after revocation of suspension. 

The Suspended Company, its Promoters and Directors shall not issue prospectus, any other document or advertisement 

soliciting money from the public for the issue of securities, directly or indirectly; till the suspension is revoked by the 

recognized Stock exchange or securities of such Company are delisted in accordance with the applicable delisting 

requirements, whichever is earlier. 

The BSE has revoked the suspension of trading of shares with effect from 28.02.2022 and trading has commenced on 08.03.2022. 

The Company has not yet achieved 100 percent dematerialization of the promoter’s group shareholdings. 

SEBI vide its order dated 04.06.2013 and 02.12.2014 restricted the right of Promoters and Directors of Company to deal with the 

shares in the Company thereby freezing the de-mat accounts of Promoters and Promoter Directors of the Company. Consequently, 

the promoters were unable to de-mat their shares. The Promoters are in the process of dematting their shares, however, due to 

SEBI prohibitions coupled with death of a promoter, few promoters are unable to demat their shares. 

As per our observation, as on 31.03.2023, only 127267 shares constituting 2.66% of promoter shares are pending for 

dematerialization. 

The Company has not complied with the Regulation 38 of SEBI (LODR), 2015 with regard to Minimum Public Shareholding 

(MPS). 

The Company had applied to SEBI for modification of SEBI Orders dated 04.06.2013 and 02.12.2014 to enable Company / its 

promoters from continuing with the voluntary delisting process (thereby exempt from complying the requirement of MPS) and to 

allow promoters to buy shares of the Company from public in the delisting process. 

Vide Order of SEBI dated 30.09.0219, SEBI granted relaxation under Regulation 8(1B) (i) of the SEBI (Delisting of Equity Shares) 

Regulations, 2009 allowing initiation of voluntary delisting process within one month of the date of order and completing the said 

process within one year thereon subject to certain conditions including promoters acquiring at least 60% of the existing public 

shareholding of 11.61% i.e., approximately 6.97% of the total shareholding. 

The Company initiated the process of delisting the equity shares from BSE Limited after obtaining approval of shareholders on 27th 

January, 2021 and in principle approval from BSE on 8th March, 2022. As per post offer public announcement dated 29th March, 

2022, the Delisting Offer failed in terms of SEBI Order dated September 30, 2019 as the promoters failed to acquire at least 60% 

of the existing public shareholding of 11.61% i.e., approximately 6.97% of the total public shareholding. 

Certain Related Party Transactions pertaining to the previous years which are subject to litigations in the NCLT, New Delhi 

and which are still continuing this year have not been approved by the Board of Directors and the Audit Committee as 

per the requirement of Section 188 of the Companies Act, 2013 and the Rules thereon and Regulation 23 of SEBI (Listing 

Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015. Also, the said Related Party Transactions are not entered in 

the Register maintained under Section 189 of the Companies Act, 2013 and Regulation 23 of the SEBI (LODR), 2015.

In the absence of the Chairperson, the members of the Committee present at the meeting shall choose one amongst them to act 

as Chairperson. 

The Chairperson of the Committee shall attend the general meetings of the Company or in his/her absence, any other member of 

the Committee authorised by him/her in this behalf. 

FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS 

The Meetings of the Committee shall be held at such regular intervals as may be required. 

COMMITTEE MEMBERS’ INTERESTS 

A member of the Committee is not entitled to be present when his or her own remuneration is discussed at a meeting or when his

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSIONS & ANALYSIS 

Industry Structure, Development, Opportunities and Outlook 

The year 2022 painted a mixed picture for the global hospitality sector. It was the year that travel finally made a comeback after a majority 

of countries lifted their travel restrictions and most people resumed their pre-pandemic way of life. As a result, travel demand increased 

significantly across the globe with people trying to make up for the lost time. However, inflation, the Russia-Ukraine war, etc. negatively 

impacted the hospitality business in a few countries. The Indian hospitality sector also witnessed similar trends during the year but was 

more resilient than some of its global counterparts. 

The easing of travel restrictions around the world and the significant pent-up demand helped international tourism to recover strongly in 

2022. During the year, International Tourist Arrivals (ITA) more than doubled year-on-year, recovering to 83% of pre-pandemic levels. The 

Middle East and Europe experienced the strongest recovery as countries in these regions were the first to ease COVID-related travel 

restrictions. Meanwhile, Asia-Pacific lagged behind despite the stark rise over 2021 because most countries in the region took a cautious 

approach to easing restrictions. 

Domestic travel remained the industry's primary growth engine in 2022. While leisure destinations continued to thrive, the resurgence 

of corporate travel and large-ticket conferences and events helped in reshaping the fortunes of commercial markets and popular MICE 

(Meetings, Incentives, Conferences and Exhibitions) destinations. Meanwhile, the resumption of regular international flights in India in 

March 2022 helped kickstart outbound and inbound travel in the country. However, due to the inconsistencies in COVID protocols across 

countries, visa challenges, and high airfares, international travel continued to be volatile, aiding the continued growth in domestic tourism. 

The “Big Fat Indian Wedding” also made a comeback after two years of waiting with several hotels sold out during the wedding season. 

Moreover, due to the difficulties associated with visas and the high cost of international travel, many couples seeking celebrity-style 

destination weddings in picture-perfect foreign locations turned to luxury hotels and resorts in India for their wedding ceremonies. 

The Union Budget 2023 iterated the fact that the government is recognizing the importance of the tourism sector as an employment 

generator and is looking to promote the sector on a mission mode with active participation from all stakeholders, including public- 

private-partnerships. The revival of 50 additional airports, heliports, and water aerodromes to increase regional air connectivity and the 

development of fifty tourism destinations as a complete package for domestic and international tourism, as well as the government's 

continued emphasis on infrastructure development, including the significant investment in railways and last-mile connectivity, bode well 

for the sector. 

Every industry is prone to challenges and pitfalls, and the hospitality industry is no exception. The last couple of years is accurate proof 

of it. But that same period is also proof that there's nothing the industry can’t overcome. The way the industry has got back on its feet is 

indeed commendable. 

The outlook for the Indian hospitality industry remains positive. Domestic demand will continue to be strong and international travel is also 

expected to pick up, despite the looming threat of a recession in the US and Europe, growing global geopolitical issues, and an increase 

in COVID cases in some countries. In addition, the G20 presidency of India and the fact that India is hosting a number of international 

events, including the ICC Men's World Cup, will increase demand for hotels in the cities where these events will take place. 

Risks, Concerns and Threats 

The industry needs infrastructure status to enable the hospitality sector to avail long-term funds under the RBI Infrastructure lending norm 

criteria. This will enhance quality accommodation supply and therefore, stimulate higher global and domestic travel demand. Although 

industry status has been accorded to tourism and hospitality by many state governments, the incentives and privileges associated with an 

industry have not been conferred to the sector. 

Hiring and retaining staff has always been one of the most common problems in the hospitality industry. Threats of digital data theft and 

confidential data leaks are a matter of concern for hoteliers globally. The advancements in technology are altering every aspect of our daily 

lives. Today, customers are expecting a fast response and services from hotels. Such constant changes are extremely arduous to adapt 

to, which poses a challenge. These days, more and more property owners are renting out their rooms or property occasionally. Homestays 

and vacation rentals promise an authentic local experience besides being convenient. Owing to this, travellers prefer to choose those 

homestays over hotels and resorts. Other than that, new hotels are entering the market every day. This growing number of homestays 

and competition is one of the challenges in the hospitality industry. Inflation and energy price rises are driving operational cost pressure. 

Moreover, employees in turn are feeling the cost of living crunch, which in turn drives pressure on hotels to increase salaries. 

Industry Performance Review 

The quick retraction of onerous COVID-19 policies, released the much pent-up demand in the market, making it the single biggest reason 

for a strong recovery. While occupancy remained 5-7 percentage points (pp) lower than the full year 2019, in large part due to the much 

lower-than expected Q1 2022, ARRs for 2022 recovered fully, crossing 2019 levels by almost 1-3%, in large part due to strong ARRs in 

Q4 2022. 

On the back of strong growth in demand, the sector flourished, beating the peaks of the previous decade. Despite the strong surge in 

ARRs for the full year 2022, only Q2 2022 recorded an occupancy rate 1-3 pp stronger than the same quarter in 2019. A 5-7% higher ARR, 

resulted in a 7-9% higher RevPAR for Q2 2022 compared to the same period in 2019. Travel demand recovered to near 2019 levels, with 

many key metro markets leading consistent growth in ARR and RevPAR, some faster than others. As a result, while occupancy in Q3 

2022 was 1-3 pp lower than in Q3 2019, ARRs continued to remain elevated, recording a 7-9% increase over the same period in 2019. 

The dichotomy between occupancy and ARR caused RevPAR to be higher by only 5-7% than the same period in 2019. The Q4 2022 set 

a record by witnessing nearly 10-12% higher ARR than the same period in 2019. The pent-up demand steadily absorbed the stark growth 

in ARRs, recording only 3-5 pp lower occupancy than in the same period in 2019. The strong growth in Q4 2022 ARRs played a large role 

in nullifying the ARR loss of Q1 2022.

offering 643 rooms at Agra, Jaipur, Lucknow and Khajuraho under the brand name ‘Clarks’. 

Revenue from operations (net) has increased by Rs.5886.89 lakh (81.82%) from Rs.7195.13 lakh (previous year) to Rs.13082.02 lakh 

in current year. The expenses of the company have gone up by 3689.18 lakh (56.08%) to Rs.10267.86 lakh from previous year figure of 

Rs.6578.68 lakh on account of increased in employee expenses, power & fuel expenses, and various other expenses. 

The profit before tax was Rs.3182.01 lakh in the current year against profit before tax of Rs.889.30 lakh in previous year. The profit after 

tax for the year (before other comprehensive income) was Rs.2336.45 lakh in the current year against profit of Rs. 672.55 lakh in the 

previous year. The Total Comprehensive Income was Rs.2354.86 lakh in the current year against income of Rs.647.61 lakh in the previous 

year. 

The company bounced back from the Covid-19 impact in the current year, there was a growth of 59.37% in rooms sold during the current 

year against the previous year. The occupancy has been increased by 20.88% in the current year. The Average Room Rate increased by 

18.84% in current year against the previous year. The growth in RevPAR was by 89.83% in the current year.

COMPANY OVERVIEW AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

Company Overview 

U.P. Hotels Limited (“the Company”) is a Public Limited Company incorporated and domiciled in India and has its listing on the BSE 

Limited. The addresses of its Registered Office and Corporate Office are disclosed in the introduction to the annual report. The 

Company is in the business of owning and operating hotels. The Company has its hotels at Agra, Jaipur, Lucknow and Khajuraho. 

Basis for preparation of financial statements 

These financial statements are prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) notified under the Companies 

(Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 as amended, the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”) and 

guidelines issued by the Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI), as applicable. 

The financial statements are authorized for issue by the Board of Directors of the Company at their meeting held on May 30, 2023. 

Functional and Presentation Currency 

The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees, which is the functional currency of the Company and the currency of the 

primary economic environment in which the Company operates. 

Basis of measurement 

These financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention unless otherwise indicated. 

Operating Cycle 

Based on the nature of products/activities of the company and normal time between acquisition of assets and their realisation in 

cash or cash equivalents, the company has determined its operating cycle as 12 months for the purpose of classification of its 

assets and liabilities as current and non-current. 

Use of Estimates and Judgements 

The presentation of financial statements in conformity with Ind AS requires the management of the company to make estimates, 

Judgements and assumptions. These estimates, judgements and assumptions affect the application of accounting policies and the 

reported balances of assets and liabilities, disclosures of contingent assets and liabilities as at the date of financial statements and 

the reported amount of revenues and expenses during the year. Examples of such estimates include provisions for doubtful debts, 

employee benefits, provisions for income taxes, useful life of depreciable assets and provisions for impairments & others. 

Accounting estimates could change from period to period. Actual results could differ from those estimates. Appropriate changes 

in estimates are made as management becomes aware of changes in circumstances surrounding the estimates. Changes in 

estimates are reflected in the financial statements in the period in which changes are made and, if material, their effects are 

disclosed in the notes to financial statements. 

Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE) 

The Company has elected to continue with the carrying value of all its property, plant and equipment as recognized in the financial 

statements as at the date of transition to Ind AS, measured as per the previous GAAP and use that as the deemed cost as at the 

transition date pursuant to the exemption under Ind AS 101. 

a) Free hold land is carried at cost. All other items of Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost, less accumulated 

depreciation. The initial cost of PPE comprises its purchase price, including import duties and non-refundable purchase 

taxes, and any directly attributable costs of bringing an asset to working condition and location for its intended use, including 

relevant borrowing costs and any expected significant costs of decommissioning, less accumulated depreciation and 

accumulated impairment losses, if any. Expenditure incurred after the PPE have been put into operation, such as repairs and 

maintenance, are charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss in the period in which the costs are incurred. 

b) Advances paid towards the acquisition of property, plantand equipment outstanding at each balance sheet date are classified 

as capital advances under other non-current assets. 

c) Capital work-in-progress in respect of assets which are not ready for their intended use are carried at cost, comprising of 

direct costs, related incidental expenses and attributable interest. 

d) The cost and related accumulated depreciation are eliminated from the financial statements upon sale or retirement of the 

asset and the resultant gains or losses are recognized in the statement of profit and loss. Assets to be disposed off are 

reported at the lower of the carrying value or the fair value less cost to sell. 

Intangible Assets 

Intangible assets include cost of acquired software and designs, and cost incurred for development of the Company's website and 

certain contract acquisition costs. Intangible assets are initially measured at acquisition cost including any directly attributable costs 

of preparing the asset for its intended use. 

An intangible asset is derecognized on disposal, or when no future economic benefits are expected to arise from continued use of 

the asset. Gains or losses arising from de-recognition of an intangible asset, measured as the difference between the net disposal 

proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset, are recognized in the Statement of Profit and Loss when the asset is derecognized. 

Depreciation/Amortisation 

Depreciation is the systematic allocation of the depreciable amount of PPE over its useful life and is provided on a straight-line basis 

over the useful lives as prescribed in Schedule Il to the Act or as per technical assessment. 
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a) Depreciation on fixed assets is provided on straight-line method at the rates prescribed by the schedule Il of the Companies 

Act, 2013 and in the manner as prescribed by it. 

b) Intangible assets are amortized over their respective individual estimated useful life on straight line basis, commencing from 

the date the asset is available to the company for its use. The estimated useful life of an identifiable intangible asset is based 

on a number of factors including the effects of obsolescence, etc. The amortization method and useful lives are reviewed 

periodically at end of each financial year.

Inventories at the year-end are as per the physical verification conducted by the management. Inventories are stated at lower of 

cost and net realisable value after considering obsolescence. Cost is ascertained on weighted average basis at Jaipur & Khajuraho 

units and on First in First out basis at Agra & Lucknow units. Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course 

of the business less estimated cost necessary to make the sale. Unserviceable / damaged / discarded inventories and shortages 

observed at the time of physical verification are charged to Statement of Profit & Loss. 

Foreign Currency Transactions / Translations 

Initial Recognition 

On initial recognition, all foreign currency transactions are recorded by applying to the foreign currency amount the exchange rate 

between the reporting currency and the foreign currency at the date of the transaction. 

Subsequent Recognition 

As at the reporting date, non-monetary items which are carried at historical cost and denominated in a foreign currency are reported 

using the exchange rate at the date of the transaction. All non-monetary items which are carried at fair value denominated in a 

foreign currency are retranslated at the rates prevailing at the date when the fair value was determined. 

Income and expenses in foreign currencies are recorded at exchange rates prevailing on the date of the transaction. Foreign 

currency denominated monetary assets and liabilities are translated at the exchange rate prevailing on the balance sheet date and 

exchange gains and losses arising on settlement and restatement are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss. 

Dividends 

Final dividends on shares are recorded as a liability on the date of approval by the shareholders and interim dividends are recorded 

as a liability on the date of declaration by the company’s Board of Directors. 

Leases 

Leases under which the company assumes substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are classified as finance leases. 

When acquired, such assets are capitalized at fair value or present value of minimum lease payments at the inception of lease, 

whichever is lower. Leases under which the risks and rewards incidental to ownership are not transferred to lessee, is classified as 

operating lease. Lease payments under operating leases are recognized as an expense on a straight line basis in the statement of 

profit and loss over the lease term. 

Financial Instruments 

A financial instrument is any contract that gives rise to a financial asset of one entity and a financial liability or equity instrument of 

another entity. 

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when a Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the 

instruments. 

i) Initial Recognition and measurement 

On initial recognition, all the financial assets and liabilities are recognized at its fair value plus or minus transaction costs that 

are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financial asset or financial liability except financial asset or financial 

liability measured at fair value through profit or loss (“FVTPL”). Transaction costs of financial assets and liabilities carried at 

fair value through the Profit and Loss are immediately recognized in the Statement of Profit and Loss. 

ii) Subsequent measurement 

a) Einancial assets carried at amortised cost 

A financial asset is subsequently measured at amortised cost if it is held within a business model whose objective is 

to hold the asset in order to collect contractual cash flows and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on 

specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. 

b) Einancial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI 

A financial asset is subsequently measured at fair value through other comprehensive income if it is held within a 

business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial assets 

and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of 

principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. 

c) Einancial assets at fair value through profit or loss (FVTPL 

Afinancial asset is measured at fair value through profit and loss unless it is measured at amortized cost or at fair value 

through other comprehensive income.

d) Investments in subsidiaries. joint ventures and associates 

The Company has adopted to measure investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates at cost in accordance 

with Ind AS 27 and carrying amount as per previous GAAP at the date of transition has been considered as deemed 

cost in accordance with Ind AS 101. 

e) Einancial liabilities 

Financial liabilities are classified as either financial liabilities at FVTPL or ‘other financial liabilities’. 

Einancial liabilities at FVTPL 

Financial liabilities are classified as at FVTPL when the financial liability is held for trading or are designated upon initial 

recognition as FVTPL. Gains or Losses on liabilities held for trading are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss. 

Other Financial liabilities 

Other financial liabilities (including borrowings and trade and other payables) are subsequently measured at amortised 

cost using the effective interest method. 

For trade and other payables maturing within one year from the balance sheet date, the carrying amounts approximate 

fair value due to the short maturity of these instruments. 

De-recognition of financial instruments 

A financial asset is derecognized when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expire or it transfers 

the financial asset and the transfer qualifies for derecognition under Ind AS 109. A financial liability is derecognized when the 

obligation specified in the contract is discharged or cancelled or expired. 

Eair value measurement of financial instruments 

The fair value of financial instruments is determined using the valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances 

and for which sufficient data are available to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs and 

minimising the use of unobservable inputs. 

Based on the three level fair value hierarchy, the methods used to determine the fair value of financial assets and liabilities 

include quoted market price, discounted cash flow analysis and valuation certified by the external valuer. 

In case of financial instruments where the carrying amount approximates fair value due to the short maturity of those 

instruments, carrying amount is considered as fair value. 

Impairment of Assets 

i) Financial Assets 

In accordance with Ind AS 109, the company recognizes loss allowances using the expected credit loss (ECL) model for the 

financial assets which are not fair valued through profit or loss. 

Loss allowance for trade receivables with no significant financing component is measured at an amount equal to lifetime 

ECL. For all other financial assets, expected credit losses are measured at an amount equal to the 12-month ECL, unless 

there has been a significant increase in credit risk from initial recognition in which case those are measured at lifetime ECL. 

The amount of expected credit losses (or reversal) that is required to adjust the loss allowance at the reporting date to the 

amount that is required to be recognised is recognized as an impairment gain or loss in statement of profit or loss. 

Non-Financial Assets 

The carrying amounts of the Company’s tangible and intangible assets are reviewed at each reporting date to determine 

whether there is any indication of impairment. If any such indication exists, then the asset's recoverable amount is estimated 

in order to determine the extent of the impairment loss, if any. 

The impairment loss is recognised as an expense in the Statement of Profitand Loss, unless the asset is carried at revalued 

amount, in which case any impairment loss of the revalued asset is treated as a revaluation decrease to the extent a 

revaluation reserve is available for that asset. 

The recoverable amount is the greater of the net selling price and their value in use. Value in use is arrived at by discounting 

the future cash flows to their present value based on an appropriate discount factor. 

When there is indication that an impairment loss recognised for an asset (other than a revalued asset) in earlier accounting 

periods no longer exists or may have decreased, such reversal of impairment loss is recognised in the Statement of Profit 

and Loss, to the extent the amount was previously charged to the Statement of Profit and Loss. In case of revalued assets, 

such reversal is not recognised. 

Revenue Recognition 

Revenue is recognized to the extent it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the amount can be 

reliably measured. 

a) Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable. Revenue comprises sale of rooms, food 

and beverages and allied services relating to hotel operations. 

Revenue is recognized upon rendering of the service, provided pervasive of an arrangement exists, tariff/ rates are fixed 

or are determinable and collectability is reasonably certain. Revenue from sale of goods or rendering of services is net of 

Indirect taxes, returns and discounts.

b) Dividend income is accounted for when the right to receive the income is established. 

Interest 

Interest income from a financial asset is recognized when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the company and the 

amount of income can be measured reliably. 

Income from interest is recognized using the effective interest rate (EIR). EIR is the rate that exactly discounts the estimated future 

cash payments or receipts over the expected life of the financial instrument or a shorter period, where appropriate, to the gross 

carrying amount of the financial asset. When calculating the effective interest rate, the Company estimates the expected cash flows 

by considering all the contractual terms of the financial instrument but does not consider the expected credit losses. 

Income Taxes 

Income tax expense comprises current tax and deferred tax. Income tax expense is recognized in the statement of profit and loss 

except to the extent that it relates to items recognized directly in equity or other comprehensive income, in which case it is also 

recognized in equity or other comprehensive income respectively. 

Current income tax for current and prior periods is recognized at the amount expected to be paid to or recovered from the tax 

authorities, using the tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet date. The 

Company offsets current tax assets and current tax liabilities, where it has a legally enforceable right to set off the recognized 

amounts and where it intends either to settle on a net basis, or to realize the asset and settle the liability simultaneously. 

Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are recognized for all temporary differences arising between the tax base of assets 

and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements except when the deferred income tax arises from the initial 

recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and affects neither accounting nor taxable 

profit or loss at the time of the transaction. Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are measured using tax rates and tax laws that 

have been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet date and are expected to apply to taxable income in the years in 

which those temporary differences are expected to be recovered or settled. The effect of changes in tax rates on deferred income 

tax assets and liabilities is recognized as income or expense in the period that includes the enactment or the substantive enactment 

date. A deferred income tax asset is recognized to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available against 

which the deductible temporary differences and tax losses can be utilized. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are reviewed at each 

reporting date and are reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that the related tax benefit will be realized. 

Borrowing Costs 

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of a qualifying asset are capitalized 

as part of the cost of the asset. Other borrowing costs are recognized as an expense in the period in which they are incurred. 

Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that an entity incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds. Borrowing cost 

also includes exchange differences to the extent regarded as an adjustment to the borrowing costs. 

Provisions, contingent liabilities and contingent assets 

Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event and it is 

probable that an outflow of resources, that can be reliably estimated, will be required to settle such an obligation. 

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are determined by discounting the expected future cash flows to net 

present value using an appropriate pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and, 

where appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. Unwinding of the discount is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss as 

a finance cost. Provisions are reviewed at each reporting date and are adjusted to reflect the current best estimate. 

A present obligation that arises from past events where it is either not probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle 

or a reliable estimate of the amount cannot be made, is disclosed as a contingent liability. Contingent liabilities are also disclosed 

when there is a possible obligation arising from past events, the existence of which will be confirmed only by the occurrence or non 

-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the Company. 

Claims against the Company where the possibility of any outflow of resources in settlement is remote, are not disclosed as 

contingent liabilities. 

Contingent assets are not recognised in financial statements since this may result in the recognition of income that may never 

be realised. However, when the realisation of income is virtually certain, then the related asset is not a contingent asset and is 

recognised. 

Earning per share 

Basic earning per share is calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the year attributable to the equity shareholders (after 

deducting preference dividends and attributable taxes) by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the 

year. 

For the purpose of calculating the diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the period attributable to equity shareholders 

and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the period are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity 

shares.

The Company had taken corporate steps for compliance with Minimum Public Shareholding (“MPS”) requirement, by passing 

a board resolution dated 27.05.2013 and shareholders’ resolution dated 23.07.2013 for issuance of Bonus Shares to the public 

shareholders. After the Extra-ordinary General meeting held on 23.07.2013, the bonus shares could not be issued to the public 

shareholders as 62.5% of promoter shareholders did not relinquish their right to Bonus shares and thus could not maintain/comply 

with the MPS requirement. The said board resolution and the shareholders’ resolution are also subject to status quo order dated 

20.03.2013 in a civil suit filed before a Civil Court at Lucknow bearing Regular Suit No. 1574 of 2012, titled Birendra Kumar & Ors. 

Vs. Sushil Kumar & Ors.(“Civil Suit”). The said Civil Suit is filed by three members of the promoter group family against other family 

members wherein the Company is also a party to the same. The suit is presently pending adjudication. 

Due to MPS non-compliance, Securities & Exchange Board of India (SEBI) vide its orders dated 04.06.2013 and 02.12.2014 has 

inter alia directed freezing of voting rights and corporate benefits with respect to excess of proportionate promoter/promoter group 

shareholding and issued other directions against the promoter shareholders and directors. To comply with the MPS norm, the 

company initiated voluntary delisting process. However, delisting was unsuccessful. 

Both the Joint Managing Directors had raised concerns regarding working of hotels, certain/various aspects of management. One 

of the Joint Managing Directors filed a petition on 15.05.2015 before the Company Law Board (now the National Company Law 

Tribunal), New Delhi titled as Rupak Gupta & Anr. Vs. UPHL & Ors. against the Company and others under Sections 397/398, 

402, 403 and 237 of the Companies Act, 1956 and Section 219 & Section 220 of the Companies Act, 2013 for oppression and 

mismanagement. The other Joint Managing Director has filed a reply to the petition on 09.05.2016 on behalf of the respondents - 

himself and has contested the Petition and denied all the allegations. The Petition is currently pending adjudication. A Management 

Representation has been given to the Auditors in this matter. 

The company is yet to comply with the followings: 

a) The Company is yet to comply with Regulation 38 of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosures Requirements) Regulations, 

2015 with regard to Minimum Public Shareholding (MPS). 

b) The Company is yetto achieve 100 percent dematerialization of the promoters’ shareholding as required under Regulation 31(2) 

of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosures Requirements) Regulations, 2015. The members of the Promoters/Promoters 

Group are in the process of de-mating their shares. 

c) Some of the Related Party Transactions (“RPT”) entered into by the company during the previous years and which are continuing 

in the current financial year could not be approved by the Audit Committee and Board of Directors, being part of a legal matter 

pending before the Hon'ble National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) for adjudication. The Board of directors in its meeting on 

20.08.2017 decided to defer the matter of RPTs till the final decision of the NCLT. These RP Ts are not entered in the Register
