Indonesia's Sinabung volcano spews ash, hot clouds

MEDAN (INDONESIA): A rumbling volcano on Indonesia's
Sumatra island on Wednesday shot billowing columns of ash and
hot clouds down its slopes. The ash released by Mount Sinabung
in North Sumatra province reached more than 4,500 metres
(14,760 feet) into the atmosphere, and an avalanche of searing

gas clouds blew 1 km to the east and southeast, Indonesia's
Volcanology and Geological Hazard Mitigation Centre said. There
were no casualties from the afternoon eruption, said Armen Putra,
an official at the Sinabung monitoring post, and an alert has been
maintained at the second-highest level.
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Biden accuses
Russia of trying to
disrupt 2022 polls

WASHINGTON: US President
Joe Biden on Tuesday (local
time) accused his Russian
counterpart Vladimir Putin
of seeking to disrupt the 2022
elections by spreading
"misinformation."

"Look at what Russia is do-
ing already about the 2022
elections and misinforma-
tion," Biden said at the Office
of the Director of National
Intelligence (ODNI), refer-
ring to information he re-
ceives during his daily brief-
ing.

Such actions by Moscow
are a "pure violation of our
sovereignty," the president
said, without elaborating, in
remarks to about 120 repre-
sentatives of the US intelli-
gence community who gath-
ered in northern Virginia at
the ODNI headquarters.

Putin has "a real problem.
He is sitting on top of an
economy that has nuclear
weapons and nothing else,"
Biden said. "He knows he is
in real trouble, which makes
him even more dangerous in
my view." The US leader also
expressed concern about the
recent increase in cyberat-
tacks, including via ran-
somware.

BEIJING/TIANJIN: A Taliban
delegation led by Mullah Abdul
Ghani Baradar on Wednesday
made a surprise visit to China
and held talks with Chinese
Foreign Minister Wang Yi,
during which the Taliban leader
termed Beijing as a "trustworthy
friend" and assured that the
group will not permit "anyone
to use" Afghanistan's territory.
This is the first meeting
between China and the Taliban
amid the withdrawal of US and
NATO forces from Afghanistan.
The Chinese Foreign Ministry
spokesman Zhao Lijian has
confirmed at a media briefing
that the delegation led by
Baradar met Wang at the port
city Tianjin located close to
Beijing. The Ministry also
posted photos of Wang with
Baradar and his delegation.

Turkey arrests
man behind app
[inked to 2016
failed coup

ANKARA: A Turkish-born
American believed to be
behind a secret messaging
application that has been
linked to Turkey's failed 2016
military coup arrived in
Istanbul last month where he
turned himself in to
authorities, the state-run news
agency reported Wednesday:

Anadolu Agency said David
Keynes, the alleged license hold-
er for the ByLock messaging app
who was wanted in Turkey, was
taken into police custody at Is-
tanbul's main airport on June 9.

Turkish authorities say the
ByLock app was used by mem-
bers of the network led by US-
based Muslim cleric Fethullah
Gulen, who is accused of or-
chestrating the coup. The appli-
cation has been used as evidence
in Turkish courts against al-
leged perpetrators of the failed
attempt.

Keynes' surrender came
months after he declared
through his lawyers that he
wanted to cooperate with the
Turkish authorities under a "re
pentance law" that grants of
fenders more lenient punish-
ments, Anadolu reported.

Unidentified gunmen wound
Chinese national in Karachi

ISLAMABAD/BEIJING:
Unknown gunmen on
Wednesday fired at a vehicle
carrying two Chinese factory
workers, injuring one of
them in Pakistan's largest
city of Karachi with China
downplaying the incident as
an "isolated case".

The attackers, who were rid-
ing on a motorcycle, fled the
scene after committing the
crime, police said.

One of the Chinese nation-
als was injured due to the
gunshot, while the other was
unhurt in the incident, police
said.

No one has taken responsi-
bility for the attack and the
motive behind it is unknown.

The shooting incident
comes days after an explosion
on a bus carrying Chinese en-
gineers in Dasu area of Upper
Kohistan district of Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa province
killed nine Chinese and in-
jured 27 others. A total of 13
people were Killed in the inci-
dent. Reacting to the attack,
China termed it as an "isolat-
ed case".

Chinese Foreign Ministry
Spokesman Zhao Lijian told a
media briefing in Beijing that
"China is following this mat-
ter closely, and the relevant
case is under investigation".

"This incident is an isolated
case," he said. "We're fully
confident that the Pakistani
side will protect the safety of

Chinese citizens and property
in Pakistan," he said.

On July 14, a bus carrying
Chinese engineers and work-
ersfell into a deep ravine after

China rushed a special in-
vestigative team amid confus-
ing signals from Pakistan that
it could be a gas blast. Pak-
istan on July 24 retracted
from its earlier stand that the
blast was caused due to tech-
nical problems.

Lockdown in Sydney extended
hy 4 weeks as Covid cases surge

SYDNEY: As daily case
numbers in the Australian
state of New South Wales
(NSW) continued to hover in
triple digits, the state
government announced on
Wednesday a four-week
extension to the lockdown on
Greater Sydney and
surrounding areas.

NSW recorded 177 new local-
ly acquired cases in the 24
hours to 8:00 p.m. local time
Tuesday, with only 47 of these
confirmed to be isolated dur-
ing their infectious period.
The state also recorded its
11th death, a woman in her 90s
who had not been vaccinated.
The extension came during
Sydney's fifth week of lock-
down, which will now last un-
til Aug. 28 at 12:01 a.m., for a to-
tal of 63 days.

Under new restrictions, resi-
dents in Greater Sydney and
surrounding areas must limit
their shopping to within their
Local Government Area
(LGA) or, if outside their LGA,

within 10 km from home.
Three LGA will join the five
existing LGAs of concern
with tightened restrictions
where only authorized work-
ers could leave local areas for
work.
New Zealand reports 1 case
New Zealand reported one
case of Covid-19 in a recent re-
turnee in a managed isolation
facility, and no cases in the
community on Wednesday.
The newly imported case
came from the United States
and has remained in a man-
aged isolation and quarantine
facility in Auckland, accord-
ing to the Ministry of Health.

Western wildiires calm down in cool weather

INDIAN FALLS (US): Cooler
weather on Tuesday helped
calm two gigantic wildfires in
the US West, but a tally of
property losses mounted as
authorities got better access to a
tiny California community
savaged by flames last weekend
and to a remote area of
southern Oregon where the
nation's largest blaze 1is
burning.

Scientists say evidence shows
Oregon's Bootleg Fire generated
its own "fire tornado" this
month, with winds higher than
111 mph (179 kph). The rare phe-
nomenon is associated with ex-
treme fire behavior spawned by
dry, hot conditions, experts said.

Meanwhile, teams reviewing
damage from the massive Dixie
Fire in the mountains of North-
ern California have so far count-
ed 36 structures destroyed and
seven damaged in the remote
community of Indian Falls, said

Nick Truax, an incident com-
mander for the fire. It's unclear
if that figure included homes or
smaller buildings.

The assessment was about
half done, Truax said in an on-
line briefing Monday night, and
the work depends on fire activi-
ty. The Dixie Fire has scorched
more than 325 square miles (842
square Kilometers), an area big-
ger than New York City, and it
was partially contained Tues-
day. More than 10,000 homes

were threatened in the region
about 175 miles (282 kilometers)
northeast of San Francisco.

A historic drought and recent
heat waves tied to climate
change have made wildfires
harder to fight in the American
West. Scientists say climate
change has made the region
much warmer and drier in the
past 30 years and will continue
to make weather more extreme
and wildfires more frequent and
destructive.
