SURAT: When thou-
sands of passengers landing
at or taking off from the Dubai
Airport were worried for their
lives due to the flooding there,
a man was working on how
to bring gold to India without
paying duties.

He succeeded and his
flight was among the last few
to take off amid heavy rain.

However, he ran out of
luck when he landed at Surat
International Airport (SIA) on
Wednesday.

Customs officials recov-
ered 240 gram of gold worth
Rs 18 lakh from the passen-
ger.

The gold consignment
included four pieces hidden in
the cavity of airpod charging
cases and one gold semicir-
cular piece fixed inside a mini
juice blender. The recovered
gold was of 24 carat purest
form. In the juicer, the gold
piece was fixed in place of a
magnetic part.

In the airpod, the ear-

N airpods

plugs were inside the charg-
ing case and working. The
man used the cavity inside the
airpod charging cases and got
gold pieces prepared of accu-
rate size.

After the arrival of the
Dubai flight at Surat, the pas-
senger was asked to step
aside. The passenger did not
disclose if he was carrying any
valuables that attract import
duty. The officials examined
his luggage but failed to re-
cover anything.

Meanwhile, customs of-
ficials noticed packed boxes of
airpod. The airpods were
packed like brand new com-
pany packed boxes. On suspi-
cion, the officials opened the
boxes.

There were earplugs in-
side the charging case. It
again confused the officials
but ultimately one more at-
tempt helped them reveal
gold bars when they sepa-
rated the case cover from in-
ternal parts.

CR misses ‘vijay muhurat’

as crowd swells in Navsari

SURAT: State BIJP
president and Navsari MP,
CR Paatil, missed the ‘vijay
muhurat’ of 12.39pm on
Thursday after a massive
show of strength that saw a
large number of people
flooding his roadshow to the
collector’s office in Navsari.

Paatil, who had won
Navsari seat in 2019 with a
staggering margin of 6.89
lakh votes, will file the
nomination papers on
Friday. Chief Minister
Bhupendra Patel, BJ]P
general secretary Ratnakar,
finance minister Kanu Desai,
and junior home minister
Harsh Sanghavi were
accompanying Paatil in the
roadshow of that started

from his campaign office
and passed through Circuit
House, Lunsikui Ground,
court complex, Juna Thana,
Vivekanand Statue and
Shivani Park to reach the
collector office. Patil was
supposed to submit his
papers at 12:39pm sharp.
However, he could not reach
in time “Paatil religiously fol
lows the muhurt tradition of
the Hindu faith. He believes
such beliefs are important to
get success,” said a senior
BJP leader. “As a large
number of people converged
on the roadshow route to
greet Paatil, he could not
reach the collector's office
in time and missed the
muhurat of 12.39 pm. We

follow Hindu culture and
that's why the muhurat is
important for us,” said
Narottam Patel, a BIP
veteran and former minister.
Jigar Jani, the priest who
was supposed to perform
rituals before the nomination
form submission, confirmed
that Paatil will file his papers
on Friday. Friday is the last
date for filing nomination
papers for all the 26 Lok
Sabha seats in Gujarat.
Polling on all these seats will
be held on May 7. Patil was
supposed to submit his
papers at 12:39pm sharp.
However, he could not reach
in time “Paatil religiously fol
lows the muhurt tradition of
the Hindu faith.

Ahmedabadd : Marking
her debut in active political
campaigning in the upcoming
Lok Sabha polls, the Aam
Aadmi Party on Tuesday
announced that Sunita
Kejriwal - wife of Delhi chief
minister Arvind Kejriwal will be
a star campaigner for the
party in the Lok Sabha polls in
Gujarat. Her name figures at
the top immediately after
Arvind Kejriwal on a list of 40
star campaigners for the
state.

Kejriwal was arrested by
the Enforcement Directorate
(ED) on March 21 in a money
laundering case linked to the
now-scrapped Delhi excise

policy and is currently lodged
in Tihar jail. Gujarat goes to
polls in a single phase on May
7. Of the 26 Lok Sabha seats
in Gujarat, the AAP is fighting
two -- Bharuch and Bhavnagar
-- as part of the INDIA bloc,
while its ally Congress is
contesting the remaining 24
seats. The AAP has fielded
sitting MLAs Chaitar Vasava
from Bharuch and Umesh
Makwana from Bhavnagar.
Sunita had marked her
first big presence at the INDIA
Alliance show of unity on
March 31 where in her maiden
political speech, Sunita read
out a message purportedly
written by her husband from

the Enforcement Directorate’s
custody.

Since the Delhi CM and
AAP national convener was
arrested, Sunita has been
seen reading out his
messages in digital press
conferences and conveying it
to party leaders and MLAs. As
star campaigner, she will now
be stepping into an active role
in steering the party's political
outreach in Gujarat seen as a
BJP bation and Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's home turf.

The list of star
campaigners submitted to the
Election Commission of India
also includes names of former
deputy CM Manish Sisodia and

former health minister

Satyendar Jain. They too
are currently lodged in Tihar
jail. By putting their names on
the list, AAP has reiterated its
position since the arrest of
Kejriwal that he remains the
face of the party. While
Sisodia is in jail in the same
case, Jain is lodged in prison
in a separate money
laundering case.

The list also has hames of
AAP's senior leaders - Punjab
CM Bhagwant Mann, Rajya
Sabha MPs Sandeep Pathak,
Sanjay Singh and Raghav
Chadha who has been out of
action for quite some time
now as he underwent an

emergency eye surgery in
London at the end of March
and was asked to rest for
about three weeks. He is yet
to return. Delhi ministers
including Gopal Rai who is also
the Delhi state convener of
AAP, Atishi, Saurabh
Bhardwaj, Kailash Gahlot and
Imran Hussain are on the list
of 40. AAP national secretary
Pankaj Gupta and party’s
current president Isudan
Gadhvi and former Gujarat
state president Gopal Italia are
also star campaigners. AAP
had won five seats in the
assembly polls in the state in
2022 with a vote share of
12.92%.

Terrific 25 for Gujarat
in UPSC results

Ahmedabad/Surat:
Tuesday was a historic day for
Gujarat with a record 25
Union Public Service
Commission (UPSQC)
candidates from the state
clearing the exam, surpassing
the previous record of 22 in
2014. Among them are five
women, which too is a first for
the state. Out of the 25, three
finished in the top 100, while
three others carried ranks
between 101 and 200. Among
the state’s toppers is Anjali
Thakur from Surat ranked
43rd who is looking at a career
in the Indian Administrative
Service (IAS). "It is a dream
come true. I started
preparations in 2019 and
worked hard during the Covid
pandemic. In my second
attempt, I was selected in
Indian Post and
Telecommunication Accounts
and Financial Service for which
I was undergoing training,"
she told TOI. Thakur, who

Ahmedabad: Delhi
Capitals head coach Ricky
Ponting believes his team has
to be very good every day to
stay ahead of others in the
IPL. The Capitals take on the
Gujarat Titans here on
Wednesday.

Addressing the media in
a pre-match press confer-
ence, Ponting said, "The over-
riding message from me to
the players over the last six
games is how close we've
been. We could easily be sit-
ting here with five wins and
one loss. So, we understand
how close we are and how
close the tournament is, but
you can't afford to be close
to be good in the IPL. You've
got to turn up and be very
good every day."

Asked if Titans' leg spin-
ner Rashid Khan and left-arm
wrist spinner Noor Ahmad
bowling to Capitals' left-
handers would benefit the
visitors, the former Austral-
ian captain said, "We will
structure our batting order to-
morrow to make sure that
we've got the right batsmen
against their spinners in
those crucial middle overs of
the game. There's even a
possibility that we can throw
some of our other left-
handers up slightly higher in
order to try and combat what
GT do with their spin bowl-
ing. The other thing that I'm
not ruling out tomorrow is that
they might even play another
spinner (Jayant Yadav). So
these are all the scenarios
that we're talking about."

He added, "The batters
are aware of the skill set
they'll need tomorrow to take
on this Gujarat side. We are
just looking forward to the
contest." Talking about the
team's campaign so far,
Ponting said, "We know
we've got to get better in cer-
tain areas of our cricket. And
trust me, we're working re-
ally hard every day to make
sure that we're as well pre-
pared as we can be."

Wife of man
‘missing’ from
lock-up refuses

compensation

Ahmedabad: The wife of
a man who allegedly went
missing from police lock-up
four years ago has refused to
accept any compensation that
may be offered to her as sug-
gested by the Gujarat high
court. After the police told the
court that all efforts made by
them to trace Jivaji Chauhan,
a resident of Bardoli Bariya vil-
lage near Dehgam, have been
futile, the court suggested she
be given some compensation
with an assurance that the
search for him will continue.
However, the petitioner’s wife
is not inclined to accept the
compensation and wants him
produced in the court. Chauhan
was arrested by Dehgam po-
lice in March 2020 and has not
returned home since. His wife
Savitaben filed a habeas cor-
pus petition urging that he be
produced in the court.
Savitaben claimed her hus-
band was arrested by assist-
ant sub-inspector Rameshgiri
Goswami in connection with a
scuffle in the village and taken
to Dehgam police station. He
has not been heard of since.
Upon HC's queries, it was re-
vealed that the man was de-
tained and ordered to be re-
leased on bail by an executive
magistrate. However, at the
same time, an FIR was lodged
against him. While cops
claimed Jivaji was allowed to
go, his wife disputed it. This
led the HC to order
Gandhinagar superintendent of
police to take up the probe. CID
(Crime) was later roped in to
trace him but to no avail. An
FIR was also filed against ASI
Goswami at a belated stage,
in Aug 2023, and an investiga-
tion was initiated into what had
transpired after Jivaji’s arrest.
As Jivaji's whereabouts re-
mained unknown despite a
long search, the judges sug-
gested the petitioner may be
given some compensation with
an assurance that her accept-
ing it would not put an end to
the case and that the cops will
continue looking for him.

Widow ends life over water crisis

Rajkot: The suicide of a 52-year-old woman in Bhuj town
of Kutch on April 13 has been revealed to be a fall-out of
frequent fights with neighbours over water due to the acute
scarcity prevailing since a fortnight. The woman, Jamna Birsa,
who was living alone after her husband’s death, was found
hanging by her daughter Chhaya who rushed to Bhuj from
Gandhidham as she did not answer her calls. Based on Chhaya’s
complaint, the Bhuj City B-division police lodged an abetment
to suicide offence against 11 people including Arvind Rajgot,
his wife Bhavna and two sons Mit and Anjul, and others.
