1 The above results have been reviewed by the Audit Committee and are approved by the Board of
Directors of the Company at their meeting held on May 21, 2024. The statutory Auditors of the Company
have expressed unqualified opinion on these Financial Reults.

2 The above financial results have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards
(referred to as "Ind AS") as prescribed under section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with
Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules as amended from time to time.

3 The Company had opted Tax U/s.115BAA applicable to Domestic Companies w.e.f. Financial year 2021-
2022 and accordingly, tax expenses have been calculated and provided for.

4 The Company has not recognised deferred tax assets on all deductible temporary differences based on
the certainty and virtual certainty requirement as per Ind AS 12 Income taxes.

5 The Company has an investment of X 5969.82 lakhs in its wholly owned subsidiary i.e. Standard Salt
Works Limited. In view of the long-term strategic nature of the investment in leasehold rights to salt
pans and the growth prospects of the subsidiary which is engaged in the manufacture of salt from the
significant leased salt pans that it is holding, no provision for diminution in the value of the investment is
considered necessary at this stage.

6 The Company has an Apartment Building with Free hold land situated at Prabhadevi, Mumbai-400025.
The Company is exploring various opportunities available for enhancing the value of the property.
Accordingly, the Net Written Down Value (Net of Block) of % 479.19 lakhs is transferred from "Property,
Plant and Equipment" and "Investment property" accounts respectively to Property Under Development
(Stock in trade).

7 The Board of Directors of the Company in their meeting held on March 15, 2024 have declared Interim
Dividend of Re. 0.50 per Equity Share of X 5/- each ( 10 % on the face value of % 5/- each). The same is
paid on April 12th 2024.

8 The Board of Directors of the Company, in their meeting held on May 21, 2024, has recommended a
Final Dividend of Rs. 0.55 per equity share of Rs.5/- each (11% on the face value of Rs.5/- each), which is
subject to approval of Shareholders in the Annual General Meeting.
The Standard Industries Limited has not accounted for the Final Dividend as a liability as per Ind AS 10 as
the dividend is declared after the reporting period.

9 The code of Social Security , 2020 (“Code”) relating to employee benefits during employment and post-
employment benefits has been notified in the Official Gazatte on 29th September, 2020. The draft rules
have been released on November 13, 2020 and suggestions invited from stakeholders are under
consideration by the Ministry. The impact of the change will be reassessed and accounted in the period
in which said rules are notified for implementation.

10 The figures of the last quarter are the balancing figures between the audited figures in respect of the full
financial year and the published year to date figures upto the third quarter of financial year.

2 The above financial results have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (referred to as "Ind
AS") as prescribed under section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Companies (Indian Accounting Standards)
Rules as amended from time to time.

3 The Group had opted Tax U/s.115BAA applicable to Domestic Companies w.e.f. Financial year 2021-2022 and
accordingly, tax expenses have been calculated and provided for.

4 The Group has not recognised deferred tax assets on all deductible temporary differences based on the certainty and
virtual certainty requirement as per Ind AS 12 Income taxes.

5 The Standard Industries Limited has an Apartment Building with Free hold land situated at Prabhadevi, Mumbai-
400025. The The Standard Industries Limited is exploring various opportunities available for enhancing-the value of the
property.

Accordingly, the Net Written Down Value (Net of Block) of X 479.19 lakhs is transferred from "Property, Plant and
Equipment" and "Investment property" accounts respectively to Property Under Development (Stock in trade).

6 The Board of Directors of Standard Industries Limited in their meeting held on March 15, 2024 has declared Interim
Dividend of Re. 0.50 per Equity Share of X 5/- each { 10 % on the face value of X 5/- each). The same is paid on April
12th, 2024. '

7 The Board of Directors of Standard Industries Limited , in their meeting held on May 21, 2024, has recommended a Final
Dividend of Rs. 0.55 per equity share of Rs.5/- each (11% on the face value of Rs.5/- each), which is subject to approval
of Shareholders in the Annual General Meeting.
