Lakhs of devotees takes 
a holy dip in Gangasagar

Kolkata :In the Treta 
Yuga, on the same 
auspicious auspicious 
time of Makar 
Sankranti, 31 lakh 
devotees took a dip of 
faith on the same sea 
shore on which Ganga 
descended from heaven 
and gave salvation to 
sixty thousand sons of 
King Sagar on the day 
of Makar Sankranti. .

By the way, the 
auspicious time of 
holy bath started from 
6:53 am on Saturday 
morning, which will 
continue till 6:53 pm on 
Sunday evening. Here, 
the devotees started 
taking a dip from 
6:00 am on Saturday. 
Mahant Gyandas of 
Kapil Muni Ashram 
told that a large 
number of pilgrims 
had started taking 
a dip in Gangasagar 
since 6:00 am on 
Saturday. Countless 
number of Naga, Nath 
and other community 
sadhus, including 
lakhs of women, 
men and youths who 
have arrived from the 
country and the world, 
have taken a dip in 
the hope of attaining 
salvation on this sea 
shore. The duration 
of holy bath has been 
fixed for 48 hours. 
Meanwhile, the health 
of two pilgrims became 
critical. One person 
is a resident of Nepal 

while the other is a 
resident of Gosaba in 
West Bengal. Both 
have been airlifted 
from the sea coast 
and admitted to the 
hospital in Kolkata.

State Electricity 
Minister Arup Biswas 
said that more than 
31 lakh pilgrims have 
taken the holy dip. 
There will be more 
rush in the next two 
days. As a result, the 
administration believes 
that by Sunday 
evening the number of 
devotees may increase 
to 50 lakhs. This time 
the wedding of Punya 
Snan is also at night, 
that is why the district 
administration has 
additionally installed 
33 high mast lights 
and 90 lamp posts. 
He told that this 
time there is facility 
of e-darshan and 
e-bath in Gangasagar, 
in which a large 
number of people are 
participating. At the 
same time, State Public 
Health and Technical 
Minister Pulak Roy 
also claimed that 30 
to 40 lakh people 
have taken bath. 
Top officials of the 
district administration 
including Fire Minister 
Sujit Bose are also 
present on the spot. 

On the other hand, 
Gangasagar Bakkhali 
Vikas Parishad and 

Sagar Panchayat 
Samiti have launched 
a special program to 
make the sea plastic-
free. District Magistrate 
Sumit Gupta said that 
keeping the entire area 
plastic free is not only 
the responsibility of 
the administration but 
also of the common 
people. For this, 
massive awareness 
campaigns have been 
conducted. People 
have been given cloth 
bags instead of plastic 
ones. Pickpockets are 
also cleaning their 
hands in the crowd 
of Gangasagar. So 
far 12 people have 
complained of being 
pick pocketed. 29 
such suspects have 
also been arrested. 
30 thousand 750 
stolen rupees have 
been recovered.As 
early as the morning, 
the pilgrims left their 
respective camps and 
went for holy bath 
and started taking 
a dip on the banks 
of the meeting of 
Ganga and Sagar. For 
their convenience, 
the administration 
had made elaborate 
arrangements. More 
than 10,000 personnel 
of Police, Civil Defence, 
Home Guards, Navy 
and Coast Guard 
have taken up the 
responsibility of 
protecting the pilgrims.

US-Japan reiterate support for

Washington : The 
United States and 
Japan reiterated their 
support for the ASEAN 
Outlook on the Indo-
Pacific.

The joint statement 
stressed that we will 
continue to support 
ASEAN centrality 
and unity as well as 
the ASEAN Outlook 
on the Indo-Pacific. 
We are committed 
to strengthening 
important trilateral 
cooperation between 
Japan, the Republic of 
Korea and the United 
States in security and 
other areas. Earlier, 

in a joint Oval Office 
media appearance, 
Biden said that never 
before has the US been 
closer to Japan.

Together with 
Australia and India, 
we will ensure that the 
Quad is committed to 
benefiting the region 
by delivering results 
on global health, cyber 
security, climate, 
emerging technologies 
and maritime domain 
awareness, the joint 
statement said. We 
are creating a force for 
good. Apart from this, 
both the countries said 
in their joint statement 
that we will work with an 
unbreakable bilateral 
relationship as our 
foundation. By which 
we will collaborate with 
others in the region and 
beyond, for the benefit 
of the Indo-Pacific and 
the world.

New Delhi :During the last 24 hours, 179 
new patients infected with the corona virus 
have appeared in the country. 208 patients have 
recovered during this period.

According to the data 
released on Saturday 
by the union Health 
Ministry, there are 2,227 
active cases of corona virus 
in the country. So far 
4,41,47,983 people have 
recovered from Corona in the 
country.

In the last 24 hours, 1.74 lakh samples were 
tested across the country. So far, a total of 91.31 
crore people have been tested for corona. The 
country's current recovery rate is 98.8 and the 
daily infection rate is 0.10 percent. In the last 24 
hours, 52,577 doses of corona vaccine were given. 
With this, a total of 220.16 crore vaccines have 
been given in the country so far.

Uproar in Brazil: Investigation will also be 
done against former President Jair Bolsonaro

Brasilia : Former 
President Jair 
Bolsonaro is also 
facing the brunt of the 
investigation in the 
recent riots in Brazil's 
capital Brasilia. The 
Supreme Court of 
Brazil has accepted 
this demand of the 
present government. 
Jair Bolsonaro's party 
was defeated after the 
elections held in Brazil 
recently and he had to 
leave the presidency. 

His supporters took 
to the streets after 
Bolsonaro was stripped 
of his presidency. Due to 
this, there were riots in 
Brazil's capital Brasilia, 
in which supporters of 
former President Jair 
Bolsonaro entered the 
country's parliament 
and created havoc.

Now the Supreme 
Court of Brazil 
has approved the 
involvement of the 
former President in the 

investigation of that 
case. Actually, in this 
case, the prosecutor 
had appealed to the 
Supreme Court that 
Jair Bolsonaro should 
also be taken under 
investigation, which 
was accepted by 
the Supreme Court. 
Prosecutors alleged that 
the former president 
posted a video on his 
social media account 
on January 10, alleging 
vote-rigging.

Soldier injured in IED blast 
near CRPF camp in Bijapur

Bijapur : A CRPF 
jawan was injured in 
an IED blast planted by 
Maoists in Naxal-affected 
Tarrem police station 
area of Chhattisgarh's 
Bijapur district. Bijapur 
Superintendent of Police 
Anjaneya Varshney has 
confirmed this.

According to 
Superintendent of Police 
Varshney, the blast 
took place on Saturday 
morning at some distance 

from Pegdapalli CRPF 
camp on Bijapur-Sukma 
road. At around 8:30 in 
the morning, the security 
force teams had left on the 
Naxalite operation. During 
this blast, CRPF ASI 
Mohammad Aslam was 
injured. He has serious leg 
injuries. He is undergoing 
treatment at Basaguda 
Hospital. Preparations are 
being made to refer them 
to Raipur by Chopper for 
better treatment.

Jammu-Srinagar National 
Highway closes due to 

snowfall
Jammu :The Jammu-

Srinagar National 
Highway remained closed 
for the second day on 
Saturday. The highway 
has been closed for 
vehicular movement due 
to increased slippage after 
snowfall.

The Naugam-Banihal 
sector has become 
slippery after Friday's 
snowfall. Stones and 
debris fell from the 
mountains at Mehar and 

Ramban during Friday's 
rain on the highway.
Workers cleared the 
highway on Saturday with 
the help of machines. 
cleared.

Ramban SSP (Traffic) 
Mohita Sharma said that 
efforts are being made to 
make the highway traffic-
worthy. People must get 
information about the 
latest condition of the 
highway before starting 
the journey.
