Commenting on the performance, Mr. Akshay Modi, Joint Managing Director, of Modi Naturals, said,

“The ethanol division went live during the quarter; however, stabilisation of the plant is still a work in

progress; consequently, operations are conducted at a reduced capacity utilisation.

Branded division continues to perform well as of 9MFY24, revenue grew by 7% to Rs 127.1 crores and
EBITDA improved from Rs. 2.3 crores in 9MFY23 to Rs. 13.1 crores. Enhanced product offerings and
increased distribution channels have supported the segment. Further, we are still committed to

increasing product offerings in online and offline stores.

Our bulk division is currently experiencing slight challenges due to the continuing reduction in oil prices.

However, we have begun to see some relief in price stabilisation.”
