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Ant to raise $34.5 bn in 
biggest IPO of all time
The IPO is on track to surpass Saudi Aramco’s $29 bn share sale last year

J ack Ma’s Ant Group Co. is set to raise
about $34.5 billion through initial
public offerings in Shanghai and
Hong Kong, a blockbuster listing
that will rank as the biggest IPO ever
and make it one of the most valuable

finance firms on the planet.
The fintech giant will have a market

value of $315 billion even before exercis-
ing its greenshoe option, based on Mon-
day’s filings. That’s about the same valua-
tion as JPMorgan Chase & Co. and four
times larger than Goldman Sachs Group.

The IPO is attracting interest from
some of the world’s biggest money man-
agers, and sparking a frenzy among indi-
vidual investors in China clamouring for
a piece of the sale. In the preliminary price
consultation of its Shanghai IPO, institu-
tional investors subscribed for over 76 bil-
lion shares, or over 284 times of the initial
offline offering tranche, according to
Ant’s Shanghai offering announcement.

“This was the first time such a big list-
ing, the largest in human history, was
priced outside New York City,” billionaire
founder Ma told the Bund Summit in
Shanghai on Saturday. “We wouldn’t have
dared to think about it five years, or even
three years ago.”

Such demand puts the
much-anticipated IPO on
track to surpass Saudi
Aramco’s $29 billion sale last
year. Ant priced its Shanghai
stock at 68.8 yuan ($10.27)
apiece and its Hong Kong
shares at HK$80 ($10.32)
each. Ant may raise another $5.17 billion if
it exercises its greenshoe options.

This is “a homecoming for capital mar-
kets in Shanghai and Hong Kong”, said
existing investor John Ho, founder of Jan-
chor Partners. Ho, who invested $400
million in Ant two years ago, added that
he’s trying to secure a bigger allocation of
the Hong Kong shares and that being able

to invest in Ant “is priceless”.
T. Rowe Price Group, UBS Asset Man-

agement and FMR, the parent of Fidelity
Investments, are among the money man-
agers angling for a piece of the deal, a per-
son familiar with the matter said.

The fintech giant that runs the Alipay

platform is charging ahead with its land-
mark offering just days ahead of the US
presidential election.

The Hong Kong listing day will be on 5
November, only two days after the US
vote, an event that could spark market vol-
atility if the vote is disputed or counting
delayed.

Ant has picked China International

Capital Corp. (CICC) and CSC Financial
Co. to lead its Shanghai leg of the IPO.
CICC, Citigroup Inc., JPMorgan and Mor-
gan Stanley are heading the Hong Kong
offering. Existing Ant shareholders won’t
be able to sell shares for six months,
according to the filings.

The company will issue no
more than 1.67 billion shares
in China, equivalent to 5.5% of
the total outstanding before
the greenshoe, according to
its prospectus on the Shang-
hai stock exchange. It will
issue the same amount for the
Hong Kong offering, or about

3.3 billion shares in total.
Alibaba Group Holding Ltd, which was

co-founded by Ma and currently owns
about a third of Ant, has agreed to sub-
scribe for 730 million of the Shanghai
shares, which will be listed in Shanghai
under the ticker ‘688688’, according to
the prospectus. Alibaba will hold about
32% of Ant shares after the IPO.

2. The above un-audited consolidated financial results for the quarter and six months period ended on September 30, 2020 have been reviewed and recommended by the Audit Committee
and approved by the Board of Directors of the Company at their respective meetings held on October 26, 2020. The statutory auditors have conducted the “”Limited Review”” of the
financial statements and have issued an unmodified audit opinion.

3. The financial results have been prepared in accordance with the Indian Accounting Standards (‘Ind AS’) prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Companies
(Indian Accounting Standards) Rules as amended from time to time.

4. Pursuant to a Scheme of Arrangement u/s 230 and 232 of the Companies Act, 2013 between Hindustan Media Ventures Limited [Resulting Company] and a fellow subsidiary company
viz. India Education Services Private Limited (IESPL) [Demerged Company], and their respective shareholders (Scheme), sanctioned by Hon’ble National Company Law Tribunal, Kolkata
Bench and New Delhi Bench vide their respective orders dated August 5, 2019 (amended vide order dated August 28, 2019) (certified copy received on November 08, 2019) and
October 22, 2019 (certified copy received on November 11, 2019) respectively, the Business to Consumer (B2C) business of Demerged Company along with its related assets and
liabilities has been transferred to Resulting Company.
Certified copy of the orders sanctioning the Scheme have been filed with Registrar of Companies (RoC), Delhi and Bihar on November 19, 2019. Accordingly, the Scheme has been
given effect in accordance with Appendix C “Business combinations of entities under common control” of Ind AS 103 (Business Combinations). Consequently, the numbers related to
the comparative period (i.e., quarter and six months ended September 30, 2019) have been restated accordingly.
Pursuant to the Scheme, the Resulting Company has allotted its 2,77,778 equity shares of INR 10 each to the shareholders of Demerged Company on December 5, 2019 in the
proportion of 10 equity shares of INR 10 each fully paid up of the Resulting Company for every 72 equity shares of INR 10 each fully paid up of the Demerged Company.
Till the date of issue and allotment of aforesaid shares (paid-up value INR 27,77,780), these shares were accounted for in share suspense account. The same have been considered for
calculation of earnings per shares and paid up share capital for the comparative period (i.e., quarter and six months period ended on September 30, 2019).”
