More ‘may die’ of Covid: Biden

Washington: President-elect
Joe Biden has warned that many
more Americans “may die” if
incumbent President Donald
Trump does not cooperate with
the transition process and ham-
per the incoming administra-
tion’s ability to tackle the dead-
ly coronavirus pandemic.

According to media pro-
jections, Democrat Biden has
won the November 3 presiden-
tial election. Biden has 306
votes in the electoral college,
surpassing the 270 threshold
needed to win.

However, Trump, a
Republican, has not conceded
and instead alleged election
fraud without presenting any
significant evidence. The Trump
campaign has also mounted
legal fights in a number of bat-
tleground states where he lost.

“More people may die if we
don’t coordinate,” Biden said in
his home state of Delaware on
Monday, responding to a ques-
tion on President Trump refus-
ing to concede the election and

the outgoing administration
not co-operating in the transi-
tion process.

The US Government
agency that launches transition
process — the General Services
Administration (GSA), headed
by a Trump appointee — has yet
to recognise Biden and his run-
ning mate Kamala Harris as
winners.

The Trump-appointed
administrator of the General
Services Administration has so
far refused to take the legally
necessary step to begin the
transition process, which would
give Biden’s team a budget,
intelligence briefings and access
to federal agencies.

“A vaccine is important. It’s
of little use until you're vacci-
nated. So, how do we get the
vaccine, how do we get over 300
million Americans vaccinated?
What’s the game plan? It's a
huge, huge, huge undertaking to
get it done, prioritise those
greatest in need and working
our way through, and also

cooperate with the World
Health Organisation and the
rest of the world in dealing with
this,” he said.

“So they (Trump adminis-
tration) say they have this ‘Warp
Speed’ programme that not
only dealt with getting vac-
cines, but also how to distribute
this.

The number of COVID-19
infections in the US has reached
new heights in recent days,
surpassing 160,000 cases in one
day for the first time since the
outbreak began. More than
247,000 people have died in the
US do the disease.

Dr Anthony Fauci, the top
US infectious diseases expert,
has warned that the country
faces “a very challenging and
ominous situation” as it
approaches winter.

Calling nationwide vaccine
distribution a “huge undertak-
ing”, Biden said that if his team
had to wait until 20 January - his
presidential inauguration - until
they could begin work on the

distribution programme, they
would be behind by “over a
month, month and a half”,

Biden said coordination is
important “now, or as rapidly as
we can get that done,” and said
that “it would make it a lot eas-
ier if the President were to par-
ticipate”

“I am hopeful that the
President will be mildly more
enlightened before we get to
January 20,” he said.

“The idea the President is
still playing golf and not doing
anything about it is beyond my
comprehension,” Biden said.

Biden also criticised Trump
for failing to work with
Congress to negotiate a measure
to aid businesses and unem-
ployed Americans as the pan-
demic rages heading into the
winter.

Biden was also asked about
his thoughts on Trump’s tweet
over the weekend where he
first seemed to acknowledge
that Biden had won the election.
However, soon after Trump

said he would not concede,
and that he had won.

He called Trump’s refusal to
acknowledge he lost the elec-
tion, despite calls to do so from
both sides, “totally irresponsi-
ble”

“lI interpret that as
Trumping-ism, no change in his
modus operandi. And I think
the pressure will continue to
build,” he said.

The President-elect said
that he is having a lot of meet-
ings with world leaders on the
telephone and he can get into
negotiating with them about
things that are going to be
done. They are calling with
some degree of enthusiasm
everyone from a holy father to
prime ministers across the
globe.

“So we are moving along
knowing what the outcome
will be and ... but I find this
more embarrassing for the
country than debilitating for
my ability to get started,” Biden
said. PTI

Australia, Japan to
bolster defence ties
amid China’s rise

Tokyo: Australian Prime
Minister Scott Morrison is in
Japan to hold talks with his
Japanese counterpart, Yoshihide
Suga, to bolster defence ties
between the two US allies to
counter China’s growing
assertiveness in the Asia-Pacific
region amid a transition in
American leadership.

The two countries are close
to concluding a Reciprocal
Access Agreement, a legal
framework to allow their
troops to visit each other’s
countries and conduct training
and joint operations.

Morrison and Suga are to
hold talks later Tuesday and
may conclude the deal. They
are also expected to discuss the
coronavirus and the economy,
Japanese officials said.

If signed, it will be Japan’s
first such agreement since the
1960 status of forces agreement
with the United States, which
set bases for about 50,000
American troops to operate in
and around Japan under the
Japan-US security pact.

Japan is committed to
maintain and deepen its 60-
year-old alliance with the US as

Hate crimes in US reach highest
level in more than a decade

Washington: Hate crimes in
the US. Rose to the highest
level in more than a decade as
federal officials also recorded
the highest number of hate-
motivated killings since the
FBI began collecting that data
in the early 1990s, according to
an FBI report released Monday.

There were 51 hate crime
murders in 2019, which
includes 22 people who were
killed in a shooting that tar-
geted Mexicans at a Walmart in
the border city of El Paso,
Texas, the report said.

The suspect in that August

2019 shooting, which left two
dozen other people injured,
was charged with both state
and federal crimes in what
authorities said was an attempt
to scare Hispanics into leaving
the United States.

There were 7,314 hate
crimes last year, up from 7,120
the year before — and
approaching the 7,783 of 2008.

The FBI's annual report
defines hate crimes as those
motivated by bias based on a
person’s race, religion or sexu-
al orientation, among other cat-
egories. AP

SpaceX capsule with four
astronauts reaches space station

Cape Canaveral: SpaceX’s
newly launched capsule with
four astronauts arrived Monday
at the International Space
Station, their new home until
spring.

The Dragon capsule pulled
up and docked late Monday
night, following a 27-hour, com-
pletely automated flight from
NASA’s Kennedy Space Center.
The linkup occurred 262 miles
(422 kilometers) above Idaho.

“Oh, what a good voice to
hear space station astronaut
Kate Rubins called out when the
Dragon’s commander, Mike

Hopkins, first made radio con-
tact. “We can’t wait to have you
on board,” she added after the
two spacecraft were latched
together.

This is the second astronaut
mission for SpaceX. But it’s the
first time Elon Musks compa-
ny delivered a crew for a full
half-year station stay. The two-
pilot test flight earlier this year
lasted two months.

The three Americans and
one Japanese astronaut will
remain at the orbiting lab until
their replacements arrive on
another Dragon in April. AP

Washington: Barack Obama
has said that he had ruled out
involving Pakistan in the raid
on Osama bin Laden’s hideout
because it was an “open secret”
that certain elements inside
Pakistan’s military, and espe-
cially its intelligence services,
maintained links to the Taliban
and perhaps even al-Qaeda,
sometimes using them as
strategic assets against
Afghanistan and India.

Giving a blow-by-blow
account of the Abbottabad raid
by American commandos that
killed the world’s most wanted
terrorist on May 2, 2011 in his
latest book “A Promised Land”,
the former US president said
that the top secret operation
was opposed by the then
defence secretary Robert Gates
and his former vice president
Joe Biden, who is now the
President-elect.

In the book that hit the

I decided we had enough infor-
mation to begin developing
options for an attack on the
compound. While the CIA
team continued to work on
identifying the Pacer, I asked
Tom Donilon and John
Brennan to explore what a
raid would look like,” Obama
writes in his memoir.

The need for secrecy added
to the challenge; if even the
slightest hint of our lead on bin
Laden leaked, we knew our
opportunity would be lost. As
aresult, only a handful of peo-
ple across the entire federal
government were read into the
planning phase of the opera-
tion, he said.

“We had one other con-
straint: Whatever option we
chose could not involve the
Pakistanis,” he wrote.

“Although Pakistan’s gov-
ernment cooperated with us on
a host of counterterrorism
operations and provided a vital
supply path for our forces in
Afghanistan, it was an open
secret that certain elements
inside the country’s military,
and especially its intelligence

services, maintained links to
the Taliban and perhaps even
al-Qaeda, sometimes using
them as strategic assets to
ensure that the Afghan gov-
ernment remained weak and
unable to align itself with
Pakistan’s number one rival,
India,” Obama revealed.

Despite all the risks
involved, Obama and his
national security team opted
for the second option, but not
before multiple rounds of dis-
cussions and intensive plan-
ning.
“Joe (Biden) also weighed
in against the raid, arguing that
given the enormous conse-
quences of failure, I should
defer any decision until the
intelligence community was
more certain that bin Laden
was in the compound.

“As had been true in every
major decision I'd made as
president, I appreciated Joe’s
willingness to buck the pre-
vailing mood and ask tough
questions, often in the interest
of giving me the space I need-
ed for my own internal delib-
erations, Obama wrote.

Brussels: NATO Secretary-
General Jens Stoltenberg
warned on Tuesday that the
military organisation could
pay a heavy price for leaving
Afghanistan too early, after a
US Official said President
Donald Trump is expected to
withdraw a significant number
of American troops from
Afghanistan in the coming
weeks.

“We now face a difficult
decision. We have been in
Afghanistan for almost 20
years, and no NATO ally wants
to stay any longer than neces-
sary. But at the same time, the
price for leaving too soon or in
an uncoordinated way could
be very high,” Stoltenberg said

in a statement.

He said the conflict-rav-
aged country “risks becoming
once again a platform for
international terrorists to plan
and organize attacks on our
homelands. And ISIS (Islamic
State) could rebuild in

Afghanistan the terror
caliphate it lost in Syria and
Iraq”

The US decision comes
just days after Trump installed
a new slate of loyalists in top
Pentagon positions who share
his frustration with the con-
tinued troop presence in the
war zones. The expected plans
would leave 2,500 troops in
Afghanistan after mid-
January. AP

Yemen: Clashes between
Govt, separatists kill 50

Sanaa: Fierce fighting in south-
ern Yemen between Emirati-
backed separatists and the coun-
try’s internationally recognised
government killed nearly 50
fighters this week on both sides,
security officials said on
Tuesday.

The flare-up of clashes in
the province of Abyan was the
latest blow to a cease-fire agree-
ment brokered by Saudi Arabia
late in 2019 with the goal of clos-
ing the rift between the two
sides. The sides are allies in a US-
backed, Saudi-led coalition fight-
ing against the Iranian-backed
Houthi rebels since 2015.

At least 47 fighters were

killed and around 90 others
were wounded in the clashes
centred in Zinjibar, the Abyan
provincial capital, and the offi-
cials described it as the fiercest
in the recent months.

The officials spoke on con-
dition of anonymity because
they weren't authorised to brief
the media. The fighting
between Yemen’s internation-
ally recognised government
and the separatists’ Southern
Transitional Council started
in August 2019. Last fall, the
two sides signed a power-shar-
ing deal in the Saudi capital of
Riyadh, but the agreement was
never implemented. AP
