6-7per centpositivity rate seen
in September and 4-5 per cent
seen inAugust.
“We have found that when

wetested1 lakhpeopleperday,
the positivity ratewas around 2
per cent, while on days when
testingwas around 10,000 per
day,likeonaSunday,thentoothe
ratewas1-2percent.Onanaver-
age, we are doing 30,000-odd
tests per day, and nowwe are
maintainingapositivityrateof1-
2 per cent,” Lakshmanan S,
Assam’sMissionDirector of the
NationalHealthMission,toldThe
Indian Express. “We hope to
maintain this. But the riskof the
virusspreadabsolutelyremains.”
