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Myanmar army’s next problem:
Defeating Suu Kyi in an election

Nation’s election
panel denied fraud
and observers gave

the vote a clean
bill of health

NOWTHAT MYANMAR'S gen-
erals have ousted Aung San
Suu Kyi, they must figure out
how to beat her in an election.

Coup leader Min Aung
Hlaing said Monday he would
revamp the election commis-
sion and hold a “free and fair”
vote once the state of emer-
gency expires in ayear. He jus-
tified the military takeover by
alleging widespread fraud ina
November election in which
Suu Kyi’s National League for
Democracy won more than
80% of available seats.

The claims of a rigged elec-

tion haven’t been backed up by
any credible evidence. Myan-
mar’s election commission re-
jected allegations of fraud and
international observers largely
gave the vote a clean bill of
health.

But those are minor details
for the country’s top generals,
who have been repeatedly
trounced by Suu Kyi dating
back to a 1990 election that
the army also rejected. It took
18 years for a junta to write a
new constitution that guaran-

teed the militaryaveto on any
changes, and its designated
army-backed political party
onlywonin 2010 because Suu
Kyi was under house arrest
and her party boycotted. She
won the last two votes in a
landslide.

“Despite a constitution
that favoured it on several
fronts, military-backed oppo-
sition parties were no match
for the National League of
Democracy come election
time,” said Lee Morgenbesser

German dream shattered as Covid hits jobs

WHEN ABDUL KADER Tizini
graduated with a master’s de-
gree in mechanical engineer-
ing from RWTH Aachen, one of
Germany’s top technical uni-
versities, he thought it would
be a matter of weeks before he
landed his dream job.

Just over a month later the
coronavirus spread to Ger-
many, stopping a decade-long
employment boom in its
tracks.

Now, some 800 job applica-
tions and 80 interviews later,
the 29-year-old Syrian is still
in search of work.

Being a foreigner was a dis-
advantage in getting employ-
ment in Europe’s biggest econ-
omy even before the
pandemic.It has become more
of abarrier now there are fewer
vacancies, Tizini said.

“Companies think, ‘With a
foreigner we’ll have to explain
the idea twice, with a native
only once’” he told Reuters.

Hiring freezes and layoffs
at thousands of German com-

panies mean foreign gradu-
ates like Tizini face fierce com-
petition with native graduates
and unemployed profession-
als.

Unlike German and Euro-
pean Union nationals,who are
entitled to unemployment
benefits and coronavirus aid,
many foreign graduates do not
qualify.

Hundreds of thousands of
international students were
drawn to Germany in the past
decade, encouraged by a rep-
utable yet almost free higher
education system and strong
post-graduation employment
prospects.
