In the first half of 2020, when the entire
country was under some form of lock-
down, Hari Menon, founder and CEO

at online grocery firm BigBasket, knew that
while this unprecedented situation
increased the challenges for his business, it
also presented opportunities. Despite the
operational glitches in the early days of the
lockdown, the e-grocery firm mobilised its
resources so as to be able to deliver essen-
tials to its over 10 million customers across
24 cities. There were even days when the
firm sold over 22 kg of onions and potatoes
every minute, catering to the massive rise
in demand for home delivery.

Sustaining this was no small feat. In
late March, after the lockdown was
announced, the company had lost around
80 per cent of the blue-collar workforce
(which services the essential last mile for
BigBasket) as employees rushed back to
their hometowns and villages. But
BigBasket managed to recover within two
weeks, hiring over 12,000 people to cater to
the 84 per cent rise in the number of new
customers over pre-Covid levels.

Menon believes the pandemic has
advanced BigBasket’s growth by 15 to 18
months and this rise in demand is not a
one-off event. “We have built the company
on resilience and are ready to take off from
here to be one of the top three grocers in the
country, not only in the online but in the
overall segment,” says Menon.

Resilience is one of the biggest qualities
that Menon brings to the table along
with his four co-founders, V S
Sudhakar, Vipul Parekh,
Abhinay Choudhari and V S
Ramesh. In their previous
innings, Menon and his col-
leagues had started one of
India’s first online business-
es, called Fabmart.com,
which was later sold to the
Aditya Birla Group and is
now known as the More
supermarket chain. 

During that period,
with enabling technolo-
gies still to emerge fully,
there was no logistics, no
payment gateways.
Business was running on
dial up lines, with systems
so slow that Menon recalls
that one could have a cup
of tea and come back
before a new page opened
on the internet.

So, when BigBasket
was started in 2011, the
ecosystem was just right
for an online grocery busi-
ness to succeed. “The right
ecosystem is the single
biggest factor that makes
sure that a business works
or not, and for us it was the
key driver towards the suc-
cess of BigBasket,” says
Menon. What took them
three years to build in the
Fabmart days, took them
five months to achieve 
at BigBasket. 

The company today
records about 20 million
orders per month and has reached the
milestone of a $1-billion run-rate in annu-
al revenues. With a schedule packed with
back-to-back meetings through the day,
Menon, who believes the customer is
always right, still tries to look at customer

mails personally. He answers them once
he gets home or does so through his cus-

tomer service team. An early riser,
his day starts with morning walk

and yoga. What follows is a lot
of reviews during the day. “I
travel a little because we are
quite connected now; through

the screen, I can connect with all
my offices,” he says. 

Starting its journey from a
small office in Bengaluru’s

Domlur area, BigBasket is one
of the biggest employers in the
start-up space, with over
25,000 people. About 70 per
cent of the total workforce
comprises blue collared
employees, including delivery
boys, warehouse pickers, pack-
ers, stackers, fruit and veg-
etable segregators, loaders and
unloaders. Menon is well
aware that the company’s suc-
cess depends on the commit-
ment of this workforce, which
he refers to as “associates”, and
spends a lot of time interacting
with them and focusing on
their welfare. 

The company also works
closely with about 15,000
farmers. Over 80 per cent of
the fruit and vegetables
BigBasket sells is procured
directly from them. 

This existence has helped
the company grow from
strength to strength and it is
now on the verge of becoming
a part of the Tata group con-
glomerate. The home-grown
conglomerate is said to be in
final stage talks to acquire a

majority stake in BigBasket at a valuation of
over $2 billion. Even after that happens,
the Bengaluru-based company will con-
tinue to follow its target of becoming one of
the top three grocers in the multibillion
dollar domestic retail industry.

Pandemic creates 
a bigger basket
Online grocer BigBasket
saw huge expansion on
the back of lockdown
restrictions but it had to
first cope with logistics
and back-end services 
to stay on course 
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Before we look ahead to 2021,
let us pause and look at the cur-
rent year. Corporate numbers
were a positive surprise. If we
consider Q1 and the monthly
performance thereafter, we saw
a steady improvement on all
parameters. Particularly
noticeable was the top line of
corporate India broadly recov-
ering to pre-Covid levels and
the remarkable improvement
in absolute EBITDA numbers
and margin. Similarly, GDP
numbers were a positive sur-
prise coming in much better
than the expectations, indicat-
ing that we are most likely to
be in a V-shaped recovery, giv-
ing us plenty to do in 2021.

What will drive growth in
2021 and the future? We have a
huge opportunity to modernise
and drive agriculture and ani-
mal husbandry, and harness
water. In this process lies the
possibility to move value-added
agro-industries to rural India,
providing employment and
improving livelihoods.

On the infrastructure front,
it is clear that India is yet to be

built: Providing housing for all;
expanding and modernising
health and education; rebuild-
ing urban India; connecting
India, be it through vastly
improved road networks, rail
networks, high-speed railways,
modern metro and other trans-
portation systems in cities, new
ports, expansion of existing
ports; improving airports and
power supply; and in particu-
lar making India clean and
green. In short, a 25-year oppor-
tunity to grow.

On the manufacturing front,
we are in an exciting phase. The
pandemic
taught manufac-
turing India to
extract efficien-
cies and produc-
tivity gains.
Other parts of
the economy will
leverage these
learnings into
their future oper-
ations and pros-
per from it. 

The next growth driver is
possibly the most exciting of
all: The services sector. The
learnings from this sector and
what is possible are already vis-
ible, be it in e-learning, e-
health, work from home in the
areas of information technolo-
gy, banking and financial serv-
ices and parts of government.
These would grow at a rapid
pace as they are scaled. 

While we are doing all this,
in parallel lies the task to pre-
pare ourselves for the digital
super cycle by laying the foun-

dation of a digital India.
The digital super cycle will

encompass progress in all areas
and will accelerate further on
advancements in machine
learning and artificial intelli-
gence. We are boarding this
super cycle at an opportune and
affordable time. To understand
this, we only have to see the cost
of access in India. Broadband
cost in our country is the lowest
anywhere in the world. This
gives everybody, be it a person
in the village or a person in
urban India, equal access to the
benefits of the super cycle. 

In India, the
digital super cycle
will grow by also
leveraging the vast
pool of technology
workers who can
be redeployed for
this effort. We will
most likely now
see products and
applications and
indeed platforms
that will originate

in India for use in India and for
the world.

We will also see a vast num-
ber of start-ups in these areas. It
would be right to say that the
digital super cycle will be driven
by what I would like to call start-
up India. These firms would be
fully capable of leveraging tech-
nology into a vast array of busi-
ness applications.

Are there going to be any
losers in this. Indeed, any busi-
ness which is not capable of
resetting its mind, adapting to
the new normal and leverag-

ing learnings at a never before
pace, will be under challenge.
In a way it is going to be a David
and Goliath story. The small
but nimble and agile chal-
lenger, able to build scale and
capability and mount a chal-
lenge is going to be the winner
in this race.

We have so far looked at ear-
ly advances in the digital super
cycle using the phrase fintech.
My belief is that fintech is going
to be just a small part of this
super cycle, which will encom-
pass almost every area of life.

We will be helped in this
effort by the global backdrop,
which is benign, our external
account, which is surplus, and a
low interest rate scenario where,
at this point in time, the entire
T-bill yield curve is below policy
rates. We are also in a period of
ample liquidity, both global and
local. The global liquidity allows
us to scale up our FDI signifi-
cantly. India’s financial system
is now well-placed with years of
responsible growth to fuel an
accelerated economic upcycle.

If we work together with
dedication, concentration and
effort, we should be able to
achieve our aspirational growth
target of double-digits for a very
long period of time. While we
do all this, we need to remember
that there is a still a degree of
pain in the system and those
who need a helping hand, be it
at the individual level or at the
corporate level, continue to get
the support they need.

WhatsApp has announced changes to its
terms of service (ToS) starting February
8. Users must agree to the changes, or
they won’t be able to use WhatsApp. The
last such change was as recently as
January 4, 2021. WhatsApp has been a
Facebook (FB) subsidiary since 2014. 

Why has WhatsApp done this? 
Facebook Inc has been working to inte-
grate services across Facebook (the social
platform), FB Messenger, Instagram (FB
bought it in 2012) and WhatsApp. Mark
Zuckerberg announced this in October
2020. Insta and FB Messenger are already
integrated. The new ToS explain how
businesses can use WhatsApp for B2B or
B2C conversations. WhatsApp is also
rolling out payment options, and FB
would like to conjoin that data.  

This initiative may also be rolled out
in a hurry to pre-empt developments in a
landmark anti-trust case. The US Federal
Trade Commission and multiple US
states have sued Facebook for monopo-
list behaviour. One of the demands is that
Instagram and WhatsApp be delinked
from FB, and perhaps spun off. The com-
pany may be hoping to present integra-
tion as a done deal.  

What does it mean for you and me?
Your privacy is impacted. WhatsApp
holds some data about you. So does
Facebook. Those data are in different
silos. If the silos talk to each other, the
company knows more. For example, it
may learn that a given phone number
(used for WhatsApp) is associated with
the FB account (which may have a differ-
ent name and/or different number asso-
ciated). From February 8, FB will also be
able to tie accurate location data if you
give WhatsApp permission to use this.

FB can compare your contacts on
WhatsApp, the interactions, and the
WhatsApp groups you belong to, and
compare those to FB contacts and FB
activity. Plus, if you use WhatsApp trans-
action services, FB may be able to associ-
ate bank account, or card details that
WhatsApp would pick up.  

What data can WhatsApp share then?
The ToS say: “We collect information
about your activity on our services, like
service-related, diagnostic, and per-
formance information. This includes
WhatsApp service settings; user-interac-
tions; time, frequency and duration of
activity; log files and diagnostic logs etc.”

“This also includes information about
when you registered to use our services;
the features you use like our messaging,
calling, status, groups, payments or busi-
ness features; profile photo, ‘about’ infor-
mation; whether you are online, when
you last used our services; and when you
last updated your ‘about’ information.”

The data also includes device and
connection-specific information like
model, operating system, browser, IP
address, phone number and device iden-
tifier. In addition, the new policy also
specifies battery level, signal strength,
app version, and identifiers unique to
Facebook products like Onavo and
CrowdTangle.

Businesses on WhatsApp may also
share user information. Additionally,
content shared with business accounts
could be made accessible to third-party
service providers. If the Jio Platform
pushes WhatsApp-based retail services
(given the FB investment), this detail
may become very important. 

Is that a worry? Why? 
That’s a lot of information. When it is
tied together and not isolated in differ-
ent silos, it could be very revealing. One

further worrying aspect for Indians is
that school coordination occurs via
WhatsApp groups as does Resident
Welfare Association interactions. So FB
will know personal details about minors
as well — like their location, schools, pic-
tures, etc. They may also know about
your garbage collection, and whose dog
has bitten which neighbour.  

Does this mean our WhatsApp chats
are no longer encrypted? 
While your chats technically remain end-
to-end encrypted, this data-sharing
expansion makes leakage more probable.
If you’re used to sharing private informa-
tion or having private conversations on
WhatsApp, you need to stop, or be aware
this may not stay private.   

What if I don’t agree with the new 
policy? 
Binary options: Either you exit
WhatsApp or you agree. If you’re uncom-
fortable about this and exiting is hard,
consider mitigation efforts. For example,
keep a dedicated WhatsApp sim you use
for nothing else. Also consider advising
family groups, RWAs, school groups 
to switch.  

What are the alternative platforms 
I can explore?
Signal is perhaps the best of the alterna-
tives. It’s the most secure and you can
migrate groups easily. But Signal has less
than aesthetic colour schemes and fea-
tures and the interface is not easy to nav-
igate. Telegram is similar in terms of fea-
tures but it has Russian parentage.

The major problem with alternatives
is network effects; you can move to
Signal/ Telegram in 10 minutes, but can
you persuade your contacts to migrate
with you? What’s the point of moving to
a platform which your network of con-
tacts doesn’t use?
