Corporate information

Aditya Birla Housing Finance Limited (the ‘Company’ or ‘ABHFL’) is a public company domiciled in India and
incorporated on July 27, 2009 under the provisions of the Companies Act, 1956. The Company received the Certificate of
Registration from the National Housing Bank (‘NHB’) on July 09, 2014 to commence / carry on the business of Housing
Financial Institution (“HFC’) without accepting public deposits.

Basis of preparation

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles
in India (Indian GAAP). The Company has prepared these financial statements to comply in all material aspects of the
Accounting Standards (AS) notified under Section 133 of the Companies Act 2013 and the provisions of the National
Housing Bank Act, 1987 and the Housing Finance Companies, (NHB) Directions, 2010 as amended from time to time. The
financial statements have been prepared on an accrual basis and under the historical cost convention. The accounting
policies adopted in the preparation of financial statements are consistent with those of previous year.

21.1 Summary of significant accounting policies

21.1.1 Use of estimates

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with Indian GAAP requires the Management to make estimates
and assumptions considered in the reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) and the
reported income and expenses during the year. The Management believes that the estimates used in preparation of the
financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Future results could differ due to these estimates and the differences
between the actual results and the estimates are recognised in the periods in which the results are known / materialise.

21.1.2 Property, plant and equipments

Property, plant and equipments are stated at historical cost, net of accumulated depreciation and impairment loss if any.
The cost comprises the purchase price and any attributable cost of bringing the asset to its working condition for its
intended use.

Gains or losses arising from derecognition of property, plant and equipments are measured as the difference between the
net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the assets and are recognised in the statement of profit and loss when the
asset is derecognised.

The
recoverable amount is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely
independent of those from other assets or group of assets. Where the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its recoverable
amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount.

After impairment, depreciation is provided on the revised carrying amount of the asset over its remaining useful life.

21.1.8 Revenue recognition

Revenue is recognized to the extent it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the revenue can
be reliably measured.

Interest income is recognised in the statement of profit and loss on accrual basis, except in the case of non-performing
assets wherein the interest is recognised on receipt basis as per NHB guidelines.

Processing fees and other charges collected upfront are recognised at the inception of the loan.

In situations where the Company
has unabsorbed depreciation or carry forward tax losses, all deferred tax assets are recognised only if there is virtual
certainty supported by convincing evidence that they can be realised against future taxable profits.

The unrecognised Deferred tax assets are re-assessed by the Company at each balance sheet date and are recognised to the
extent that it has become reasonably certain or virtually certain, as the case may be that sufficient future taxable income
will be available against which such deferred tax assets can be realised.
