For efficient and economical energy, the Bio Briquette project is commissioned in Q4FY24. This is expected to reduce the
fuel cost this year.

and a loss of Rs. 24 million has been recognized as an exceptional item in the results. An insurance claim of Rs. 5.63 crore
was received for stock damaged in a fire
