he Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)
T could soon move on two con-

tentious issues from its pending
agenda — the Centre implementing the
Citizenship Amendment Act (CAA) and
some of its state governments initiating
the legislative process to adopt the
Uniform Civil Code (UCC).

On Monday, Union Minister
Shantanu Thakur told a news channel
that the CAA would be implemented
in the country within a week. Thakur
is a BJP MP from West Bengal’s
Bongaon constituency in the North 24
Parganas. The area, on the Indo-
Bangladesh border, has a significant
population of the Scheduled Caste
Matua community.

The BJP has in the past flagged the
persecution of the community in
Bangladesh and the need to give Hindu
migrants Indian citizenship. The party
has also raised illegal migration from
the neighbouring country during elec-
tions. Thakur, the Union minister of
state for ports, shipping and waterways
and Matua community leader, made a
similar comment on Sunday.

In another development,
Uttarakhand Chief Minister Pushkar
Singh Dhami posted on X that his gov-
ernment soon to enact the UCC in the
state. Dhami said the committee to pre-
pare the UCC draft will submit its
report to the state government on

In reply to a ques-
tion during his annual ‘Pariksha Pe
Charcha’ programme on how he keeps a
positive mindset amid the challenges of
his job, Modi said every person has to
manage situations and tests, and some
people believe in waiting for the crises
to pass and circumstances to improve.
Such people cannot achieve anything in
life, he added.

“Just like mobile phones, human bod-
ies need recharging to function propetly,
while emphasising that physical health is
as important as excelling in academics.”

Modi said that even though competi-
tion and challenges act as inspirations,
competition must be healthy.

“Alot of parents keep on giving exam-
ples of other children to their children.
Parents should avoid doing these things...
never sow the seeds of rivalry and com-
petition among students,” he said.

“We have also seen that those parents
who have not been very successful in their
lives have nothing to say or want to tell
the world about their successes and
achievements, make the report card of
their children their visiting card.”
