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French President Emmanuel
Macron opened a Gaza aid

conference on Thursday with
an appeal for Israel to protect
civilians as it fights Hamas, say-
ing “all lives have equal worth”
and that fighting terrorism
“can never be carried out with-
out rules.”The gathering in
Paris brought together offi-
cials from Western and Arab
nations, the United Nations
and nongovernmental organi-
zations, with the aim of provid-
ing urgent aid to civilians in the
Gaza Strip that is being pound-
ed by Israel in its war against
Hamas. Israeli authorities
weren’t invited but have been
informed of the talks, Macron’s
office said. Macron reiterated
calls for a humanitarian pause
in Israel’s operations. He said
that by attacking Israel on
October 7, Hamas “shouldered
the responsibility for exposing
Palestinians to terrible conse-
quences,” and he again defend-
ed Israel’s right to defend itself.

But Macron also stressed
that civilians must be protect-
ed. “It’s absolutely essential. It
is non-negotiable,” he said.

“All lives have equal worth
and there are no double stan-
dards for those of us with uni-
versal and humanist values,” he
said. “Fighting terrorism can

never be carried out without
rules. Israel knows that. The
trap of terrorism is for all of us
the same: giving in to violence
and renouncing our values,” he
added.More than 1.5 million
people — or about 70 per cent
of Gaza’s population — have
fled their homes, and an esti-
mated USD 1.2 billion is need-
ed to respond to the crisis in
Palestinian areas.

Longer term, Macron also
said diplomatic work must
resume on bringing peace to
the Middle East, with a two-
state solution. “We must learn
from our errors and no longer
accept that peace in the Middle
East always be pushed back to
later,” he said. Officials from
over 50 nations were attending,
including several European
countries, the United States and
regional powers such as Jordan,
Egypt and the Gulf
countries.Also attending is
Palestinian Prime Minister
Mohammad Shtayyeh, who
urged the international com-
munity to “put an end to the
war.”“How many Palestinians
have to be killed for the war to
end?” he asked. “What Israel is
doing is not a war against
Hamas, it’s a war against the
whole Palestinian people.” “We
must take care of the wound-
ed, provide electricity, water,
medicines,” Shtayyeh added.

Egyptian Foreign Minister
Sameh Shoukry stressed that
Israel had only allowed limit-
ed quantities of humanitarian
aid through the Rafah crossing
and urged “the entire interna-
tional community, and donor
countries in particular, to con-
tinue supporting the
Palestinian people in Gaza.”

“The aid that has already
entered Gaza is not enough to
meet the needs of the entire
population, and the voluntary
and deliberate complications
imposed by Israel on the deliv-
ery of aid only lead to a further
deterioration of the situation,”
he said.

Cyprus President Nikos
Christodoulides outlined his
plan for a humanitarian sea
corridor to Gaza “to provide
continued rapid, safe and
unhindered flow of humanitar-
ian aid in a pragmatic and
effective manner.”

He said the plan is being
discussed “with all parties con-
cerned, including Israel” and
provides options for the short,
medium and longer term. Ships
would deliver the aid from
Cyprus’ main port of Limassol,
about 255 miles (410 kilome-
tres) away. French officials said
they are also considering evac-
uating injured people to hospi-
tal ships in the Mediterranean
off the Gaza coast.

London (PTI): UK Home
Secretary Suella Braverman has
launched a war of words with the
Metropolitan Police with a
tough-talking newspaper article
on Thursday that accuses the
force of not tackling the “hate
marchers” protesting on the
streets of London against the
Israel-Hamas conflict.

The row over her language
intensified as the Opposition
demanded British Prime
Minister Rishi Sunak sack her
over “deliberately inflaming com-
munity tensions in the most dan-
gerous of ways”.

Downing Street admitted
that the content of ‘The Times’
article “was not agreed” with the
PM’s office and that it was seek-
ing to “establish the detail”
around its publication. However,
Sunak’s spokesperson stressed
that the Prime Minister has “full
confidence” in Braverman. The
Indian-origin Cabinet minister
has come under strong criticism
from the Opposition benches for

accusing the country’s largest
police force of having a “double
standard” in dealing with aggres-
sion during the protests, by
ignoring some actions of pro-
Palestinian protesters.In a warn-
ing to the police, Braverman
pointed out that if a planned pro-
Palestinian protest march goes
ahead this weekend, an “assertive
and proactive approach to any
displays of hate” will be expect-
ed from the officers on duty.

“There have been dignified
vigils in London held by Britain’s
Jewish community, but that is not
what has tested our capacity to
maintain public order,”
Braverman wrote in ‘The Times’
newspaper. “It is the pro-
Palestinian movement that has
mobilised tens of thousands of
angry demonstrators and
marched them through London
every weekend. From the start,
these events have been problem-
atic because of the highly offen-
sive content of chants, posters
and stickers. 
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The United States and South
Korea closed ranks behind

common approaches to North
Korea, Russia and China on
Thursday, vowing to continue to
support Ukraine against Russia’s
invasion and boosting human-
itarian aid to Palestinian civil-
ians in Gaza caught in Israel’s
war against Hamas.

In ta lks  with  S outh
Korea’s leadership, includ-
ing President Yoon Suk Yeol
,  US Secretar y of  State
Antony Blinken discussed
the growing threat posed by
North Korea and its alleged
provision of military equip-
ment  and munit ions to
Russia to help it wage war on
Ukraine,  the  State
Department said. They also
spoke of the importance of
US-South Korea cooperation
on global challenges, includ-
ing China’s assertiveness and
the instability in the Middle
East. “They shared concerns
about the DPRK’s provoca-
tions in the region and
strongly condemned the pro-
vision of military equipment
and munit ions  by  the
Democratic People’s Republic
of Korea to the Russian
Federation for use in its war
against Ukraine,” the State
Department said of Blinken’s
meeting with Yoon that also

covered improving relations
between South Korea and
Japan as well as the impor-
tance of three-way coopera-
tion between Washington,
Tokyo and Seoul.

At a news conference
with South Korean Foreign
Minister Park Jin, Blinken
said they discussed unspec-
ified further actions the
countries could take to inten-
sify pressure on Moscow not
to transfer military technol-
ogy to North Korea in viola-
tion of multiple U.N. Security
Council resolutions.

North Korea has been
supplying artillery shells and
other munitions to Russia in
recent months to fuel its war
efforts in Ukraine, US and
South Korean officials have
said, and they suspect that
North Korean leader Kim
Jong Un could be seeking
Russian technologies and
other assistance in return to
upgrade his own military.

“We’re seeing a two-way
street .  We’re seeing the
DPRK provide  mi l itar y
equipment to Russia for its
brutal aggression against
Ukraine but we’re also seeing
Russia provide technological
support to the DPRK for its
own military programs and
that’s a real concern for the
security of Korea,” Blinken
said.
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Veteran Spanish right-wing
politician Alejandro

Vidal-Quadras has been taken
to a hospital in Madrid after
being shot in a street in the
capital,  police said on
Thursday.

Police said he was shot in
the face on a central street
around 1:30 p.m. local time
and was conscious when taken
to a hospital.

Vidal-Quadras, 78, was a
long-time member of Spain’s
conservative Popular Party,
its regional leader in Catalonia,
and a European Parliament
member before he broke away
to help found the far-right Vox
party. 

He left Vox shortly after a
failed attempt to win a
European lawmaker seat in
2014.Police are investigating
the shooting.

Vox President Santiago
Abascal said he believed Vidal-
Quadras’ life was not in imme-
diate danger.“Thank god it
seems that Alejandro Vidal-
Quadras is out of danger,”
Abascal said.Popular Party
President Alberto Nunez
Feijoo deplored the shooting
and wished for his recovery.
