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Accenture’s 
guidance cut 
Accenture's management 
pointed out that clients are still 
grappling with an uncertain 
macro-environment due to 
economic, geopolitical, and 
industry-specific conditions. 

“…And in response, we are 
seeing them thoughtfully pri-
oritise larger transformations, 
building out their digital core 
to partnering, to improve pro-
ductivity, to free-up more 
investment capacity to focus on 
growth, and other initiatives 
with near-term return on 
investment (RoI),” said Julie 
Sweet, chair and CEO, 
Accenture during an analyst 
call after the results. 

Accenture's results also 
showed that while GenAI deals 
are being awarded, they are 
coming at the cost of other 
deals. The company 
announced that it booked over 
$600 million deals in GenAI, 
taking the total to $1.1 billion in 
the first half of its financial year. 

“Strong pick-up in GenAI 
bookings has not meant better 
discretionary spending. Cuts in 
other parts of discretionary 
spending have been used to 
fund generative AI experimen-
tation budget,” said a report by 
Kawaljeet Saluja, Sathishkumar 
S, and Vamshi Krishna of Kotak 
Institutional Equities. 

Other factors that continue 
to show softness, which will 
impact the Indian IT sector, 
include growth from regions. 
For instance, North America 
was flat sequentially and EMEA 
(Europe, Middle East, and 
Africa) was down 2 per cent. 
Over the past two-three quar-
ters, growth at the top IT firms 
has been driven by Europe. The 
fourth quarter of FY24 would 
reveal how this trend has 
panned out. 

Accenture reported a fall of 
6 per cent in financial services 
for the quarter. BFSI (banking, 
financial services and insur-
ance), the largest vertical for all 
the top IT players, has contin-
ued to be slow for Indian firms 
over the past two quarters. This 
ongoing slowdown in the tech 
industry paints a somber pic-
ture for the future. 

“We expect large IT services 
companies to start FY25E with 
cautious guidance. Growth will 
vary considerably across com-
panies on the basis of mega-
deal ramp-ups, vertical expo-
sure and discretionary 
spending. We expect a modest 
cut in expectations of larger 
companies where estimates are 
rational and sharper cuts in 
estimates of mid-tier compa-
nies,” said the Kotak report. 

While ramp-up of large deal 
wins should aid growth in FY25 
for select Indian companies, 
“persisting weakness in discre-
tionary spending puts our/con-
sensus estimate of high single-
digit growth for large caps at 
risk,” according to analysts at 
Emkay Global Financial 

Services. 
 Accenture also reported a 

drop in its total headcount at 
the end of the second quarter 
of its FY24.  

 

Frontline 
workers 
A male nursing colleague, who 
had become a father just about 
10 days ago in April 2020, 
hadn’t been able to meet his 
newborn due to his Covid-19 
duties, D’Souza had said. 

Shailaja T, a nurse at Jeevan 
Jyoti Hospital in New Delhi, 
recalled the agonising days 
when she had to force herself 
to stay away from her seven-
year-old son. 

Despite the challenges, the 
nurses said, no frontline worker 
stepped back from duty. In fact, 
nurses from other departments 
volunteered for Covid-19 duty, 
they said. In large corporate 
hospitals, each nurse typically 
attended to one patient on a 
ventilator, or two others. In a 
ward, they cared for up to six 
patients. Manpower shortage 
posed a significant challenge. 

By June 2020, healthcare 
facilities were grappling with a 
dilemma: While bed capacity 
could be ramped up, the crisis 
of manpower shortage was dif-
ficult to tackle. 

The owner of a mid-sized 
hospital in Delhi explained, 
“For 80,000 beds, around 6,000 
nurses are required, assuming 
that one nurse can attend to 15 
non-critical patients in a nor-
mal ward. With three shifts, 
nurses need periodic rest.” 

Makeshift Covid centres 
sprung up across India. One 
such centre in Mulund, an east-
ern suburb of Mumbai, started 
operations around July 2020. 
At its peak, it had 1,650 beds 
and handled a daily influx of 
150-200 Covid patients. By 
November 2022, this jumbo 
centre was dismantled. 
Working in such centres was 
particularly challenging since 
these relied on external sources 
for medical and basic supplies. 

Battling the virus, enduring 
separation from loved ones, 
and working extended hours 
became part of the job. Wearing 
personal protective equipment 
(PPE) throughout the day exac-
erbated the challenges. 

“Wearing PPEs in negative-
pressure ICUs is unbearably 
hot. Many staff members devel-
oped allergies from wearing 
gloves,” D'Souza said. “Easy-to-
eat food and drinks were pro-
vided in antechambers 
attached to the Covid-19 wards, 
where nurses took their 
breaks.”  

Lancelot Pinto, a consultant 
pulmonologist and epidemiol-
ogist at PD Hinduja Hospital 
and Medical Research Centre 
in Mahim, Mumbai, recounted 
heartbreaking episodes wit-
nessed during the pandemic. 

“A couple was admitted to 
our hospital, placed on separate 
floors. The husband passed 
away, but the family forbade us 
from informing the wife. Facing 
her daily enquiries about her 

husband's well-being was one 
of the toughest tasks,” Pinto 
said. 

Another doctor said her 
daughter still resents her for not 
being around when she had 
Covid-19. Seema Dhir, senior 
consultant of Internal Medicine 
at Artemis Hospital in 
Gurugram, recalled, "During 
the second wave of Covid-19, 
my daughter contracted the 
virus. With neighbourhood 
restrictions and my over-
whelming workload, I couldn't 
take leave. My department 
allowed me to conduct video 
consultations with Covid-19 
patients. I found myself 
stretched to my limits." 

Triumph and resilience 
No matter how nightmarish 

those days were, practically 
every frontline worker Business 
Standard spoke to said the crisis 
made them realise the impor-
tance of their work, and got 
them more motivated and ded-
icated towards their profession 
as a life-altering event. 

Pinto reflected that even 
post-pandemic, patients whom 
she hadn't even treated during 
Covid-19 would express their 
gratitude for their efforts. 
"These instances were the most 
rewarding, serving as a 
reminder of the impact we had 
during such trying times." 

“No one would even offer us 
water; people were so fearful of 
the virus,” narrated Moolchand 
(he gave only his first name). 
“During Covid-19, I felt a pro-
found sense of responsibility to 
do what was right. I believe I 
was chosen by a higher power 
to assist others during such a 
harrowing time." 

 
 

Sensex firms 
 
For instance, L&T and 
Mahindra & Mahindra each 
reported making political dona-
tions twice in their annual 
reports in the past five years. 
L&T purchased electoral bonds 
worth ~35 crore and ~50 crore 
in FY19 and FY20 respectively, 
while M&M contributed ~1.02 
crore and ~23 crore to the New 
Democratic Electoral Trust in 
FY19 and FY20, respectively. 
Neither company mentioned 
any other political donations or 
electoral bond purchases in 
subsequent years. 

“The company purchased 
electoral bonds for ~50 crore 
and issued the same to political 
parties as the company’s polit-
ical contribution,” mentioned 
L&T in its annual report for 
2019-20. 

Tata Steel, which reported a 
donation of ~175 crore to an 
electoral trust in its 2018-19 
annual report, does not appear 
in the Election Commission’s 
database of companies that 
purchased electoral bonds. 

Five other index companies 
disclosed donations to political 
parties only once in the past five 
financial years. These were 
UltraTech Cement (~23 crore in 
FY19), Bajaj Finance (~20 crore 
in FY20), Maruti Suzuki (~20 
crore in FY23), and Tech 
Mahindra (~15 crore in FY20). 

Notably, Sun 

Pharmaceuticals, despite hav-
ing purchased electoral bonds 
worth ~31.5 crore since FY19 
according to the Election 
Commission data, did not men-
tion this or any other political 
contributions in any of its 
annual reports in the past five 
years. It just lists expenses on 
donations without providing 
their break-up. 

On the other end of the 
spectrum, NTPC, Asian Paints, 
and Tech Mahindra (since the 
past two years) explicitly state 
in their annual reports that they 
do not make any financial con-
tributions to political parties. 
Asian Paints, for example, 
wrote in its 2022-23 annual 
report: “No donation has been 
made by the company to any 
political party or any other 
organisations linked to any 
political party.” 

 

Inflation 
The report noted that improv-
ing global investor confidence 
in India has started to reflect in 
foreign portfolio investment 
flows, but an increase in domes-
tic household savings will be 
necessary to finance private sec-
tor capital formation in the 
economy. “The announcement 
by Bloomberg that India would 
be included in its bond index 
from January 2025 should bol-
ster inflows, buoyed by the fiscal 
prudence that the government 
has demonstrated over the 
years. Bond investors will base 
their investment decisions on 
their perception of its persist-
ence. On the whole, India looks 
positively towards the dawn of 
FY25,” it further said. 

The household savings rate 
had plummeted to a near five-
decade low of 5.1 per cent in 
2022-23 from 11.5 per cent in 
2020-21, raising concerns about 
rising household indebtedness. 

Despite headwinds like 
hardening crude oil prices and 
global supply chain bottlenecks 
to trade, the report said India is 
looking forward to a bright out-
look for FY25. It suggested that 
strong growth, stable inflation, 
a balanced external account, 
and a progressive employment 
outlook would help the Indian 
economy close the current 
financial year on a positive note. 

The monthly report noted 
that burgeoning air passenger 
traffic, increased sales of pas-
senger vehicles, digital pay-
ments, and improved con-
sumer confidence show that 
private consumption demand 
has strengthened. “India’s 
strong economic perform-
ance, borne out by recent data 
releases, stands out amidst the 
sluggish global growth,” the 
report said. 

It also noted that the 
increased demand for residen-
tial properties in tier-2 and tier-
3 cities augurs well for further-
ing construction activity. 

On the employment front, 
the report highlighted the latest 
results of the Periodic Labour 
Force Survey, which indicated 
a decline in the unemployment 
rate and an increase in labour 
force participation in 2023. 
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Hemendra Kothari’s DSP 
set to enter NBFC space

Veteran investment banker 
Hemendra Kothari’s DSP group is 
set to enter the non-banking 

finance sector with a focus on capital 
markets, sources aware of the develop-
ment said. 

The company has applied to the 
Reserve Bank of India (RBI) for the 
licence, which is expected in a couple of 
months, sources added. 

Capital market activities would 
involve equity and debt fundraising, 
advisory services, and broking activities. 

“We will not do unsecured lending; 
we are a conservative group,” said a 
source. In November last year, the RBI 
tightened the regulation around unse-
cured loans with an increase in risk 
weightings. 

A DSP group spokesperson declined 
to comment on the issue.  

Kothari is chairman of DSP Asset 
Managers, an asset management com-
pany (AMC) with a wide range of active 
and passive funds managed across the 
risk-reward spectrum. 

In 2008, he formed DSP Investment 
Managers in partnership with BlackRock 
and bought out BlackRock’s stake after 
10 years. Kothari, who is in his seventies, 
is the great-grandson of Purbhoodas 
Jeevandas Kothari, one of the founders 
of the BSE, earlier called the Bombay 
Stock Exchange. The move comes amid 
regulations relating to the NBFC sector 
tightening and narrowing regulatory 
arbitrage in comparison with banks. The 
RBI has introduced scale-based regula-
tion for NBFCs, in which these entities 
are distributed in four tiers with respect 

to their size. The RBI has classified 15 
NBFCs with more than ~50,000 crore of 
business in the upper layer. 

In India, there are close to 9,500 
NBFCs, all regulated by the Reserve Bank 
of India. The sector is dominated by non-
deposit taking systemically important 
NBFCs (NBFCs-ND-SI), with a share of 
85.4 per cent in assets at the end of March 
2023. According to the RBI data, the sec-
toral distribution of NBFC credit shows 
the industry accounted for around 40 per 
cent of lending at the end of March 2023. 
That is attributable to infrastructure 
lending by large government-owned 
NBFCs, followed by retail lending with a 

share of around 31 per cent. 
In 2022-23, growth in NBFCs’ credit 

to industry (12.8 per cent) was above that 
of the banaking system (5.7 per cent). 
Credit to the retail segment by both 
NBFCs and banks grew at over 20 per 
cent. Credit by NBFCs to the services 
sector rose at a robust rate, albeit mar-
ginally lower than that of banks, the RBI 
had said. 

The asset quality of the sector has 
been improving in recent years as gross 
non-performing assets (NPAs) and the 
net NPA ratio stood at 4.1 per cent and 
1.5 per cent, respectively, as at the end of 
September 2023.
