AFTER 18 inches of rainfall bat-
tered Mangrol taluka in Surat
over 24 hours till 6Gam Monday,
the district grappled with flood-
like situation with the Kim river
overflowing on both the banks.
Train services remained sus-
pended, educational institutions
were closed and industrial units
remained shut.

Over 1,600 people from 10
villages in Mangrol taluka and
two villages in Olpad taluka
were rescued and shifted to tem-
porary shelters. The Dakshin
Gujarat Vij Company has started
work to restore power supply in
villages that were flooded.
Majority of the affected villages
are in Luvara and Kosadi.

The water level in Kim river
in Mangrol taluka rose to 14.2
feet, against the danger level of
13 feet, inundating Luvara,
Kosadi, Siyalaj, Kuwarda,
hathoda, Palod, Kothwa,
Pipodara, Mota Borsara, Nana
Borsara, and Moti Naroli villages.

JD Ajara, Deputy Mamlatdar
of Mangrol taluka, said, “We res-
cued 1,559 people, including 13
who were air-lifted on Monday
morning from Luvara and Kosadi
villages.Schools and colleges were
closed and those who are evacu-
ated are sheltered in panchayat
halls government schools in
neighbouring villages. There was
noraintodayinthe talukaand the
water has started receding.”

In Olpad taluka, over 10 vil-
lages were inundated fromwhere
60 people were rescued and taken
to temporary shelters in govern-
ment schools in the neighbouring
villages. Farmers are also affected
with the water entering several
agricultural fields.

Olpad Mamlatdar RR
Bhabhor said, “We rescued over
60 people from over 10 villages
that are affected with floods as
the water level in Kim river went
up. Today there was no rain and

water has started receding. We
declared holiday for schools and
colleges for today.”

Train services between
Vadodara and Ahmedabad from
Mumbai were stopped as tracks
were submerged on Kim
Kosamba bridge in Surat district.
The trains going to Delhi and
other states from Mumbai were
diverted via Jalgaon in
Maharashtra to Madhya Pradesh.

Surat Railway station direc-
tor CM Garuda said, “All the
trains to and fro from Gujarat to
Mumbai were stopped and
those trains going to Delhi were
diverted to Jalgon and other
routes in Madhya Pradesh since
Monday morning. Ten trains be-
tween Mumbai and Ahmedabad
were cancelled. The flood water
submerged bridge No. 477 be-
tween Kim and Kosamba in
Surat district, as a result of which
the train services had to be
stopped. A special team has ar-
rived from Mumbai to inspect
the bridge. Services will resume
soon after the it is repaired.”

According to public relations
officer of the Ahmedabad divi-
sion of Western Railways, inces-
sant rainfall in Surat and
Vadodara regions have resulted
in disruption of train services. “A
total of five trains were fully can-

celled, 12 trains were diverted
and 10 were short-terminated
due to the flood situation,” said
Pradip Sharma, PRO, Ahmedabad
division. The fully cancelled trains
include 12989 Dadar-Ajmer,
19217 Bandra Jamnagar, 22923
Bandra Jamnagar 69127 Anand-
Ahmedabad and 19034
Ahmedabad-Valsad.

Water entered several textile
units in Pipodara village that re-
mained closed on Sunday and
Monday. Owners of factories in
GIDC area also faced losses after
water entered the units. Ahwa
recorded 144 mm of rain,
Saputara 180 mm, Vaghai 275
mm and Subir 127 mm.

Schools shut for 3 days

The ground floor of Resident
Model School in Subir village of
Dang district was submerged
and the local administration res-
cued 280 students, who took
shelter on the top floor. Schools
in Dang district will remain
closed till August 9.

Dang District Collector NK
Damor said, “We have rescued
280 students from a school in
Subir and have shifted them to
Ahwa. Heavy rain has been fore-
cast till August 9. Keeping safety of
the students in mind, we declared
holiday for schools till August9.”

Waterlogging
forces GACL to
shut operations
at Dahej complex

FOLLOWING HEAVY rain, state-
run Gujarat Alkalies and
Chemicals Limited (GACL), one of
the biggest producers of caustic
sodain the country, shutits plants,
exceptone,at Dahej complex.The
company is expected to incur an
estimated loss of Rs 6 crore per
day due to the shutdown, officials
said on Monday.

“Eight of our plants are shut
due to waterlogging. We will try
to restart operations as soon as
possible,” said PK Gera, Managing
Director of GACL, while talking to
The Indian Express. He said the
flooding happened despite the
presence of storm drain. “Six
inches of rain fell in three hours.
Where will all the water go?” he
said, adding that the operations
are expected torestartin the next
few days. Heavy rain in South
Gujarat has left many areas
flooded. When asked about the
losses the company willincur due
to the shutdown, he said, “The
company will incur aloss of about
Rs 6 crore per day due to this shut
down,” Gera said.

GACL has kept the Anhydrous
Aluminium Chloride plant at
Dahej complex running on emer-
gency chlorine supply through
tonners and hot water system, the
statement added. When asked
why this plant was not shut along
with the others, the Gera said,
“The plant runs on a process that
cannot be stopped. Moreover, the
plant is located on an elevated
area, 10-feet higher than the
ground, and there was no reason
toshutitdown.”

Earlier, the company in a state-
ment made to the Bombay Stock
Exchange (BSE) stated, “The plants
were stopped in a safe manner.
De-watering measures are being
undertaken. As per the situation,
the restoration of plant operations
would take some time.” The com-
pany clarified that all its plants in
the complex at Vadodara were
functioning normally.

Causeway collapse: 2 Dahod villages marooned

TWO VILLAGES in Dahod were
marooned after the only cause-
way connecting them with the
rest of the district collapsed
Monday, after heavy rain on
Sunday. The causeway in
Dhanpur taluka connected
Panam and Pindol villages with
Kanjeta and the rest of the dis-
trict. The villagers are now left
with no alternative route.
“Dhanpuris a hilly region and
whenever it rains, the water flows
down the slope to the Panam
river. The villagers have claimed
that in the past 40 years, they
have never seen such a heavy
flow of water. The causeway was
damaged after the water flowing

downstream from the hills and
the forest areas began cutting
through it with great force,” said
Hiren Chaudhary, Deputy
Collector of Dahod district.

Forecast of heavy
rainfall till Aug 10

ALREADY UNDER the grip of a
deluge since Sunday, southern
districts of Gujarat have been
put on alert by the India
Meteorological Department
(IMD) for at least five days.
Besides, the Northern
districts along with Saurashtra
region are also expected to
receive heavy rainfall towards
the weekend - on August 9 and
10. As on Monday, the state
government’s revenue records
revealed that the Southern
districts of Dang and Navsari
received highest rainfall.
While Waghai taluka in
Dang recorded 10.8 inch rainfall
within 12 hours from 6 am to 6
pm,Vansda in Navsari received
8.7 inch rain, and Ahwa and
Subir 5.6 and 5 inch, respec-
tively. Also, other districts like
Tapi, Surat, Bharuch and central

parts covering Chhota Udepur,
Narmada, Vadodara also wit-
nessed heavy rain.

“Heavy to very heavy rain is
very likely at a few places with
isolated extremely heavy rain-
fall in the district of Vadodara,
Anand, Navsari, and Bharuch.
Heavy to very heavy rain very
likely at isolated places in the
district of Gujarat region
namely Valsad, Dahod, Chhota
Udepur, Surat, Tapi, Dangs,
Panchmahal, Kheda,
Banaskantha, Sabar-kanha,
Patan and in Daman, Dadra
Nagar Haveli; in the
districts of Saurashtra namely
Surend-ranagar, Botad and

Bhavnagar,” the India
Meteorological Department
warning states.

Similar forecast has also
been issued for the districts
of Saurashtra such as Morbi,
Surendranagar, Rajkot and
Jamnagar, and in the districts of
DevbhumiDwarka and Kutch.

“We have brought the mate-
rial to reconstruct the causeway.
Additional engineers have been
called in and they will start work
Tuesday morning. We will make

it functional Tuesday itself,”
Chaudhary added. In the past 24
hours, the district received 211
mm of rainfall while Dhanpur
taluka received 40 mm of rain-
fall. Heavy rainfall in the district
has also been predicted on
Monday and Tuesday.

In the wake of flood-like sit-
uation in Central and South
Gujarat, the district administra-
tion has identified over 2,000
shelters for people in case of any
likely evacuationsin the district.
“Three things are prioritised —
shelter, food and sanitation. In
Dahod, flood-like situations are
rare because most of the district
is hilly. We face waterlogging is-
sues only in urban areas but with
the prediction of heavy rain, we
are being extra cautious,” said
Dahod Collector, Vijay Kharadi.

After Vadodara floods, govt
plans disaster management

TAKING LESSONS from Vadodara
floods, the governing council of
the Gujarat Institute of Disaster
Management (GIDM) met
Monday, led by Chief Minister
Vijay Rupani, to plan a course of
action to prevent situations like
the one that unfolded in the city
onJuly 31, after receiving499 mm
(19 inch) rain in a single day.
Rupani has directed the Urban
Development Department(UDD)
to join hands with other con-
cerned departments and come up
with aplanto prevent flooding in
Vadodara during monsoons.
Cabinet Minister for Disaster
Management Dilip Kumar
Thakor, Chief Secretary ] N Singh,
Director General of Police
Shivanand Jha, Director General
(GIDM) P ] Taneja, State Disaster
Management Authority CEO
Anuradha Mal, Industries & Mines
Department Principal Secretary
MK Das, UDD Principal Secretary

Mukesh Puri, Roads and Buildings
Department Principal Secretary
Sandeep Vasava and other officials
attended the meeting chaired by
Rupani. It also included a special
discussion on the disaster man-
agement plan for the Statue of
Unity, the 182-metre world’s
tallest statue, located at Kevadia
Colony in Narmada district.

Rupani has also directed the
GIDM to introduce disaster man-
agement courses on the lines of
the Nagpur Fire Service College,
and the creation of adisaster man-
agement institute near Gujarat
International Finance Tec-City
(GIFT City) in Gandhinagar. This
meeting comes after many parts
of Vadodara remained water-
logged and without electricity for
over four days due to a surging
Vishwamitri river, which
intersects the city in six places.On
Friday, which also happened tobe
his birthday, Rupani had rushed
to Vadodara to take stock of the
situation as public anger grew
with no respite in sight from
the floodwaters.
