The unit can focus on infrastruc-
ture finance to assist specific states
and cities with regulatory reform,
transaction preparation and imple-
mentation for private financing in-
cluding borrowing and Private
public partnership transactions.

It underlined the need to improve
the financing avenues for India’s
urban local bodies, better involve
the private sector in project imple-
mentation, and improve revenue
streams by leveraging more private
and commercial investments.

“Only 5% of the infrastructure
needs of Indian cities are currently
being financed through private
sources, “ it said, adding that with

the government's current (2018) an-
nual urban infrastructure invest-
ments topping at $16 billion, much
of the gap will require private fi-
nancing.

Presently, the central and state
governments finance over 75% of
city infrastructure, while urban lo-
cal bodies (ULB) finance 15%
through their own surplus reve-
nues.

“Cities in India need large
amounts of financing to promote
green, smart, inclusive, and sus-
tainable urbanization. Creating a
conducive environment for ULBs,
especially large and creditworthy
ones, to borrow more from private
sources will therefore be critical to
ensuring that cities are able to im-

Natural gas consumption
fell 2.7% year-on-year in
October but rose month-
on-month, oil ministry da-
ta showed. Gas consump-
tion was 5,238 million cu-
bic meters in October, or
169 million cubic meters
per day. This is an improve-
ment over September’s 156
million cubic meters per
day,anearly signof arecov-
ery in gas consumption as
international prices head
south.

Cumulative gas consump-
tion during the April-Octo-
ber period was 5.1% lower
over the year. Cumulative
imports of liquefied natu-
ral gas (LNG) in the same
period fell 11.2% over last
year. In October, LNG im-
ports fell 1% year-on-year
but rose 2% over the previ-
ous month.

LNG prices for Asian cus-
tomers have crashed to
around $25 per mmBtu
since August when they ho-
vered around $70. This has
helped boost consumption
in India, and industry exec-
utives expect demand to im-
prove if prices were to fall
further.

Growth in consumption
of refined petroleum prod-

ucts moderated in October.
Consumption rose 3.4%
year-on-year in October,
compared with 11.8%
growth in the April-Octo-
ber period.

Production of petroleum
products fell 3.1% during
October over last year,
