In a January 5 email, Erik 
Moreno, executive vice presid- 
ent for corporate development 
and M&A at Sony Pictures En- 
tertainment said Zee had not 
ended ties with the Russian en- 
tities even though it was “abso- 
lutely critical”, and the merged 
entity “would under no cir- 
cumstances inherit the Russian 
entities”. 

Zee’s counsel Venkatach- 
alam responded by saying the 
divestment process had not 
been completed due to chan- 
ging regulations in Russia and 
alternate structures were being 
explored, even though the busi- 

ness of those entities “was shut 
down in December 2022”, 
emails showed. 

CRICKET RIGHTS 

Reuters on Monday reported 
Sony's confidential termina- 
tion notice which showed it ac- 
cused Zee of also not meeting 
certain financial terms includ- 
ing required cash reserves. Zee 
denies those allegations. 

The emails show another 
key sticking point was Zee’s 
2022 decision to enter into a 
$1.4 billion deal with Disney to 
purchase certain TV cricket 
rights for India. 

Sony said Zee had decided to 
furnish a bank guarantee and a 
deposit totaling $406 million 
for that deal. And Zee’s bid to 
take debt for the deal, which 
was “without prior written 
consent” of Sony, took the In- 
dian firm’s total debt to more 
than $451 million - above the 
merger agreement threshold. 

In response, Zee legal exec- 
utive said that Sony's allega- 
tions were raised too late, and 
were “reprehensible and un- 
fortunate”. The cricket deal vi- 
olated no merger conditions as 
the two sides wanted to en- 
courage Zee’s expansion into 
sports, itargued in the emails.

Renewable capacity to surpass coal in China

China’s installed wind and 
solar capacity is expected 
to overtake coal for the 
first time this year, accord- 
ing to industry forecasts. 

The China Electricity 
Council (CEC), an in- 
dustry association, fore- 
cast in a yearly report on 
Tuesday that grid-connec- 
ted wind and solar would 
make up around 40 per 
cent of installed power 

generation capacity by the 
end of 2024, compared 
with coal’s expected 37 per 
cent. 

By comparison, wind 
and solar together were 
around 36 per cent of ca- 
pacity at the end of 2023, 
and coal was just under 40 
per cent. 

China will have built 
around 1,300  gigawatts 
(GW) of wind and solar 
capacity by the end of 
2024, the CEC expects, 
meaning it will have 
already exceeded its offi- 

cial target of 1,200 GW by 
2030. 

The CEC also said that 
generating capacity from 
all non-fossil fuel sources 
— including nuclear and hy- 
dro - made up more than 
half of the total for the 
first time in 2023. 

The CEC sees electricity 
consumption growing by 6 
per cent this year, down 
just slightly from 2023’s 
6.7 per cent growth rate, 
when demand was recov- 
ering from a low base fol- 
lowing the pandemic.
