Introduction: 

1. We have reviewed the accompanying statement of consolidated unaudited financial results of

The management is of the view that basis their present business 

operations and applicable financial criteria, the Company qualifies to fall under the category 

of an unregistered CIC and has written to RBI for their view in this regard, response to which 

is awaited. The management is further of the view that the possible non-compliance with such 

requirement is not expected to have material impact on the accompanying Statement. 

6. As per the details outlined in Note 4 of the accompanying Statement, the company's Board of 

Directors have approved a composite Scheme of Arrangement inter-alia involving 

Amalgamation of the Company along with its certain subsidiary companies with and into Yaari 

Digital Integrated Services Limited ("Amalgamated Company"/ "Resulting Company "Yaari"). 

This proposed arrangement scheme is subject to all applicable statutory and regulatory 

approvals, including approval from the stock exchanges, SEBI, shareholders and creditors of 

the company and the j urisdictional bench of the NCL T. 

Our conclusion is not modified in respect of these matters of emphasis. 
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Other matters:
