President Droupadi Murmu
on Friday called for more
action to lift some farmers
out of poverty and ensure
right price for their produce
even as the government is
making speedy efforts to
boost their income.

NEW DELHI, FEB 9 /--/ Bracing for another agitation
by farmers, police are fortifying the Delhi-Uttar
Pradesh and Delhi-Haryana borders with barricades
and deploying more than 5,000 security personnel, a
senior police officer said here on Friday. On Thursday,
farmers from Uttar Pradesh went on a sit-in
demonstration on the Noida-Greater Noida
Expressway as police blocked their protest march to
Delhi, resulting in massive traffic chaos. Several
farmer associations, mostly from Uttar Pradesh,
Haryana and Punjab, have called for another protest
on February 13 to demand a law guaranteeing a
minimum support price (MSP), one of the conditions
they had set when they agreed to withdraw their
agitation against the now repealed farm laws in 2021.
Besides a legal guarantee for an MSP, the farmers are
also demanding implementation of the Swaminathan
Commission's recommendations, pensions for
farmers and farm labourers, farm debt waiver,
withdrawal of police cases and "justice" for victims of
the Lakhimpur Kheri violence.(PTI)

LS Speaker cautions members

NEW DELHI, FEB 9 /--/ Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla on
Friday cautioned members against taking the name of a
particular institution or organisation while raising an issue
and said MPs should discuss only policy matters.
