MIG CC storm into MCA Under-19 final 
Mumbai: MIG Cricket Club produced a solid combined 
performance to record a convincing six wicket victory against 
Fort Vijay CC and storm into the finals of the 3rd MCA Under-19 
Cricket Tournament organized by Bhama Cricket Club in 
association with Mumbai Cricket Club under the aegis of the 
Mumbai Cricket Association and played at MIG Ground, Bandra. 
Electing to bat first, Fort Vijay batted well and amassed a 
competitive total scoring 204 all out in 35.3 overs. Shivam 
Gupta 57 runs, Siddhant Rai 43 runs and Himanshu Singh 39 
runs helped Fort Vijay build a substantial total. Tanish Shetty 
three for 45 was the only successful bowler.   
Bank of Maharashtra snatch tight win 
Mumbai: A determined Bank of Maharashtra staged a gallant 
fight and managed to snatch a tense and tight two-run win 
against Union Bank of India in the opening Group-C match of 
the 62nd Sir Benegal Rama Rau Bank Shield Cricket Tournament 
2024, organised by Reserve Bank of India under the aegis of the 
Mumbai Cricket Association and played at the National CC 
ground.

Ranchi: Haryana and Madhya Pradesh beat Bengal and 
Maharashtra respectively at the  National Women's Hockey 
League 2024 (Phase 1) here on Saturday.

TN Colts team embarks on UK tour 
Chennai: A Tamil Nadu Colts team will play multi-day matches 
apart from limited-overs games against various teams during a 
tour of the United Kingdom. The Tamil Nadu Cricket Association 
on Saturday announced the departure of the Colts team to play 
in a series of competitive fixtures. The tour officially kicks off on 
Monday, TNCA said in a press release. The side is coached by 
former India bowler Lakshmipathi Balaji with another former 
India player Robin Singh as the consultant and Tanveer Jabbar as 
the batting coach. Among the notable names in the squad are 
the state's wicketkeeper-batter N Jagadeesan and Pradosh 
Ranjan Paul. The tour will see the Colts engaging in four multi-
day and seven one-day matches in Nottingham, Manchester and 
London. The matches would be streamed on TNCA's YouTube 
channel.  

Indian pugilists confirm 43 medals   
Astana: Akash Gorkha, Vishvanath Suresh, Nikhil and Preet 
Malik advanced to the U-22 men's finals as Indian boxers 
confirmed an unprecedented 43 medals across categories at the 
ASBC Asian U-22 & Youth Boxing Championships here on 
Saturday. Senior national champion Akash extended his 
dominating run in the 60kg category with a 5-0 win over Ilyasov 
Sayat of Uzbekistan in the semifinals. Reigning youth world 
champion Vishvanath (48kg) won 5-2 against Baricuatro Bryan 
of Philippines after the bout was reviewed. The other two semi-
finalists, Nikhil (57kg) and Preet (67kg) also won their bouts 
with a similar 5-2 scoreline after a review against Mongolia's 
Dorjnyambuu Ganbold and Almaz Orozbekov of Kyrgyzstan 
respectively.   

Shravani inspires CFCI to big win 
Mumbai: CFCI (Community Football Club of India) Sports Club 
inspired by the brilliance of striker Shravani Nigade who notched 
up a fine hat-trick cruised to a smooth 7-1 win against Skorost 
Sports Club in a Women’s Division match of the Mumbai 
Football Association (MFA) League 2023-2024 and played at the 
Bombay Gymkhana ground.

From simulations to success

England are using Artificial 
Intelligence (AI) while pick-
ing their playing eleven, 
women's Head coach Jon 
Lewis has revealed, saying 
the technology provided cru-
cial feedback as far as match-
ups are concerned and also 
helped them win the Ashes 
series. 

Lewis said he got to know 
about the technology, 
powered by a London-based 
company PSi, while he was 
coaching the UP Warriorz in 
the inaugural edition of  the 
Women's Premier League 
(WPL) in India in March 2023. 

Interestingly, Steve Borth-
wick, the England Rugby 
Union coach who also man-
ages rugby league team 

Wigan Warriors and English 
Football League One side 
Wigan Athletic have also used 
the same system, reported 

ESPNCricinfo. 
The England head coach 

said the AI system has suc-
cessful helped them take the 

eventual call of  picking one 
player when two in-form play-
ers with almost similar 
skillsets were up for selection 
in a game against Australia 
during the Women's Ashes 
last year. "We are able to run 
simulated teams versus the 
simulated opposition to give 
us an idea about how those 
teams may match up against 
each other," Lewis was quoted 
as saying ESPNCricinfo. 

"I can send multiple differ-
ent lineups to the company 
and they run, I think it's 
about 250,000 simulations per 
team that I send with all the 
different permutations that 
could happen through the 
game." "What I would say 
is it's not how we select the 
side, but it's one part of  selec-
tion that we use to help.”

IOC imposes ban on  
Sheikh Ahmad
AP / Geneva 

The International Olympic 
Committee has suspended 
former Olympic power bro-
ker Sheikh Ahmad of  Kuwait 
for 15 years after his convic-
tion for forgery was upheld 
on appeal this year at a Swiss 
criminal appeals court. 

Sheikh Ahmad al-Fahad al-
Sabah's sanction for "a be-
trayal of  his IOC Member's 
oath, as well as the serious-
ness of  the damage to the 
IOC's reputation" was ap-
proved by the Olympic body's 
executive board in a decision 
seen by The Associated Press. 

The 15-year suspension 
starts from the date of  his 
previous ban for a separate is-

sue of  unethical conduct, in 
an Olympic Council of  Asia 
election. That was a three-
year sanction imposed on 
July 27 last year. 

The sheikh, who turns 61 
on the day after the Paris 
Games close in August, will 
be 74 when the latest punish-
ment expires. Under IOC 
rules his membership ends at 
age 80. However, the Olympic 
Charter allows the annual 
meeting of  IOC members to 
expel a colleague for betray-
ing their oath. 

Sheikh Ahmad led the 
Olympic Council of  Asia, cre-
ated by his father in Kuwait, 
before joining the IOC in 1992. 
He was a longtime ally of  IOC 
president Thomas Bach.
