ducer NHPC said Monday.The
project is estimated to take
nine years to build.

India has classified
hydropower as renewable
energy and sees it as key in its
transition away from coal to
help manage the fluctuations
caused by intermittent solar
and wind supplies. However,
the large-scale environmental
damage and dislocation of
communities to construct
dams has hampered those
plans, with local protests
delaying projects and adding
to construction costs.

Dibang, which will be built
over more than 5,000 hectares
(12,360 acres) of forest land,
faces similarrisks,according to
Himanshu Thakkar, coordina-
tor for nonprofit South Asia
Network on Dams, Rivers
and People. The company’s
nine-year timeline is opti-
mistic when accounting for
potential delays because of
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local protests and geological
difficulties, he said.

“The cost is going to be
much higher and benefits
much lower,” Thakkar said.
“There’s really no viability for
such projects.”

The approved investment
includes ¥67.2 billion of gov-
ernment support for flood
moderation and enabling
infrastructure, such as roads
and bridges connecting the
construction site.

NHPC didn’t respond to an
email seeking comments.

Several other projectsin the
Himalayanregionare running
years behind their original
schedule, with some blamed
for loosening the earth and
forcinglocal evacuations.

“The Himalayan region is
such a disaster-prone area
and every such project is going
to act as a force-multiplier
for potential disasters,”
Thakkar said. —BLOOMBERG

Delhi ministers Sisodia, Jain resign

New Delhi, February 28

IN ASURPRISE move on Tues-
day evening, Delhi’s deputy
chief minister Manish Sisodia,
who is in CBI custody, and
jailed minister Satyendar Jain
tendered their resignations to
chief minister Arvind Kejriwal.

The resignations, which
were accepted by Kejriwal,
have been sent to the Office of
the Lieutenant Governor, from
where they will be forwarded
to the President.

The development came
hours after the Supreme Court
refused to entertain Sisodia’s
plea challenging his arrest by

the CBI in the excise policy
case.The agency had arrested
Sisodia on Sunday after eight
hours of questioning.The next

day, the Delhi high court
granted the agency five-day
custody of the deputy CM,who
also holds the crucial educa-

tion and finance portfolios.

The SC bench of CJI DY
Chandrachud and Justice PS
Narasimha disapproved of
Sisodia approaching the apex
court directly under Article 32
of the Constitution,and said he
could have approached the
high court first seeking similar
relief. “It will set a very wrong
precedent. An incident occurs
in Delhithat doesnot meanwe
are approached,” said Justice
Narasimha.

CJI Chandrachud, too, said
if parties startapproaching the
SC without exhausting other
remedies available to them,
every case will land directly in
the apex court.

Oil tankers,
bulk carriers
older than
25 yrs lose
licences

INDIAHAS WITHDRAWN
trading licences for oil
tankers and bulk carriers
that are more than 25
years old, its shipping reg-
ulator said, as the world’s
third-largest greenhouse
gas emitter looks to cut
emissions and reduce the
average age of its fleet.

The order also bans
acquisition of suchvessels
that are more than two
decades old.Under current
guidelines,vessels thatare
less than 25 years old can
be acquired without any
technical clearance.

“There is a need to
modernise the Indian
fleet, which requires
extensive review of the
requirements of the regis-
tration and operation of
the ships,” the directorate
general of shipping said in
the order uploaded on its
website late on Monday.

The average age of the
Indian fleet has been
increasing in recent years,
buckinga global declining
trend. “Age norms will
assist in ensuring gradual
phasing out of fossil fuel
ships and ushering in of
alternate/low  carbon
energy efficient ships,’the
order said.

The regulation also
requires oil tankers older
than 15 years to improve
their working condition
and subjects bulk carriers
to additional checks to
ensure adherence to high
international standards.

Non-compliance
would lead to cancellation
of the vessels’ trading
license, according to the
order.

The new norms would
also apply to foreign ves-
sels discharging in India,
the regulator said, adding
that existing vessels
affected by the newcap on
lifetime of operating ves-
sels shall be allowed to sail
for three more years,
regardless of their current
age.

THE SUPREME COURT on
Tuesday asked the Eknath
Shinde-led faction if its move
to go against the Shiv Sena
party’s wish to continue with
the coalition in the MahaVikas
Aghadi (MVA) amounted to
indiscipline leading to disqual-
ification.

Defending its stand, the
Shinde faction said thelegisla-
tive party is an integral part of
the original political partyand
informed that there were two
whips appointed by the party
in June last year and it
went with the one that said it

did not want to continue in
the coalition.

A five-judge bench headed
by Chief Justice of India DY
Chandrachud told senioradvo-
cate Neeraj Kishan Kaul,
appearing for the Shinde fac-
tion, “If you don’t want to go
with the alliance, decide that
outside the House (state
assembly).”“Inside the House
youare bound by the party dis-
cipline.Yourwriting of letter to
the governor that you don’t
want to continue with the MVA
coalition, itself amounted to
disqualification. The governor
taking note of the letter actu-
ally recognised the split in the
party,’it said.
