Manipur groups yet to get nod for protest

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Police is yet
to give permission to people from
the Kuki and Meitei communities
in Manipur who have both sought
permission to hold a protest at
Jantar Mantar between 3-5pm on
Friday — a day that marks one
year of the violence that has roiled

the northeastern state.

Till Thursday evening, police
were holding talks with both
communities, asking them not to
assemble at the same time.

On Thursday night, the Kuki
Students Organisation said police
directed them to hold their pro-

test from 1pm to 3pm, while
Meitei groups claimed they were
told to protest from 3pm to 5pm.

“Talks are on. We are looking
at the situation. Even if they are
allowed to assemble at different
times, there will be heavy secu-
rity,” a senior officer said.  HTC

GHAZIABAD: The National
Highway Authority of India
(NHALI) is likely to make opera-
tional the first phase of the Del-
hi-Dehradun greenfield access-
controlled expressway —
between Akshardham in the
Capital and Baghpat in Uttar
Pradesh — by the end of June,
officials aware of the matter
said on Thursday.

“Phase 1 of the expressway
project is 90-95% complete, and
work is on to set signage,
expansion joints and other
infrastructure in place. The
work for the carriageways is
also complete. We believe that
phase 1 will be made opera-
tional by the end of June,” a
senior NHAI official said on
condition of anonymity.

This section was initially
slated to be ready by March, but
restrictions on construction
activities under the graded
response action plan (Grap) to
control air pollution led to
delays, the official said.

The six-lane expressway as a
whole is 212km in length. Work
on the project started in late
2022, and while officials did not
share when the project is likely
to be ready, NHAI earlier this
year said that it would be ready
by mid-2025.

The high-speed corridor,
which consists of both ground-
level and elevated sections, is
being built at an estimated cost
of 12,000 crore. It will offer
seamless connectivity to com-

Dehradun expressway is yet to
materialise, officials said.

In April 2023, HT reported
that the expressway, also
known as NH-72A, will pass
through Baghpat, Shamli, and
Saharanpur in Uttar Pradesh,
and was being constructed to
match international standards,
according to Union road trans-
port and highways minister
Nitin Gadkari.

The minister said at the time
that the expressway will have
several special provisions to
help in the movement of wild-
life, include six animal under-
passes.
