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SpiceJet settles with Max lessor

Goshawk Aviation Limited and affiliates
New Delhi, Aug 16

(IANS) SpiceJet, the budget
airline, has entered into a
settlement agreement with
aircraft lessor Goshawk
Aviation Limited and its af-
filiated leasing entities,
namely Wilmington Trust SP
Services (Dublin) Limited,
Sabarmati Aviation Leasing
Limited and Falgu Aviation
Leasing Limited related to
two Boeing 737 MAX aircraft
and one Boeing 737-800 NG
aircraft.

The airline on Tuesday
said that the settlement will
allow the entry into service

of two more fuel-efficient
Boeing 737 MAX aircraft
into the SpiceJet fleet.

"The parties have
agreed to settle all their dis-
putes under and related to
the aircraft lease agree-
ments for three aircraft. The
agreement, the terms of
which are confidential, ends
all litigation proceedings
between the parties. All pro-
ceedings, including before
the UK Court and Execution
Proceedings before the
Delhi High Court will be
withdrawn accordingly,"
said a Spice Jet spokesper-

son. Goshawk Aviation Lim-
ited is one of the main les-
sor of MAX aircraft of
SpiceJet. The settlement
with Goshawk follows
SpiceJet's successful settle-
ments with De Havilland Air-
craft of Canada Limited,
Credit Suisse, Boeing, CDB
Aviation, BOC Aviation and
Avolon. Earlier, SpiceJet had
entered into a full and final
settlement with the Airports
Authority of India (AAI) and
has cleared all outstanding
principal dues of the airport
operator. With this, SpiceJet
will no longer remain on
'cash and carry' at AAI run
airports across the country
and will revert to advance
payment mechanism for
daily flight
operations.SpiceJet's do-
mestic network covers the

length and breadth of the
country with the airline op-
erating to 51 domestic des-
tinations. Pioneer of the re-
gional connectivity scheme,
SpiceJet is the country's larg-
est regional player helping
connect the remotest parts
of the country by air. The
airline's focus on providing
direct flight connectivity to
regional hubs not only en-
sures better connectivity, it
also has a cascading effect
on tourism and economic
activity in the region.
SpiceJet has added multiple
UDAN destinations to the
country's aviation map in-
cluding Pakyong,
Jharsuguda, Kandla,
Darbhanga, Kanpur, Ajmer
(Kishangarh), among others.

Galaxy Digital's $1.2 bn kill deal
absurd, seek $100 mn in
damages: BitGo

San Francisco, Aug 16 (IANS) After crypto finan-
cial services and investment management firm Gal-
axy Digital terminated the $1.2 billion acquisition
of BitGo, the digital asset trust company has called
the decision "absurd" and demanded $100 million
in damages from Galaxy Digital. The proposed ac-
quisition was the global crypto industry's first $1
billion deal, which fell off amid the global crypto
meltdown. BitGo said late on Monday that it intends
to hold Galaxy Digital legally responsible for its im-
proper decision to terminate the merger agree-
ment. "It was not scheduled to expire until Decem-
ber 31, 2022, at the earliest and to not pay the $100
million reverse break fee it had promised back in
March 2022 in order to induce BitGo to extend the
merger agreement," said the company.

(MLCP) area at the Delhi
airport to pick up passen-

cial vehicles use Lane 3 of

Terminal 3 forecourt to
pick up the arriving pas-
sengers. "The decision to
shift cars from Lane 3 of
Terminal 3 forecourt to the
MLCP area has been taken
to enhance the passenger
experience for the arriving
passengers at the

forecourt area of
T3.  DIAL has put
up adequate
signage across the
terminal building
and approach
roads about the
new traffic move-
ment initiative,"
said an airport
s p o k e s p e r s o n .

"Delhi Airport is continu-
ously working to provide a
convenient and safe airport
environment for arriving
passengers. All arrival pick-
up vehicles for passengers
will need to go to the MLCP
at Terminal 3. MLCP provides
a clean and systematic ar-
rangement along with mul-
tiple passenger facilities and
amenities for pick-up and
parking.
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
