Emphasis of Matter  
 

Company had received the show cause notices / adjudication order, for the alleged mismatch of ITC 

claimed of Goods and Service Tax (GST) and Ineligible ITC from supplier whose registration is 

cancelled of Goods and Service Tax (GST) aggregating Rs. 299.50 lacs for the period 1st July 2017 to 

31st March 2023. Based on a legal assessment, the management is confident of a favorable outcome 

of the aforesaid matter and accordingly no adjustments have been made to the accompanying 

financial results. 

As a measure of abundant caution, the company has deposited GST amount under protest amount 

of Rs. 223.75 lacs, demonstrating its commitment to compliance and resolving outstanding 

obligations in accordance with statutory requirements. This payment reflects the company's proactive 

approach to addressing regulatory matters and ensuring adherence to GST regulations 

Our Opinion is not modified in respect of this matter. 

Management’s Responsibilities for the Financial Results 
 

The Statement has been prepared on the basis of the annual financial statements and has been 
approved by the company’s Board of Directors. The Company’s Board of Directors are responsible 
for the preparation and presentation of the Statement that give a true and fair view of the net profit/ 
loss and other comprehensive income and other financial information of the company in accordance 
with the accounting principles generally accepted in India, including Ind AS prescribed under section 
133 of the Act, read with relevant rules issued there under and other accounting principles generally 
accepted in India, and in compliance with Regulations 33 of the Listing Regulations.  

 
This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the 
provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Company and for preventing and detecting

If we conclude that a material uncertainty exists, we 
are required to draw attention in our auditor’s report to the related disclosures in the 
Statement or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to modify our opinion. Our conclusions 
are based on the audit evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor’s report. However, 
future events or conditions may cause the Company to cease to continue as a going concern.
