By 2025, the Indian auto component industry is poised to become the third-largest globally, with a projected revenue of US$200 billion by 2026.

The Indian automobile industry is expected to achieve a turnover of US$300
billion by 2026 by expanding at a CAGR of 15% from its current revenue of US$74
billion.

India’s auto components industry’s market share has significantly expanded, led
by increasing demand for automobiles by the growing middle class, with
automobile sales standing at 19.45 million units in FY23 and exports globally.

The Indian auto component industry is set to become the third-largest globally by
2025. The turnover of the automotive component industry grew 34.8% to Rs. 2.65
lakh crore (US$ 33.8 billion) during April-September 2022 compared to the first
half of the previous year.

As per the Automobile Component Manufacturers Association (ACMA) forecast,
auto component exports from India are expected to reach US$30 billion by 2026.

The auto component industry exported US$ 19 billion and imported US$ 18.3
billion worth of components in 2021-22, resulting in the highest export surplus of
US$ 700 million.

From FY16-FY22, the industry registered a CAGR of 6.35% and was valued at US$
56.50 billion in FY22.

The component sales to OEMs in the domestic market grew by 46% to US$ 27.27

billion. Due to the high development prospects in all vehicle industry segments,

the auto component industry is projected to record US$200 billion in revenue by
2026.
