Q3 & 9M FY24 Update



Management Commentary
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Commenting on the results and performance for Q3 & 9M FY24, Mr Satyen Patel, 
Managing Director of Sahyadri Industries Limited, said:

“In Q3FY24, the company demonstrated a steady performance, achieving a top-line growth 
of 10.2%, amounting to Rs 136.3 crores, compared to the same period last year. Additionally, 
there was an improvement in topline on a sequential  basis, with a growth of 12.3%. 

Rural India continues to witness subdued demand coupled with pricing pressures, and 
adverse weather conditions, including floods in Tamil Nadu, in Q3. However, the building 
material segment performance enabled sequential and year-on-year revenue growth. Raw 
materials remained at elevated levels, and the company faced challenges in passing on these 
prices to consumers due to the demand scenario.

The overall capacity utilization has improved from 66% in 9MFY23 to 76% for 9MFY24. The 
utilization levels stood at 68% for the quarter. Our goal is to achieve higher utilization levels 
in Q4 of this financial year. Going forward, as the demand scenario improves, we endeavor 
to achieve better sales momentum in the coming quarters”
